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CHAPTER  I

INTRODUCTION

Background of the Study

 
Almost all developing societies are now experiencing demographic transition, though at varying levels.   A vast country like India with high demographic diversity and heterogeneity, the levels and stages of fertility decline vary significantly from  state to state. Even within the state also, we are observing large scale regional disparities with regard to health and demographic indicators.    The demographic transition in South India (a population of 200 million) has now entered its last phase, with fertility rates registering significant decline during the last two decades compared to other parts of the country.  

 
This research report forms part of a larger project being carried out in South India to study the fertility transition by examining the socio-economic and demographic indicators at district level and below. This study is aimed to understand the channels of fertility decline through the analysis of socio-cultural and spatial differentials.  In a large state like Karnataka, where regional disparities are more pronounced, a district level analysis is certainly  necessary and expected to provide some useful insights.  This is more relevant considering  that  greater emphasis is now being placed in formulating a state level population policy in view of the present thrust on decentralising planning and administration to better address region - specific issues and local problems.
 
Unlike the three neighbouring states of  Kerala, Tamil Nadu and Goa, demographic transition in Karnataka has not received much attention.  Researchers have identified various factors – social, economic and political -  for the significant reduction  in  fertility in both Kerala and Tamil Nadu (Zachariah, 1984; Bhat and Irudaya Rajan, 1990;  Antony, 1992; Srinivasan, 1995; Kulkarni et al., 1996; Zachariah and Irudaya Rajan, 1997; Nagaraj, 1998).  The fertility decline in Kerala in seventies, despite low level of economic development, received international attention and admiration.  Social scientists have put forth many explanations for the spectacular decline in Kerala’s fertility.     Factors like high female literacy, agrarian reforms, matrilineal customs, better health and educational facilities, government sponsored welfare measures and political consciousness are believed to be responsible for the rapid and unusual demographic transition in Kerala.  The state is also known for its notable achievements in the social sector, particularly in literacy and primary health care.  In the case of Tamil Nadu also, various explanations have been  advanced to explain the demographic transition which include strong political will, Dravidian movements, social reforms, influence of mass media particularly films, and efficient official family planning programme.  After reviewing all the available literature, Kulkarni et al. (1996) concluded that “we have a fairly good idea of the ‘when’ and ‘how’ of the fertility transition in Tamil Nadu but are yet to have a convincing answer to the ‘why’ question?” (p-63).

 
But the pace and levels of fertility transition in Karnataka is altogether different. To understand the changes in the population front, it is useful to analyse the data sets of large scale demographic surveys conducted in Karnataka at various periods, apart from the census and official statistics.   The Mysore Population Study (MPS), a pioneering work of its kind in the country was a joint venture of United Nations and Government of India conducted in 1951-52, provided valuable information on births, deaths, age at marriage and the motivational aspects of fertility regulation.  The MPS collected data from about 10,000 households in rural and urban areas of the old Mysore state  (United Nations, 1961). MPS was an experiment in the use of sample survey of households to measure the trends and characteristics of population and also to examine the interrelationship between fertility behaviour and socio-economic development.  Another major survey, the Bangalore Population Study (BPS) was undertaken in 1975 by the Population Centre, Bangalore which analysed the factors affecting fertility and also assessed the impact of family planning programme and demand for contraception (Srinivasan et al., 1978).  About 5000 households were covered in BPS.  The MPS and BPS covered roughly the same geographic area and hence, fertility patterns reported in the two surveys can be compared to understand the changes over a generation.   The Karnataka Fertility Survey, carried out by the Institute for Social and Economic Change with financial support from the World Bank, covered about 3000 rural households in 1979-80, studied the trends and factors that determine age at marriage and fertility (Rao et al., 1986).  The National Family Health Survey of 1992-93, covered about 4400 ever-married women age 13-49 years in urban and rural areas of Karnataka (PRC, ISEC and IIPS, 1995).  The primary objective of NFHS was to provide state-level data on fertility, nuptiality, family size preferences, family planning, the level of unwanted fertility, utilisation of health services, child nutrition etc.. A comparative analysis of data and findings from these major surveys will provide us sufficient information to understand the changes in fertility patterns during the last four decades in the state.   

 
There were also many other studies on various aspects of demographic change in Karnataka (Caldwell et al., 1983; Chadrasekaran et al., 1985; Kanbargi, 1979; Kulkarni, 1985; Rajaretnam and Deshpande, 1994; Raju et al., 1995; Rayappa and Sekher, 1997; Srinivasan, 1986; Sekher and Rayappa, 1999). Few studies also examined the pattern of demographic transition in South India (Guilmoto, 1992; Rayappa and Lingaraju, 1996; Guilmoto and Rajan, 1998; Basu, 1999).  The main focus of this report is to examine the  differentials across the districts and the regions of Karnataka, and to identify the factors responsible for that.  The computerised data sets of 1991 census provided an unexpected opportunity  to  examine the fertility patterns at the micro/village level, and this has been attempted in the first phase of the project, as presented in this report. 

Origin of the State:

 
Till 1956, ten out of the twenty districts of the present state of Karnataka were under the princely state of Mysore.   With the reorganization of the states on the basis of language, nine more districts were added from the neighbouring states, that is from the former Bombay and Madras presidencies, the princely state of Hyderabad and Coorg state.  Kannada   became the official language of the new Mysore state which was renamed as Karnataka in 1973.   An additional district was formed in 1986 when Bangalore Urban district was carved out of the Bangalore district.  In 1998, a further division of districts was effected taking the total number to twenty seven.   Since this reorganization of districts has taken place recently, the analysis in this report is based on the earlier configuration of twenty districts as per 1991 census.  However, to give a general picture, some basic demographic information of the 27 districts are presented in (Table – 1.)

Physical Characteristics:

 
Karnataka state is situated between 11(  31’ and 18(  45’  N   latitudes and 74( 12’ and 78( 40’ in E  longitudes.  The distance from  north to south is approximately 700 k.m. and from east to west 400 k.m..  On the basis of the    physiographic characteristics, the state can be divided into four regions: Northern Karnataka Plateau (districts of Belgaum, Bidar, Bijapur and Gulbarga), Central Karnataka Plateau (districts of Bellary, Chikmagalur, Chitradurga, Dharwad, Raichur and Shimoga), Southern Karnataka Plateau (districts of Bangalore, Hassan, Kodagu, Kolar, Mandya, Mysore and Tumkur) and Karnataka Coastal Region (districts of Dakshina Kannada and Uttara Kannada).  The state is bounded by Maharashtra in the north, Goa in the north-west,  Andhra Pradesh in the  east, Tamil Nadu in the  east and south-east, Kerala in the south-west and the Arabian sea in the west.  The total land area of  Karnataka is 191,791 sq.kms.. The state contains five per cent of the population and six per cent of the land area of India. 

Culture and Religion:

 
In many ways including the natural regions, languages, faiths and culture, Karnataka exhibits almost as much variety as the subcontinent itself.  Given the geographical location, Karnataka has been at the crossroads between the north and south and a meeting place for two cultures.   Various religious influences have swept the state from time to time and have had a  major role in shaping the Kannada  culture.  Jainism, one of the oldest religions, has contributed substantially to the Kannada literature and architecture.  Jainisim believed to have been brought to Karnataka by Chandragupta Maurya when he led a  colony of Jain migrants to escape from the horrors of famine.   Though Jain population in the state is small, 8 per cent of Jains in India live in Karnataka.  Buddhism too has left its imprints in Karnataka.  Islam entered Karnataka soon after its contacts with Arabia.  The development of Persian and Arabic languages is due to Muslims and they encouraged a form of Urdu known as ‘Dakshini Urdu’.  The close connection of the greater part of Mysore with Malabar and the West Coast affords grounds for believing that Christian influence might have come to Karnataka at a very early period.  The first systematic effort to convert the local population to Christianity was made by Dominicans in 1325 A.D..  They were followed by Roman Catholic Church in 1510 and then Franciscans in 1587 A.D..   The Christian Mission ushered in an era of social change by introducing printing, English education and health services (Karnataka Gazetteer, 1996).   Karnataka is the birthplace of Veerashaivism, a puritanical form of shaivism which was popularised by saint Basaveshwara in the twelfth century.  Various Hindu religious philosophies originated in the state and contributed services for the development of Hindu religion in the state. Shankarachrya started a religious math at Sringeri in 8th century and Ramanuacharya came in the 11th century followed by Basaveshwara in 12th century and Madhavacharya in 13th century.  Thus, Karnataka was home for various shades of Hindu philosophy and faiths. 

Karnataka Economy:

 
In Karnataka, 69 per cent of the population live in rural areas as compared to 74 per cent in the country as a whole.   Among the main workers, 63 percent depend on agriculture and the share of agriculture in the state’s income was 39 per cent in 1988-89 (CMIE, 1991).  Rice, ragi, jowar are the major cereal crops grown in Karnataka.  Among the other crops, the groundnut, sugarcane and cotton are important.  Karnataka has a number of industries.  Large number of both  public and private sector industries, especially electronic industries, were established mainly in and around Bangalore. Bangalore has been known as “Silicon Valley of India”, as the hub of information technology and electronics in India.   In addition, Karnataka has been  rich in mineral wealth  with deposits of gold, iron, manganese, chromite, bauxite and copper.  It was one of earliest states to electrify all its villages. Karnataka accounts for 60 per cent of the country’s raw silk production. 

 
From 1960-61 to 1996-97, state income (Net State Domestic Product) at 1980-81 prices increased from Rs. 2977 crore to Rs. 13047 crores, a more than four-fold increase.  But, it is a matter of concern that real per capita income has only doubled from Rs. 1273 to Rs. 2668 (Government of Karnataka, 1999).  There have been wide variations in the economic performance of the state in overall terms, across districts and sectors during the last two decades.  From 1980-81 to 1995-96 growth rate of NSDP at 1980-81 prices was 5.4 per cent.  Real growth was above the state average in Bangalore, Kolar, Gulbarga, Bijapur and Mysore districts  with Bijapur leading the state with a growth rate of 7.3 per cent.  The districts of Bellary, Bidar, Chikmagalur, Chitradurga, Dakshina Kannada, Dharwad, Hassan, Kodagu, Mandya, Raichur,  Shimoga and Uttara Kannada have had real growth rate less than 5 per cent.  Belgaum and Tumkur have growth rates equal to the state average.  In 1995-96, per capita income in six districts was above the state average (Rs.9384).  Kodagu registered the highest per capita income  of Rs. 20,120  followed by Bangalore urban district of Rs. 15,556. The lowest were in Kolar (Rs. 6223) and Bidar (Rs.7023) districts (Government of  Karnataka, 1999).

 
From 1981 to 1991, the work force in the state increased from 15 million to 19 million, a growth of 2.6  per cent per annum.  Between the ages 15 and 59 years, the labour force participation rate for the state works out to be 67 per cent (85 percent for males and 47 percent  for females).  Between 1973-74 and 1993-94, the proportion of population below the poverty line declined from 54 per cent to 33 per cent in Karnataka, against a decline from 55 percent  to 36 percent  at the national level.  In rural Karnataka, the decline is from 55 percent   to 30 percent  and in urban areas from  53 per cent  to 40 per cent.    In addition to the reduction in poverty, the number of persons below the poverty line has also declined in the state  from 17.1 million in 1973-74 to 15.6 million in 1993-94.   But at the national level, the number remained more or less the same (320 million).  Despite the reduction in overall poverty levels, 15.6 million persons (2.8 million households) were below the poverty line in 1993-94,  a large number of them (9.6 million persons) in rural areas.  The shares of rural and urban population below poverty line are 61 percent  and 39 percent  respectively in the state as against 69 percent  and 31 percent  respectively at the national level.  Analysis of district level data indicates that the highest per cent of population below the poverty line in 1993-94 is in Bidar district (56 percent) and the lowest in Dakshina Kannada (8.9 percent).

Regional Disparities:

 
There exists considerable disparities in terms of socio-economic development between different regions within the state.  The areas added to the princely state of Mysore in 1956 were at different levels of economic development.  Mysore was considered as one of the most progressive and developed province at the time of independence.  Modern  system of education was established here as early as in 1833.  The first school for girls was started in Bangalore city by the London Mission in 1840, when education of a girl was a rare thing.  In Bombay-Karnataka region, modern system of education was established as early as 1826, whereas in Hyderabad-Karnataka region, not much progress was made in education till independence.  Only 7 percent of the women in Hyderabad-Karnataka area were literate at the time of the 1961 census, when female literacy was about 19 percent in the rest of the state. Trends in literacy level by districts is presented in Table 2.  In the area of basic health services, Mysore was the first state in the country to take up vaccination against small fox in 1806.  A government hospital was set up in Bangalore 1846.  The first two official family planning clinics in the world were opened by Government of Mysore in 1930 (Rayappa and Sekher, 1996).  By contrast, in Hyderabad-Karnataka region, even now many villages lack basic health facilities. Important health indices of Karnataka are presented in Table 3. To illustrate the existing disparities between districts, Human Development Index (HDI) and Gender- related Development Index (GDI) are presented, as seen in page 12.   HDI is a composite index covering longevity measured by life expectancy at birth, educational attainment computed as a combination of adult literacy and enrolment ratios at the primary, secondary and tertiary levels combined and the standard of living measured by per capita real GDP adjusted for purchasing power parity in dollars.  The Gender-related Development Index (GDI) measures the overall achievements of women and men in the three dimensions of the HDI - life expectancy, educational attainment and adjusted real income and takes note of inequalities in development of the two sexes.  The GDI is therefore the HDI discounted for gender inequality.

CHAPTER II

Population Growth and Dynamics

 
The population of Karnataka which stood at 13 million in 1901 increased to 19 million by 1951 and to 45 million by 1991.  Thus, population in the state has increased by three and a half times during the last ninety year period.  The projected population of Karnataka is 56 million by 2001 A.D..  The state accounts for five per cent of the population and six per cent of the land area of the country.   Sex ratio indicates that there are 960 females per 1000 males in the state, compared to 927 in the country as a whole.   Further, one-fifth of total population in the state belonged to Scheduled Castes and Tribes category. A detailed discussion on the demographic profile of Karnataka is presented in this chapter.

Trends and Levels in Population Growth  

  
The population growth in the state has not been uniform in the present century, with variations from decade to decade.  There was a slight fall in the population during 1911 to 1921 mainly due to famines and epidemics after the first world war (Table 4). Historically, the population growth in Karnataka has been close to the national average.  However,  there was a sharp decline in the growth rate during 1981-91 decade. 

 
The growth rates vary widely across the districts. It was observed that until 1940, some districts like Kodagu and Chikmagalur experienced decrease in their population due to the scourge of malaria.  The fastest growing region in the state has been Southern Maidan comprising districts belonging to old Mysore state, followed by Northern Maidan, coastal   and Malnad areas (Table 5).  But the northern districts (coming under Gulbarga division) have experienced higher growth during 1981-91. Good irrigation facilities encouraged large scale migration into Bellary and Raichur districts in eighties which led to higher growth rate of population in this region.  This is evident from the fact that out of 20 districts in the state, only four districts which belong to Gulbarga division, have experienced higher growth rate during the last decade than during the previous decades.  Of the remaining districts, except Bangalore (the capital city of Karnataka), all other districts have  growth rates close to or less than  2 percent,  with  Kodagu showing the lowest growth rate (0.5 percent) during the last decade  (Table 6). 

 
The density of population (number of persons per square kilo metre) has increased from 68 persons in 1901 to 101 by 1951 and to 235 by 1991 (Table 7).  The highest population density is observed in Bangalore division, followed by Mysore division.  In the Bangalore division, Bangalore urban is the most densely populated district in the state in 1991 followed by Mandya and Dakshina Kannada (Table 8). The less densely populated districts are Kodagu and Uttara Kannada. Population density is considerably lower in Karnataka compared to the national average (273 per sq. k.m.).

Sex Ratio

 
Karnataka’s sex ratio of 960 in 1991, is higher than the all India figure of 929. The sex ratio of the state is adverse to women and has been continued to be adverse during the last century.   In 1891, there were 991 females per 1000 males and a century later, the sex ratio had declined to 960.  “Throughout the last ninety years, almost from the turn of this century men have exceeded women in sheer numbers in Karnataka. The sex ratio is adverse to females in all age groups other than 25-29 years.  In the age groups 0-4 and 5-14 years, the sex ratios are 984 and 991, but it falls to 904 in the age group 15-19 years. The age specific death rate is 3.3 per 1000 among females and 2.0 per 1000 males in the age group of 15-19. It is likely that one of the main causes of the higher death rate among females in this age group is due to the paucity of medical help during child birth. It is of particular interest that the number of females decrease sharply in the age group 40-49 and  by the time they reached  the age group 60 and above, their number increase rapidly again” (Census of Karnataka, 1971).

 
If we examine the recent trends in sex ratio, particularly the decadal changes in juvenile sex ratio (population below the age of seven years), Karnataka

as well as  other  Southern  states  also show  increasing deficit of females.   If this can be considered as a clear signal regarding the emerging pattern of more adverse sex ratio for females then “the lines between a ‘northern’ culture and a ‘southern’ culture becoming increasingly blurred as far as the variable of a gender balance in number is concerned” (Basu, 1999:245).

 
Most of the districts in the  state have unfavourable sex ratios and these are not necessarily in the northern divisions of Gulbarga and Belgaum.  In 1991,  Dakshina Kannada, adjoining to  Kerala, is the only district with a sex ratio favourable to females.  Hassan district has almost equal number of males and females.  The most unfavourable sex ratios are observed in Bangalore Urban, Bangalore Rural, Chitradurga and Dharwad districts (Table  9).   

Population Composition:

 
The young population below the age of 14 years and the old (60 years and above) form the dependent groups.  The ratio of the combined population  in the age groups (0-14 and 60 +) to the working population in  the age group (15-59) is the dependency ratio.  For Karnataka, it is 0.71.  The young population is 36.0 per cent  and old population is 6.9 per cent in 1991 (Table  10).  Age distribution of all age groups of 1981 and 1991 is presented in Table 11.  The average household  size for the state is  5.7 persons which is slightly higher than the national average of   5.5.   The northern districts of Bidar and Bijapur have a high percentage of large households (6 and more persons), whereas Kodagu shows a different picture.   The household size in rural Karnataka is 5.8 persons and in urban Karnataka  5.4.  According to the NFHS (1992-93), Karnataka had 12.5 per cent female-headed households. Dakshina Kannada has more female-headed households and Kolar and Bidar have comparatively low incidence of female headed households.

 
Hindus constitute 82 per cent of the state’s population, Muslims 11.6 per cent and Christians 2.4 per cent as per 1991 census.  The share of Hindus in the total population of the state has declined over a period of time (see Table 12).  Proportion of Muslim population is more in Bidar, Gulbarga, Dharwad, Dakshina Kannada, Bijapur and Bellary and some of these districts also recorded higher population growth (Table  13). One-fifth of total population in the state belonged to Scheduled castes  (16 per cent) and Scheduled Tribes (4 per cent). More number of groups have been added to the list of Scheduled tribes after the removal of area restrictions in 1976.  In fact, the proportion of ST population in the state was less than 1 percent prior to 1981. While Kolar and Gulbarga have a larger share of Scheduled castes, Chitradurga has a bigger share of Scheduled tribes. Though Hindus constitute more than four-fifth of the total population in the state, they are not homogenous and are divided  into many caste groups.  Lingayats (15.3 per cent) and Vokkaligas (10.8 per cent) are the major caste groups in Karnataka.   

Mortality 

 
Between 1951-1991, the death rate in the state has come down sharply,   mainly due to the eradication of epidemics.  According to SRS, the crude death rate of Karnataka is 7.6 (8.5 in rural and 5.4 in urban areas) in 1997 (Table 14).   SRS also estimates that the infant mortality rate (IMR), widely recognised as a sensitive indicator of both the socio-economic development and the access to health services,   is 53 per thousand live-births in the state, compared to 71 at the national level.   But considerable variations can be observed between rural and urban areas (63 and 24, respectively).   The infant and child mortality rates of various years of Karnataka are presented in Tables 15 and 16. From 95 in 1971, IMR has declined considerably to 53 in 1997.   But   the rural-urban differential is 

more pronounced in the state than the national level.  In 1997, IMR in rural Karnataka is 63 and in  urban Karnataka is 24.  Variations across districts in the state is also significant.  In 1991, infant and child mortality rates are 79 and 119 in backward Bellary   district, whereas it is only 29 and 46 in coastal Dakshina  Kannada district.

 
In 1951, the expectation of life at birth, for both the men and women,  was 42 years.  It increased to 62.07 years in 1991, 60.6 years for men and 63.61 for women.  This indicates that life expectancy of women is higher than men and  the gap is widening. Table 17 shows the projected levels of the expectation of life at birth in Karnataka and India.  Across districts, Dakshina Kannada has the highest (68.52 years) and  Bellary (60.32 years) the lowest life expectancy (Refer Table 18).

          Urbanisation and Migration:

 
The proportion of urban population in Karnataka was always higher than it has been in the country as a whole.  In 1901, only 12.6 per cent of the state’s population was considered as urban. By 1991 every third person in the state was living in  an urban area (Table 19).  The city of Bangalore exercises tremendous influence on the urban growth of the state by attracting large number of migrants, particularly  from the neighbouring states (Samuel, 1991).  Bangalore has grown to become the sixth largest urban centre in India and accounts for 27 per cent of the urban population in Karnataka.   The least urbanised district is Kodagu with 85 per cent of its population residing in rural areas.    Detailed information available from the census regarding the urban growth   in Karnataka is presented in Table  20.  

 
Migration data from successive census indicate that about 87 percent of total migrants recorded are inter-district or intra-district migrants within the state.  Among the migrants, only 12.5 percent are from other states of India as per 1991 data (Table  21).  Among the districts, as expected Bangalore urban district has highest share of inter-state migrants.  Border districts like Bellary, Kodagu, Bidar and Kolar also have high proportion migrants from other states (Table  22).

Rural Settlement Pattern and Infrastructural Facilities

 
Large number of villages out of a total of 27, 028 inhabited villages in the state as per 1981 census are small size villages with an average population of less than 1000 persons (977) per village. Ten per cent of the total population is located in small size villages (less than 500 inhabitants).  In general, districts in the South Maidan have large number of small size villages.   As per 1991 census, there were 29193 villages, out of which 2127 were uninhabited villages.  Average village population is 1149 (Table  23) and the average area of a village is 6.64 square kilometers (Table  24).       District-wise details regarding the  rural settlement pattern are presented in Table  25.

  
Census also provide information regarding basic infrastructural facilities available in villages.  71.7 percentage of households in Karnataka have access to safe drinking water whereas only 24 per cent of households have toilet facility (6.9 in rural and 62.5 in urban areas).  Safe drinking water is defined in the census to cover only tap and bore well water and there is likely to be some underestimation in respect of Malnad and coastal areas which depend on open wells.   In Karnataka,  52.5 percentage of households were electrified as per 1991 census.   But in the case of rural Karnataka, the availability of basic amenities are far from satisfactory.  Table  26  provides details by districts on basic amenities as per 1991 census.  42 percent of households have electricity and 67 percent of households have access to safe drinking water in rural Karnataka. Only 7 percent of households have toilet facility.  Less than 4 percent of households reported as having all the three amenities (electricity+safe drinking water+toilet).  But, it is important and alarming to note that 20 percent of households in rural Karnataka have none of these basic amenities.

 
Census also collects information regarding schooling and health facilities (see Table  27).  86 percent of the villages in Karnataka have primary schools, 39 percent have middle schools and 10 percent have secondary schools.  But only 12.5 percent of villages have some health facility  and 6  percent  of  villages have 

primary health  centres.  Dakshina Kannada  shows,  more or less, a Kerala pattern in terms of educational facilities.  With regard to housing amenities (Table 28), nearly 80 percent of the households in rural Karnataka lived in pucca and semi-pucca houses.  In general, the proportion of kutcha structures is far less  in Karnataka than in India (34 percent).  

CHAPTER   III

MARRIAGE AND FAMILY PLANNING

Nuptiality

 
Age at marriage can be gauged by looking at data on two indicators; namely, proportion never married in the total population by age as well as by calculating singulate mean age at marriage.   Marriage is almost universal in the state, as elsewhere in the country.   There are many  factors that determine the age at marriage in a traditional society, particularly in rural areas.  “Under the conditions which prevail in the rural areas of old Mysore state, it is  not economic status but what has been prescribed by custom that has an overriding influence on marriage  practices” (United Nations, 1961). 

  
As per 1991 census data, the average age at marriage for females in the state was 20.15 years whereas for males it is 26.22 years.  Historically, age at marriage has been lower in the districts of Northern Karnataka and higher in the Coastal and Malnad areas of the state.   The singulate mean age at marriage was 26 years for males and 19 years for females in 1991.  The differences between rural and urban areas are on expected lines ( 25 years in rural and 27 years in urban areas for males and 18 years and 20 years for females.  The difference between the lowest and the highest age at marriage in the districts of Karnataka is about 5 years for  both sexes, both in  urban and rural areas (Table 29).  While the difference between male and female age at marriage is usually about 5 years, the difference between the urban and rural   areas is only about 2 years.   According to NFHS (1992-93), urban women marry about two years later than the rural women and males marry 6.5 years later than females in Karnataka.  Although marriage before age 15 has been quite common in Karnataka, it has been  virtually eliminated at least in urban areas. NFHS also shows that the median age at marriage is essentially the same as the median age at first cohabitation with husband, indicating that formal marriage is immediately  followed by cohabitation with the husband in  almost all the cases.  It is interesting to note that marriage between relatives  (consanguineous marriage) is quite common in the state, particularly among the lower castes.  As per NFHS data, more than one-fourths of ever-married women married a first cousin and about nine percent married a second cousin, uncle or other blood relative.  

 
Significant changes have been observed from 1961 to 1991, in the proportion of single women in the age groups of 15-19 and 20-24 years.  In 1961, only 31 percent were single,  whereas in 1991 it is about  73 percent in the age group of 15-19 years.  Same way, in the age group of 20-24, only 6 percent were unmarried in 1961, whereas 1991 data show  about 24 percent single in that age group (Table  30).    
However, variation across districts is quite remarkable.  In Dakshina Kannada, 94 percent of females  in the age group  15-19  years were unmarried in 1991.   But  in Raichur and Bijapur districts,  the proportion is only about 52 percent.  Age at marriage of females is highest  in Dakshina Kannada (23.4 years) followed  by Kodagu (22 years).  In five districts of  Karnataka, the   average age at marraige for women is between 18 and 19 years.  But in rural areas of Raichur  and Bijapur (Northern Karnataka), the age at marriage  for women is  less than 18 years (the minimum  legal age for marriage) in 1991.

Family Planning

 
Karnataka had an early start in family planning. Two government sponsored  family planning clinics were opened, one in Bangalore and one in Mysore as early as 1930.  These were the first official family planning clinics in the world.   According to NFHS, the  knowledge of family planning is nearly universal in Karnataka, with 99 percent of ever-married  women reporting  knowledge of at least one modern method of birth control.  Eventhough,  knowledge of family planning is almost universal, the practise of contraception is relatively lower in the state.   Half of the currently married women, aged 15-49 years, were not using a contraceptive method (NFHS, 1992-93).   48 percent were using a modern method (43 percent sterilization, mostly female sterilization and only 5 percent  spacing methods).   The ideal family size preferred by women is on an average 2.5 children.  But as per Mysore Population Study  conducted in 1952, it was 4.7.  To understand the changes in attitudes, a comparison of selected demographic indicators based on major surveys conducted in the state during the last four decades, is presented in Table  31.   NFHS also indicates that 18 percent of currently married women have  an unmet need for family planning, (12 percent for spacing births and 6 percent for limiting the number of births).  If all the women with an unmet need for family planning were to adopt it, the current contraceptive use rate would increase from 49 to 67 percent.  The unmet need for family planning is high among Muslims (26 percent) and Scheduled castes (21 percent).

 
Couple Protection Rate has gone up considerably during the last three decades – 9.3 in 1971 to 23.4 in 1981 to 48.2 in 1991.  Interestingly upto 1980, CPR in the state was lower than the national average.  But after 1980, Karnataka’s CPR has improved gradually.  The latest official statistics show the CPR is 55.6 percent in 1997 whereas it is 45.4 for all India (Table  32).  Female sterilization is the most popular and preferred method with 43.6 percent of currently married women accepting it.  There are significant variations in the level of family planning performance by districts.  Mandya has the highest CPR in 1993-94 (71 percent) and Raichur (38) and Gulbarga (39) are having the lowest CPR.   Six districts (Mandya, Hassan, Chikmagalur, Mysore, Kodagu and Shimoga) have achieved  more than 60 percent CPR.    On the other hand, another six districts,  (Raichur, Gulbarga, Bellary, Bijapur, Uttara Kannada and Dakshina Kannada) were having CPR below 50 (Refer  Table 33).  

 
Breastfeeding is universal in the state and three-fifths of children  received exclusive breastfeeding upto 4 months of the age, as recommended by international guidelines.   However,  only 5 percent of children were breast-fed  within one hour of birth and 18 percent within 24 hours of birth.  The mean duration of breast feeding is 21.4 months as per NFHS (1992-93). NFHS also provide some data about abortion, which otherwise not available.      Information regarding induced and spontaneous abortions are generally suppressed by respondents and any data on abortion collected through surveys need to be analysed cautiously.  Among all pregnancies reported in the survey, 92 percent resulted in live births, 2 percent in stillbirths, 5 percent in spontaneous abortions and one percent in induced abortions.  In 1992-93, among children aged 12-23 months, 52 percent are fully  vaccinated against six common childhood diseases.  82 percent of children have received  BCG, 71 percent have received three doses of both DPT and Polio vaccines and 55 percent have been vaccinated against measles (PRC, ISEC and IIPS, 1995).  National Family Health Survey also provided  some information regarding nutritional status of children.  Acute under-nutrition  or wasting is quite evident in Karnataka, affecting 1 in 6 children.  Nineteen percent of children are severely underweight and 23 percent are severely stunted.  NFHS also indicates that rates of under-nutrition are slightly higher for  females than males, but rural children are most likely to be under-nourished than urban children.

CHAPTER  IV

Fertility Levels and Differentials

 
The crude birth rate (CBR) has been declining in Karnataka since early 1970s.  CBR which remained relatively stable at a higher level of about 40 or more in 1950s and 1960s, reached a level of about 28 by 1990.  Estimates based on census data have indicated that CBR has declined from 32.2 during 1974-80 to 28.0 in 1984-90.  Based on SRS data for various years, the levels and trends in CBR, TFR, age specific fertility rate, age specific marital fertility rate for Karnataka were presented in Tables  - 34, 35, 36 and 37. 

 
In fact, major demographic surveys conducted in Karnataka like the Mysore Population Study (MPS) in 1951-1952, the Bangalore Population Study (BPS) in 1975 and the Karnataka Fertility Survey in 1979-80 provide us sufficient data to analyse the changing fertility trends over a period of time.  The MPS and BPS covered roughly the same geographic area.   Changes in fertility between these two time periods can be gauged by examining current fertility in different geographical locations as stated in these surveys.  The crude birth rate declined 7.6 points in the rural hills, 2.0 points in the rural plains, 4.5 points in  towns and 2.6 points in Bangalore city over the 24 years period and it appears that the declines have been  caused more by changes in marriage patterns than by changes in the number of children married couples have (Srinivasan et al., 1978).  A comparison of data of these two surveys also indicates that there was a real increase in the potential fertility of the woman during the period 1951-1975, as a result of relaxation of some of traditional checks such as prolonged breastfeeding, prohibition of sexual intercourse on certain days for social or religious reasons and prohibition of remarriages by widows. According to the MPS, the total fertility rate (15-44 age group) is 6.30, whereas in BPS it is 6.12.   As per the NFHS estimate, for the three years periods of 1990-1992, the total fertility rate is 2.9 children per woman and crude birth rate is 26 per thousand population.  The  mean number of children ever born to women age 40-49 is 4.7 and mean ideal number of children is  2.5.    NFHS also indicates that fertility in Karnataka was lower than the national average.  The NFHS estimates for India for 1989-1992 shows a CBR of 28.7 and TFR of 3.4 (IIPS, 1995).   

 
Another study by Bhat (1996) using the census population of 0-6 years in the 1981 and 1991, estimated fertility level for the periods 1974-1980 and 1984-1990 by applying reverse survival method.  For Karnataka, the CBR is 32.2. during 1974-1980 and 28 for the period 1984-1990 (Table  38).  The national figures for the same periods were 43.9 and 31.6 respectively. 

 
The  MPS and  BPS  data  sets   provide   a  good  opportunity   to  understand   the   fertility differentials in rural and urban areas of old Mysore state in a span of nearly 25 years. In both the studies, the average number of children born is substantially higher among Muslims  than  among  other  religious  groups.

NFHS (1992-93) gives fertility differential  by various categories.     The urban total fertility rate (TFR) of  2.4 is lower than the rural TFR of 3.1.  Woman in rural areas would have on an average 0.7 more children  in her childbearing years.  The TFR among illiterate women is 3.39,   declining significantly with the increase in the level of education. Among women those who have education of high school and above, it is only 2.0.  According to NFHS, the TFR among Hindu, Muslim and Christian communities are 2.73, 3.91 and 2.25 respectively.  The TFR among Schedules castes is 3.15 and Scheduled tribes  2.15 (PRC, ISEC and IIPS, 1995).

 
It is interesting to examine the differentials in fertility among various sections of population based on religion, caste, education, occupation and residence (Table  39).  The SRS gives estimates for rural and urban areas.  As expected, the fertility of those who reside in urban areas is lower than that of  rural  population.

District Level Differentials

 
The district level figures of crude birth rate (CBR), total fertility rate (TFR), total marital fertility rate (TMFR), general fertility rate (GFR) and general marital fertility rate (GMFR) for 1981 and 1991 are presented in Table 40.   The TFR is above 4 in backward districts of Bellary, Bidar, Gulbarga, Raichur and Bijapur.  It is around 3.5 and below in districts of Bangalore Urban, Belgaum,  Chikmagalur, Hassan,  Chitradurga, Dakshina Kannada, Mandya, Mysore,  Tumkur and Hassan with Kodagu recording the lowest, 2.77.  According to the district level estimates of Registrar General of India (1997),  the CBR is   lowest in  Mandya (25.56) and   highest in Bellary (36.74) in 1991.  In 1991, the GFR is highest in Bellary  (157) and  lowest in Kodagu (98) and Hassan (97) districts.


Even though we do not have information regarding the fertility levels by caste (apart from SC/ST), it is interesting to examine the caste composition of high fertility districts of Karnataka.  Based on the Second Backward Class Commission Report of Government of Karnataka (1986), the composition of major caste groups in these districts are presented in Table  41.  The concentration of certain backward  communities  may explain, to a certain extent,  the higher fertility in these districts of  northern Karnataka.

 
Differentials in age specific fertility rate and age specific marital fertility rate by education, religion, caste and economic activity for various years, based on SRS  and  Census  data, are presented in Table 42 to 49.

CHAPTER  V

SOCIO-ECONOMIC  FACTORS AND FERTILITY:

A VILLAGE LEVEL ANALYSIS

 
In the previous chapters, we discussed the fertility pattern of Karnataka using census and SRS data at the state and district levels.  However, it is equally important to analyse the fertility trends below district level which will provide useful insights. Since measures like CBR and TFR are not available at village level, it was decided to use child woman ratio.  The 1991 census provided an unexpected opportunity to analyse fertility pattern at village level.     Even though the original purpose was to compute the literacy rate for the population aged seven years and over, it is used here to compute the child woman ratio.   

The primary census abstract of the 1991 census gives population of each village by sex in two broad age groups   –– 0 to 6 years and 7 + years.  From this child woman ratio (CWR) can be calculated.

CWR = (Population 0-6 years/Female population 7+ years)*K

                               K = 1000

  Detailed information on amenities and other population characteristics are available at village level. Relevant factors have been considered to study their influence on fertility. Factors considered in the study are per cent female literate, per cent female workers, per cent workers in agricultural sector, per cent Scheduled Castes and Tribes population , per cent irrigated land and presence of educational facility, medical facility, market facility, communication facility and distance to nearest town. Presence of each facility in the village has been given a value `1', otherwise `0'.   Multivariate regression  analysis  has been used.     The   analysis is restricted to only rural Karnataka. 

Effect of Socio-economic Factors on Rural Fertility

The results of regression analysis have been presented in Table 50. It may be observed that all the variables considered in the model are statistically significant. The model as a whole is able to explain about 39 per cent of total variation in the child woman ratio at village level. The expected and observed direction of influence of each variable  on child woman ratio has been presented below:

Scheduled Tribes and medical facility in the village have indicated the influence on child woman ratio in the expected direction. On the other hand, it was also observed that while re-running regression equation with primary health centre facility in the rural areas as one of the independent variables,  its presence   has a negative and significant impact (data are not shown) on child woman ratio.  Other factors have shown their influence on child woman ratio in expected direction. This may be because of correlation among the factors considered in the model.  

In general, per cent female literacy and percent workers in agricultural sector have shown a negative and substantial influence on child woman ratio. 

Female literacy has been recognized as the most important factor influencing not only fertility but also many other demographic indicators. It   found to be the important factor even at the village level. Though female literacy in Karnataka is lower than that the neighboring states of Kerala and Tamil Nadu, it is an important factor in influencing fertility in rural areas.

The  residuals in CWR on the basis of regression were obtained and weighted district totals were presented in Table 52. It was found positive residuals for districts of Dharwad, Raichur, Gulbarga and Shimoga.  The residuals are negative in Kolar, Tumkur, Hassasn, Mysore and Bangalore Rural districts.  Eventhough the socio-economic and infrastructural variables used in the regression explain the variations to a  certain extent, we have to look for explanations beyond the variables which are included in the model.

 
The distribution of villages by the residual in CWR is presented in Table – 51 for all the districts of Karnataka.  This is restricted to villages with population exceeding 750.  In Mandya, Mysore, Kolar and  Tumkur districts, many villages have large negative residuals.  On the other hand Bellary, Bidar, Bijapur and Raichur have large positive residuals in many villages.  The average CWR for Karnataka is 421.  Highest CWR is in Gulbarga district and lowest in Dakshina Kannada (Table 51).  Taluk level CWR also shows   significant variations in many districts.  The northern districts under Gulbarga Division is  generally considered as high fertility region. In southern Karnataka, particularly the old Mysore region has relatively low fertility.  A mapping of fertility indicators like CWR at taluk level will be useful in identifying the pockets of varying fertility in the state.

CHAPTER  VI

SUMMARY AND CONCLUSIONS

 Karnataka has been one of the   progressive states in India in the sphere of health and family planning.  As mentioned earlier in the text, the first two official family planning clinics in the world were started in old Mysore state as early as 1930.  In 1976, about 16 percent of the estimated 5 million couples in the reproductive age group in the state were protected by methods of family planning (Government of India, 1977).  To improve the family planning performance, in the context of a prevailing favourable health infrastructure and socio-economic status, Karnataka was selected as one of the two states for the India Population Project (IPP) in 1973, sponsored by the World Bank.

 
The comparison made in this study of the findings of two major demographic surveys carried out in Karnataka (The Mysore Population Study of 1951-52 and the Bangalore Population Study in 1975) provided a unique opportunity to understand the changes in fertility patterns and attitudes during the third quarter of the last century.  Even with an intensive family planning programme, the decline in CBR during this period was small.  The reduction in general marital fertility was only 5 to 6 percent.  An increase in the potential fertility rates of married women during the period was also observed which could be attributed to the relaxation of various social and cultural restrictions that directly or indirectly reduce fertility (Srinivasan et al., 1978).

 
During the eighties and nineties, Karnataka experienced considerable reduction in fertility,   lower in scale and slow in pace, in comparison to two of its neighbours – Kerala and Tamil Nadu.  The crude death rate has declined from 19 per 1000 in 1951-61 to 7.6 per 1000 in 1997, although districts like Bidar, Bijapur, Dharwad and Gulbarga still have CDR greater than 10 per 1000.  The infant mortality has declined from 81 per 1000 in 1981 to 53 per 1000 in 1997.  SRS also indicates that the crude birth  rate in Karnataka is 22.7 (23.9 in rural and 20.1 in urban areas) and a natural growth rate of 15.1 in 1997.  The projected population of the state for   2001 is  52,720,000 and for 2016 is 62,783,000.  Karnataka would attain a replacement level only by 2009 (Registrar General, 1996).  Among the four South Indian states, Kerala and Tamil Nadu have already attained replacement levels and Andhra Pradesh is likely to attain a TFR of 2.1, which is the estimated level of population stabilization, in 2002.  As per the estimation, an increase in the population in the age group 15 to  59 years between 1996 and 2016 would be about 132 million and that in the age group 60 + would be around 2.7 million.

 
With regard to many health and demographic indicators, there still exists considerable regional disparities.  Female age at marriage  is relatively higher in the Malnad and Coastal districts but there are areas where it is still below he legally prescribed minimum of 18 years.  In the Southern and Coastal regions of   Karnataka, mortality has declined considerably and any further decline may be hard to come by.  The fertility levels show large variations across districts.    Northern Karnataka region, specially the five districts of Bidar, Bellary, Gulbarga, Raichur and Bijapur, is lagging behind in almost all demographic indicators.  The achievement of demographic transition in Karnataka, to a great extent, depends on the overall development of these backward districts (Rayappa, 1998).  If the state can make substantial efforts for the improvements in the quality of life of its population, fertility transition may be sooner than expected. 

 
Many surveys have clearly demonstrated that the knowledge of contraception is near universal in the state but there are factors (social, economic, cultural and infrastructural) which results in non-adoption of family planning.  Micro–level studies  to explore and investigate these factors will be useful in understanding the changing facets of fertility transition in different locations of the state having varying  levels of economic development.
