Preliminary notes: 

Some general information about the village may be gathered from printed sources (census data), but most information will be collected during the village survey.

The survey is not a household survey where the same set of questions is asked to a sample of village households. Many questions are simply descriptive (type of infrastructures, etc.).

No exact figure need be collected when the information is not readily available. Investigators must however ascertain the plausibility of estimates given (population estimates, irrigated land, migration remittances, etc.) by crosschecking from different sources.

It is mainly a qualitative survey, where information may be elicited from people belonging to all sections of the population. But the same questions need not be asked systematically and questions remain open: answers do not follow a given format and may stimulate further observations from the interviewees.  

Some village key village figures will be considered in priority to discuss given issues: teacher, ANM and other PHC personnel, panchayat members, religious leaders, landowners, trade unionist, shop-owners, community leaders, political figures, village accountant, etc. Women and elders are also an important source of information on tradition and change in the village.

Many issues relate to opinions and perceptions and investigators must therefore compare answers from different people (gender- or cast-wise, for example). Data collection will be much longer than for descriptive questions.

The last part includes the questionnaire for individual interviews followed by the questionnaires for FGDs.

(a) Are people complaining about lack of transportation facilities in the village?

Yes. There is no regularity in timings of the bus services. The village is connected with metal/pucca road and the road was damaged due to rains and heavy traffic. The road was not repaired since a long time. When the APSRTC bus used to be delayed or missed or cancelled, people engages/hires auto-rickshaws from main road (Pedda parimi) to reach the village. People have to travel about five kilometres to reach the main road and the travel becomes bad. Besides, from 10-00 a.m. to 1-30 p.m. and after 8.00 p.m. there would not be any services to reach village or to go outside even up to the main road.

(b) What are the main reasons for visits to nearby towns? (Such as health, studies, family 
visits, places of worship, shopping, etc. excluding work)

The main reasons for visit of people to nearby towns are: for business, to market the agricultural products, to purchase major items and agricultural inputs and accessories like fertilizers, seeds, electric motors, implements etc., purchase of households articles (shopping); political contacts, to engage in contact works; for higher education, recreation/entertainment and worship of lord apart from family functions like visits to relatives houses, marriages etc., are the main reasons for visits to nearby towns.

(c) What are reasons for such visits by womenfolk to these places? 

Apart from the worship of God, women usually visit the nearby towns mainly due to - shopping, market (purchase of households articles); to consult doctors in hospital; for entertainment, besides to attend family functions/marriage and visits to relative’s houses.

(d) What are the obstacles to visits by women outside the village?

Only non-availability of timely transportation is the main obstacle to visits by women outside the village.

(e) Who are the women most likely to travel outside the village?

All most all women except some scheduled caste women travel outside the village.

(f) Where and how far may people go on foot, and for what purpose?

About 1–2 km, to go to agricultural fields and to attend agricultural labour work.

Newspaper

(a) What are the favourite newspapers? Describe them. 

The varanacular (Telugu) daily newspapers, The Eenadu and the Vaartha are the two most favorite print media channels in the village. Both newspapers cover day-to-day affairs of the World, Country, and State. Every day special issues on education, health, technology, women’s issues, serials, business, trade and commerce etc. covered apart from Cinema news and district Special edition. Currently there are 15 subscribers. Both papers would be placed in a centre place called as "Dimme Maanu " or "Rachha Banda," where people gather and read the newspaper and discuss other matters also.
Earlier, villagers subscribed the newspapers of Vishala andhra and Andhra prabha. Before that, if any one visit to Guntur will bring the newspaper to the village, a day after, until the bus facility came to the village. Now no one prefers to read those Vishala andhra and Andhra prabha, even though they are publishing. 

Forty years back it self, the first newspaper was got by collecting money from a group of people and placed in a centre place called as "Dimme Manu (a large tree)" or "Rachha Banda," where people gather and read the newspaper and discuss other matters. This practice is still continuing.

(b) Who prefers which newspapers?

There is no specific preference to a particular newspaper to the villagers and both the newspapers are liked. In the main village, all the age groups of OCs and OBCs gather in the morning at ‘Dimme Manu’ (meeting place in the centre of the village) and spend time before going to their regular work, even though they get their subscribed paper. Some people including aged, spend their time by reading the newspapers and discussing several matters. For those who cannot read, others read newspapers for them. Most of the villagers are interested to read district edition of both the newspapers to know about happenings in the district socially and politically. The SC/STs read newspapers at tea Shops. Owners of teashops with tiffin (breakfast) stalls and shopkeepers are also placing the newspapers to improve their business.

(c) Who are the people reading regularly newspapers? Do they read newspapers for 
others (who can't buy or can't read)?

All most all sections of literate people read the newspapers regularly. For those who cannot read, few others read newspapers and they can also involve during live discussions. This is the practice from earlier times. People show much interest on cinemas, sports and on district special to know the local and district politics.

TV

(d) What are the favourite TV Programmes/Channels? Describe them.

In the village, there are about 200 television sets and two cable connections (payment on monthly basis) through dish antennas. There are six channels. The main channels are E-TV, Gemini, Sun TV, ZEE TV apart from Government supported Doordarshan channels 1 & 8 (National and regional–Hyderabad). News, sports, films and daily serials are the most favourite programmes to the villagers. Only few watch Sun TV and Doordarshan channels. Now Due to TV culture, radios are disappearing in the village. 

(e) Who are the first people to own a TV in the village? When was that? Profile of these families.

In 1984, the then president Late Para Seetaiah bought T.V in the village. He belongs to Kamma community. He has one son and two daughters. Later other Kamma’s and other caste people also purchased television sets. 

(f) Are some people watching TV collectively? Describe how.

Yes. Women and children gather in a house, where private channels with colour TV are available and watch, daily serials and weekly films, collectively because only limited number of TV sets are colour, even though there are about 200 sets in the village.

This was the practice even prior to the introduction of private channels. In earlier days (in 1990s) also people watch Doordarshan programmes collectively. Now watching Doordarshan programmes is less and preference has increased for private channels.

Owners of teashops with tiffin stalls (two in numbers) placed the television set to improve their business and some people watch daily news, sports etc., collectively.

PHONE

(g) Who is using more the phone facilities?

The first phone connection was got by the then president of the village late Polu Ranga Rao in 1975. He belongs to Kamma community. Business people and agriculturists mostly use phone facilities. Some people of Kamma caste also use phone facilities more than others as their sons and daughters stay outside the village like in Hyderabad, Visakhapatnam, Vijayawada, Chennai etc., Further, people of OBCs, SC/STs, whose family members and relatives stay outside the village use the phone facilities more than others.

In all there are about 50 private phone connections and six public telephone booths. Earlier, Cellular phone was also available in the village. At present, those who settled outside and visit the village regularly, they bring cell phones. 

(h) For which purposes? (Business, family matters, etc.)

All most all villagers (except older people, Lambada, some SCs and STs) use telephone facilities mostly to discuss about family matters, about relatives and friends instead of communicating by post as subsidised phone connections were offered to rural areas since 2001. Most of the Kamma people use for business purposes.  

(i) Who is using less the phone facilities? (Women, poor sections…) Why?

People of poorer sections among OBCs, SCs and STs (Erukala, Yanadi, Lambada, etc.,) and women use phone facilities to a lesser extent. However, people feel that there is no necessity to have such facility. 

MAIL

(j) Frequency of mail delivery in the village?

Postal letters are delivered once in a day except on Sundays and National holidays. Due to wide coverage of telephone connections, at present the frequency and number of letters to villagers has declined. Most people use telephones instead of letters. Those who do not have telephone connections, use STD booths for communication. Those who have telephone connection will also allow neighbours to talk if any call comes to them. 

MOVIES

(k) How often do people go to movies? (For fan association, see below 8)

Purposefully people do not go to movies very often; they go occasionally. People go to the movies, when they visit to Guntur (28 km) or Mangalagiri (16 km) or Amaravathi (15 km) for any work. But some young people and SCs go for movies once in a week or fortnight on regular basis. If any new film(s) is released, they celebrate the occasion. 

Earlier people used to go frequently to see movies particularly NTR and ANR movies. Now due to cable connections people watch movies in the television in the house itself. 

(l) With whom do they go there? (Alone, with family or friends from the same jati, etc.)

Men go to movies individually or with family members or with friends of the same caste. Occasionally, women go with their family members or with their neighbours from the same caste.  At present, it has come down and women watch films in televisions. 

In earlier days, if the N.T.Rama Rao (a famous actor) movie(s) was released/screened, people go collectively (with OC and OBC) and celebrate.

PILGRIMAGES

(m) Where are people going most often to for pilgrimages? 

People go to Lord Shiva temple at Amaravathi (15 km); Lord Narasimha Swami at Mangalagiri (16 km); Goddess Durga at Vijayawada (35 km); Sri Venkateswara temple on the hilltop of the village; Tirumala at a distance of 380 km and Sabari malai, in Kerala State.

(n) With whom do they go there? (Alone, with family or friends from the same jati, etc.)

People go for pilgrimage with their family members or a group of friends/persons from the same caste. For Ayyappa and Tirumala people make pilgrimage collectively. During Dassera festival time (September/October), people visit Vijayawada temple regularly. 

(o) What are the most important festivals celebrated in the area? By whom?

Main festivals celebrated are: Samkranthi (Offering food to the god after harvesting crops), Siva Ratri (people spend the whole night by listening stories/praying Lord Siva by observing fast); Ugadi (Telugu New Year), Vinayaka Chavithi (Lord Ganesha), Dewali (Festival of lights) and Dussera (Goddess Durga). Villagers from out side the villages also visit the village during Village jatara/Tirunallu (a function arranged to pray the village deity) and Bramhotstavam to Lord Venkateswara. Everyone in the village celebrate New Year day (January 1st). Converted Christians (Scheduled caste and others) celebrate Christmas Eve and Good Friday.

There are five permanent teachers in the Middle school. Headmaster comes from Thullur and other three teachers from outside villages. Only one teacher is from the same village. In High school, almost all teachers come from nearby villages and towns.

(g) Observations on the functioning of the primary schools: timing, presence of teaching 
staff, quality of equipment, noon meals, etc.:

Satisfactory. Since the village is large and number of children is more, Schoolteachers maintain school timing and they are punctual as well as cordial. There is no ‘Noon meal programme’. Among all castes, whose economic status does not permit to send to private convents, send their children to the Government school.

(h) Role of teachers in promoting new life styles and attitudes.

There is no change due to teachers in promoting new life styles and attitudes. They just come and go after school hours. 

(i) Influence of religious/traditional education (Madrasas, etc.)? 

Regularly, priests from the Christian Missionaries of Guntur and neighbouring towns come to the village on every Thursday and conduct meetings and preach to the converted Christians from Scheduled castes. It has a strong influence on the villagers’ behaviour. Earlier only some Scheduled caste people used to attend those meetings. But at present, irrespective of caste, people who are interested are attending those meetings. 
(j) Are the educated people from the village who have "done well" outside (role models)? 
Who are they? 

Yes, members of the second generation have settled in major cities of the State such as Vijayawada, Visakhapatnam, Hyderabad, and in some other towns. Among those, one person (Son of a ex-president of the village) has established a chit-fund company in Visakhapatnam. He regularly visits the village to see his parents and he has constructed a modern building by incurring Rs. 25 Lakhs. The members of the third generation are studying and are working in abroad also. Some of them settled there.

(a) 
Observations on the functioning of the health infrastructure (if any): timing, presence of staff, quality of equipment, etc.:

Sub-centre ANM visits weekly twice to the village and a male health worker from PHC also visit the village once or twice a month. She has cordial relation with villagers particularly with women. Irrespective of caste, women seek advice from her regarding the health issues. The ANM gives TT, IFA tablets to pregnant women and immunisation to children once in a week. People also get tablets for minor ailments from her. 

(b) Disposal of Waste Material (poor/moderate/good):

Good. People use a pit to dispose the waste material and it is used as natural fertilizer in the agricultural fields. People pore the waste material in the dried wells, which were used for drinking water by the villagers earlier.

(c) Drainage facility (poor/moderate/good):

Good and clean. In the village, almost all sides of the village, the street roads are connected with Cement roads and Street lights. Majority of the houses has bathrooms but do not have toilets. OBCs and SC/STs go out for open defecation. 

(d) Source of protected water supply:
Well/ bore well/ piped water/

Since 1984, protected water is supplied by the Panchayat through piped water from an overhead tank connects to a bore well. There is a well in the village for drinking water. Some OCs have their own bore wells, apart from Panchayat tap connection. 

(e) Others (specify)

(f) Is abortion common in the village? Where is it practised? For which sections?

Abortion was prevalent in earlier days with crude methods to limit the family sizes. Some women told that they underwent abortion without the knowledge of their husbands. They did not want more children. Most of the OBCs and OCs are controlling their family sizes with one or two children. Hence, only few women are practicing abortion even now also, to space between the births or for the first child to grow to some age before undergoing tubectomy. Economically better off and OCs most go to private hospitals and OBCs and SCs go to government hospitals with the help of ANM.
(g) Are government health facilities visited/preferred by villagers? Why? 

Those economically better off and OCs are not preferring to go to government hospitals even for tubectomy operations and most of the people prefer to visit private hospitals. Only OBCs and SCs prefer to go government hospitals in Guntur or Thullur. 

(h) Preference for private health care?

Quality of care and treatment is good in private hospitals and health problem is attended quickly and would be cured. 

(i) What kind of traditional healers are found in the village?

In earlier days, there were traditional healers and people made use of those services.  At present, even though, there are two traditional healers in the village, who suggest crude measures for the minor or general ailments, no one seek treatment from them because of availability of modern allopathic medicines, equipment, which gives relief quickly. However, there is a RMP in the village and some people consult him for minor ailments.

(a) Who are the people using the bank facilities and for which purposes?

Since the past 20 years, all most all sections, those who are engaged in agriculture and business use the bank facilities to a large extent, mainly for regular cash transactions and to obtain loans.

The main purpose is: to avail loans to purchase pump-sets and motors; to buy agricultural implements, for raising cows and buffalos (for dairying); for housing, and for income generating activities. 

SC/STs and OBCs use the banking facility for availing government facilities but to a lesser extent. 

(b) Who are the people not using any bank facilities and why?

SC/STs, Lambadas, some sections of OBCs, poor and illiterate people do not use the bank facilities due to less money transactions as well as the facility is located in another village.

(a) What are the most active organizations? What are they doing?

There are no NGOs, and activities in the village. However, in earlier days, some women form un-registered Mahila Mandals. Later from 1999 onwards, 20 DWACRA groups were formed to get/ sanction government facilities like ‘Deepam’, (a gas stove and cylinder welfare scheme by the Government) for issuing ration cards, and to have other benefits from the Government. A group of 5-10 or 10-12 women members form as a DWACRA or Mahila Mandal Group by age and caste. At present also there are Mahila mandals in the village. They conduct meetings and form ‘Self Help groups’ (SHG), to empower the poor women. They create the hobby of saving among women. They collect money and save in the name of the SHG, which they belong. After saving certain amount, the money is lent, to involve the women in income generating activities.  

A ‘Yuva sakthi Kendra’ (Youth club) was established in the village but the activities didn’t attract too many people. 

(b) Who are the members? (age, gender, economic status, education, caste)

Women those who are poor, OBC and Sc/Sts form the mahila mandal. Women from other communities also formed such groups, but the number is very less.

(a) What are the development programmes active in the village?

The Government development programmes that are active in the village are: DWACRA (Development of Women and Children of Rural Areas), Self Help Groups (SHG), Podupu Lakshmi, Annapoorna, National old age pension Scheme (OAPS); women individually and as by group benefited much in the village. Under Integrated Rural Development Programme (IRDP), National Rural Employment Programme (NREP), Employment Guarantee Scheme (EGS), CMEY, Prime Minister Rojgar Yojana (PMRY), food for work programmes and Indira Awass Yojana (IAY), funds are sanctioned to the village are very active in the village also. 

There are 15 beneficiaries who purchased buffalos and cows due to DWACRA and SHG programmes in the village. 

(b) Who are beneficiaries? Who selects them? 

Economically poor people of all castes and majority of SC/STs are the beneficiaries of these schemes. SC/STs are the beneficiaries for housing scheme, if they satisfy the selection criteria. The applicants should fulfil the criteria for getting the benefits. On the recommendation of the Village Administrative Officer, the Mandal Revenue Officials and Mandal Development Officials select the beneficiaries.

(c) What is the villagers' perception of the government's or the NGOs' action?

No NGO is functioning in the village. Villagers’ perceive that the Government schemes are good. But the benefits are less and are not timely.

(a) Irrigation type (canal, tank…) year of introduction, % of village lands

Ground water/rain fall is the main source of irrigation. Most of the villagers depend on Tube/bore wells for irrigation. Un-irrigated land is more. If there were good rains, people use tank water for cultivation. Tobacco crop was started in 1960s, and cotton started in 1970s. Earlier, people used to depend mostly on rainfall. Later irrigation through bore well has started. 
(b) Description of most common types of land tenure (ownership, tenure, landless, etc.): 

Most of the OCs particularly Kamma’s, some other castes possess their own lands and cultivate on their own. However, surplus land is let out for cultivation to others on lease basis (i.e., 60 percent of land is cultivated on their own and the other 40 percent is given for lease).

(c) Main agricultural seasons and slack season.

Winter season (during October–December) is the agricultural season i.e., before rains villagers raise tobacco. Later other crops like Red gram, Maize, and others are raised. During other times, villagers engage on other income generating activities like raising garden crops or caste occupations due to lack of work in agriculture.

(d) Whether any labour or produce exchange (jajmani-like)

There is no such practice.

(e) Distance to the market place for the main crops

Mainly to Guntur (28 km), Tadikonda (13 km), Vijayawada (33 km)

(f) Other agro-based activities: plantations, forestry, dairy, poultry, fishing…

There are 10 poultry forms in the village with total 2 lakh (2,00,000) birds. Some grow garden crops like Onion; Drum stick, Tomato, Guava fruit and others. Tobacco curing, processing and storage plants are also there which provide work after harvest of tobacco crop.

(g) Husbandry in the village

Some OBCs and SCs graze sheep. Majority of OCs, OBCs and SCs have one or two cows/buffalos. They sell milk and ghee. Some SCs purchased cows/buffalos through loans and also insured them. Milk collection centre was closed in the village. Hence, some OCs prepares ghee and sell, and the ghee prepared in the village is famous.  

11.
Other rural activities

(a) Handicrafts (pottery, basketry, weaving, etc.):

Income, age and sex of workers, monthly income 

Still the caste occupations exist in the village. Few families of Kummara (Pot maker) caste make pots and earn for their survival. Family members or head of the family these castes engage on these occupations.

(b) Small-scale industries: (handlooms, biddies, matches, bricks, etc)

Income, age and sex of workers, monthly income 

One family of Kummara caste, purchases Yellow colour raw ‘Vadiyalu/orugulu/gottalu, papad’ made with wheat flour from Guntur and fry them like muffins (like Appadam/papad), and sell them in packets at wholesale price again in Guntur and Vijayawada towns. Only family members are engaged for making and marketing.

(c) Other local activities

Some migrants from Tamil Nadu work in Granite quarries in the soroundings of the village. Rajaka's (washer men) do dry-cleaning, and Barbers apart from doing their own occupation also have saloon shops. They earn, Rs.40/- to Rs.90/- per day.

(d) Illegal and clandestine activities (prostitution, distillation, smuggling, poaching, etc.)

There are belt shops, which sell liquor and country made arrack illegally apart from household accessories/goods. Some Males of all age groups professionally play, playing cards by betting (Rs. 50/- to Rs.1,000/-). During the nights some play cards under the streetlights for entertainment, in spite of having cable connections.
(e) Daily commuters and short-term mobility to near-by areas: where and who?

Teachers, medical representative, and students commute for education and business. Some go regularly to Guntur and Vijayawada for contract works and political contacts. Both men and women from OBC and SC communities commute to other nearby neighbouring villages for agricultural work.

(f) Child labour: 

Main activities, income, age and sex 

From some of the SC/ST and OBC families, female children (8-14) are working in the OC houses as housekeepers, and to take care of older persons in Kamma families. SC/ST boys (10-14) are engaged in quarry works.  

(g) Women's work:

Main tasks in agriculture and other activities, income

Wage differentials for agricultural labour: male vs. female

In tobacco fields, women also participate in plucking, weeding, and transplantation; in cotton fields, they pick pests, and harvest the crop. Males earn Rs.80/- to 100/- and females earn Rs.60/- to 80/- per day for doing such type of agricultural works.  At present, labour contract is given for performing certain tasks in an acre of land. For other agricultural or non-agricultural works the wages range between Rs.70/- to Rs.120/- for males and Rs.60 to Rs.80/- for females.

(h) What are the major recent changes in local activities (irrigation, industries, commuting, etc.)?

Irrigation through bore wells has increased. People commute to the near by towns for marketing the agricultural products and for purchase of inputs to agriculture. 

Among Kamma (OC) women attitudes and behaviour have changed to almost to like urban women and every household have modern equipments. There is no rural–urban difference among Kamma families in possessing household gadgets. The attitudes and behaviour of women among OBCs and SCs started changing over a period of time by observing the living conditions of the Kamma people and due to cable TV culture.

How are women affected by these changes?

Due to irrigation through bore wells, the extent of cultivated land has increased and there by the work of women is not affected. Irrespective of caste, now most of the women have modern outlook and only few have traditional practices.

Irrespective of sex, mostly Mala and Madiga (SC) and some STs, OBCs, and those who are economically poor, migrate in groups. Each group consists of 15 to 20 members and as such 7-8 groups migrate. There are no wage differentials between male and female and get Rs.50/- per day. Villagers use the earnings during summer time, as they don’t have any agricultural work.

(f) Remittances and donations from migrants: 
Remittances are used for improving agricultural activities, purchase of land (who sold in earlier days), construction/renovation of houses, purchase of consumer goods, expenditure on food, health, caring the elders and for some social service activities like donations etc.,

(g) Relationship between migrants and local. Influence of returning migrants in the village:
Migrants and local residents have good contact. Villagers give good respect and value to them. Migrant also provided some employment/work opportunities to the villagers. 

13. Links of villagers with other localities

FAMILY LINKS

(a) Family links with neighbouring villages and other areas (marriage, etc.):

Family links are established mainly within the village and the people residing in nearby villages/ towns through marriage and kinship ties. Further, children of Kamma community (second and third generation) mostly live in cities or towns of A.P and outside the state. Therefore; they have close family links with other areas also.

(b) Any change in family links with neighbouring villages over the years?

The frequency of marriages among relatives from the village and neighbouring villages were more in earlier days, and is less at present days. However, the family links with neighbouring towns has increased, because the villagers are depending on towns for everything.

VISITS TO TOWNS

(c) Shopping: where do people go to buy what? (Agricultural equipment, modern commodities, cloths and materials, etc.)

Villagers usually go to nearby towns (Guntur, Vijaywada, Mangalagiri, and Amaravati) to purchase agricultural equipments, clothes, consumer goods, jewels and household requirements because of good transportation network.  

(d) Other occasions: religious or cultural events, cinemas, etc.

Villagers usually go on pilgrimage to the nearby places like Vijaywada, Mangalagiri, and Amaravati and occasionally to Tirupati. For entertainment or for Cinemas, people go to Mangalagiri, Amaravati, Tadikonda and Guntur. Religious events for Christians take place in Guntur and Vijayawada towns. At that time also people visit to towns. . Some go to church in nearby villages and Guntur. Christian Missionary conducts religious meetings on every Thursday.

SUMMARY

(e) Who are the people with more links outside the village?

People of Kamma community and some OBCs, who are working in agricultural (technical) and non-agricultural activies, politically active persons and those who are economically well off has more links outside the village. Some SCs, particularly, converted Christians have more links with people of outside villages. 

(f) Who are the people who visit other localities most often?

People of Kamma, Yadava, Mala communities, those who are economically well off and politically active visit other localities more often.

(g) Who are the people with fewer links outside the village?

Scheduled Caste (Madiga), tribes (Yanadi, Yerukala, Lambadi) and some OBC poor people have fewer links outside the village.

(h) Who are the people who visit other localities less often?

Socially, economically poor people and women visit other localities less often.

14. Socio-demographic features of the village

BIRTH

(a) Are women returning to their native place for birth? 

Yes, among all the caste groups, women return to their maternal home for the first birth (delivery). However, now-a-days, in Kamma community, young pregnant women stay back in their places of destination, since the antenatal, natal and postnatal care services are far better there compared to their native place and due to the fear off the pregnancy related complications. But maternal parents go to the place of their daughter during pregnancy and delivery for providing service. The expenditure on first delivery is borne by the maternal parents of the woman.

(b) Are deliveries with traditional midwives (dais) common? 

Deliveries with traditional midwives are not that common among all communities.  ANM attends, if any home delivery takes place. Only during emergency, older women or traditional midwives attend the delivery. However, after delivery mother receives post-delivery care from private hospitals/Govt. hospitals.

(c) Proportion of births attended by trained person.

Eighty percent of deliveries are attended by trained personnel and the 20 percent are attended by untrained personnel as those deliveries are taking at home. Home deliveries are common among Lambadas, Yanadis and Madigas. 

(d) Are women secluded after birth?

Seclusion of women after birth was common in earlier days particularly among OBCs for a period of one month. Now 15 days after delivery among OBCs, or ninth day after delivery among others, ceremonial bath is given to mother and is allowed to perform all regular work, if the mother is healthy

(e) Rituals and ceremonies after birth of boys and of girls.

‘Naming ceremony’ or “Cradle ceremony’ is performed to the newly born baby. This ceremony is common either to a boy or a girl baby by inviting friends and relatives. Some time after birth, parents perform the functions of ‘tonsure of hair’; ‘boring of the ears’ and ‘food giving ceremony’ is performed.

PUBERTY 

(f) Are puberty ceremonies common?

In earlier days, the celebration of ceremony related to the attainment of puberty of girls was common among all the communities irrespective of caste and economic status. Now days also still such practice exist but to a lesser extent. Only few people are interested to perform such ceremonies.

(g) What do these ceremonies involve? (Expenses, functions, etc.)

Generally, maternal uncle presents some gifts like jewel, dress, cash, etc. to the girl who attained puberty. The parents of a girl meet other expenses and it depends up on the economic and social status of parents and the expenditure ranges from Rs.5,000/- to 10,000/-.

MARRIAGE 

(h) From where are brides (grooms)? 

Among OBCs and SCs, bride or grooms are mostly from the same village or nearby villages/towns or relatives. However, Kamma’s go beyond the village/Mandal/town/district/state, in search of a bride or groom because of affordability of people to pay/get dowry. Some times, brides are mostly from the same or near by villages and grooms are beyond this area at towns or cities of Andhra Pradesh, since most of the young men are engaged in business or employed. 

Because of ‘one/two child family norm’, and declining of fertility, the present younger generation especially, among the OC’s, males are finding it difficult to get a bride. The girl’s as well as the parents of girls are not inclined to marry/give their daughter to a boy with landed property, in-spite of the boy earning good income from the landed property. The girls are interested to marry a person who is earning from other than agriculture preferably living in towns.
(i) Are marriages among relatives common?

Marriages among relatives are somewhat common among all the caste groups. However it is less common as compared to earlier days, irrespective of caste due to the practice of dowry system. Now SCs & OBCs also prefer to have non-consanguous and working or educated bride/grooms. 

(j) Are "love marriages" common? 

Love marriages are somewhat common among Scheduled Castes.

(k) Is the dowry system prevalent? Since how many generations?

Among Kamma community, dowry system is prevalent since three generations; among OBCs and some SCs, since 1-2 generations but to a small extent. However, among SCs the system of dowry is a recent phenomenon.

(l) Differences among communities in mean age at marriage?

Among SCs and OBCs, there is no difference and marriages of girls are mostly performed after 15-17 years of age, whereas among Kammas and some OBCs, it is mostly after 20 years of age only.  The difference in age at marriage of girls between the major communities in the village, OCs and SCs are about 5-6 years. Among males also the difference persists. 
DIVORCE, REMARRIAGE, POLYGAMY 

(m) Is divorce or repudiation occurring?

Marriage dissolution is common and easy among SCs, particularly among tribes of Yanadhi, Lambada, and Erukala castes, but not legally. The elders of the community or members of the caste panchayat decide it within the community. But among other caste groups it is somewhat less only. At present, some OC women are living separately with their children with out divorce. 

(n) Can widows remarry? What is the position of widows? Of widows with no son?

Widow re-marriages take place to some extent among Madiga and STs (Yanadi, Yerukala, Lambadi’s only), if they are young. But it is not common among other castes. Widows of older generation of Kammas and other OBCs do not wear any jewellery and wear only white or plain colour saris. They live either with their sons or daughters or with close relatives if they have property support.

(o) Are some villagers polygamous? Do some people have concubines?

Irrespective of caste, few persons from older generation were polygamous. Among younger generation, such practice is not there. However, few older as well as younger persons have concubines and it is common among all the communities of the village.

FAMILY SUPPORT 

(q) Are joint families (including two married couples) common?

In earlier days, most of the marriages were among relatives.  Hence, there exist joint families. Now, nuclear family set up has increased and are common in the village due to division of families and assets. Among SC/STs, after marriage, the young couples set up a separate family and live separately by earning themselves, leaving behind the old members of the family.

Among OCs, people of the second generation has migrated to other families hence, the parents live separately or alone. 

(q) What are the main sources of disputes inside families?

Opinion differences, division of property and financial matters are the main source of disputes inside the families. It is more among SC and STs.

(r) Are women entitled to any part of the family inheritance?

Generally, among Kamma community, if son(s) are there, parents make payments to their daughters in the form of money, Jewellery, property/land as dowry at the time of marriage. Thus, women are not entitled to any part of the family inheritance.  But, now days, women are trying to get some property in her name as part of the family inheritance since the NTRs regime.

(s) Are old people always taken care of by their children? If not, why and what do they do?

Some people take care of their parents and some are not. If not, older parents survive by working or if they have some property, or depends on government’s assistance or others assistance.

During the fieldwork, one incident has taken place in the village, that is 
One aged person (70 years old) died by jumping into the village well. The reason/cause for his death was that he had two daughters and they are married. They live in other places. The diseased person was living with his brothers’ son. His brother’s son died before him. With in two months after the death of his brother’s son, he died by jumping into the village well. The cause for his death was the sudden death of his brother’s son at young age and feeling of insecurity about himself and the family of diseased.

MISCELLANEOUS ISSUES

(t) What is the position of minority religious groups or dalits in the village? (Number, occupation, economic condition, housing segregation)

Numerically SC&ST’s are more in the village. Their economic condition is poor particularly of STs. They live in an isolated settlement. They are mainly agricultural (daily wage) workers. Some own pucca houses from the support of Government. 

(u) Who lends money in the village?

People of Kamma community and some OBCs lend money in the village to others.

(v) Which are the leading political factions in the village? Caste and party affiliation.

Kamma community and OBCs associate with TDP (Telegu Desam Party). SC/STs associate with Indian National Congress (I). 

(w) Are there cases of violence in the village (murder, rape, etc.)?

Cases of violence are not there in the village.

(x) Is violence against women common (beatings)?

Violence against women is not common in the village. But among SC/STs, it is common, when their husbands drink arrack/alcohol. 

(y) Are there serious land disputes in the village?

There are no serious land disputes in the village.

Preliminary notes: 

Some general information about the village may be gathered from printed sources (census data), but most information will be collected during the village survey.

The survey is not a household survey where the same set of questions is asked to a sample of village households. Many questions are simply descriptive (type of infrastructures, etc.).

No exact figure need be collected when the information is not readily available. Investigators must however ascertain the plausibility of estimates given (population estimates, irrigated land, migration remittances, etc.) by crosschecking from different sources.

It is mainly a qualitative survey, where information may be elicited from people belonging to all sections of the population. But the same questions need not be asked systematically and questions remain open: answers do not follow a given format and may stimulate further observations from the interviewees.

Some village key village figures will be considered in priority to discuss given issues: teacher, ANM and other PHC personnel, panchayat members, religious leaders, landowners, trade unionist, shop-owners, community leaders, political figures, village accountant, etc. Women and elders are also an important source of information on tradition and change in the village.

Many issues relate to opinions and perceptions and investigators must therefore compare answers from different people (gender- or cast-wise, for example). Data collection will be much longer than for descriptive questions.

The last part includes the questionnaire for individual interviews followed by the questionnaires for FGDs.

Town with an important bus connection closest to the village:

Chittoor, people visit the District head quarters, for all purposes. 

(a) Are people complaining about lack of transportation facilities in the village?

Yes. There is irregularity in the timings of bus services. The village is connected with only kutcha road and is not upgraded into metal/pucca road for long time. People have to walk about four kilometres to get the bus on mud road, whenever the APSRTC bus was delayed or missed or cancelled. For any emergency, people have to arrange alternative transportation to reach the main road or destination. 

(b) What are the main reasons for visits to nearby towns? (Such as health, studies, family visits, places of worship, shopping, etc. excluding work)

The main reasons for visits to nearby towns (Chittoor) are business (agricultural marketing), shopping (purchases/daily accessories), health care, studies, entertainment, to attend marriages; and to pilgrimage to Kanipakam (11 km).

(c) What are reasons for such visits by womenfolk to these places? 

The main reasons to visit Chittoor town by womenfolk are: to purchase daily accessories/market/ shopping; to visit hospitals for health care and cinema for entertainment in addition, to visit the houses of relatives and other family functions. 

(d) What are the obstacles to visits by women outside the village?

Irregular timings of the bus facility and distance to reach the main road to catch a bus are the main obstacles to visits by women outside the village.

(e) Who are the women most likely to travel outside the village?

Some educated women and women of Reddy, Palle Reddy, Gandla castes are most likely to travel outside the village. However, an attendant or any other person from a family or other is accompanied. 

(f) Where and how far may people go on foot, and for what purpose?

About 2- 3 km to go to the agricultural fields for attending works. About 4 km to reach the main road at bus stop, if bus is delayed or cancelled.  Some people regularly go to main road to catch a bus without waiting for the arrival of bus. If any two-wheeler vehicle is going, they reach the main road. Women and men also walk a distance of about a kilometre for open defecation.

NEWSPAPER

(a) What are the favourite newspapers? Describe them.

Telugu newspapers of Eenadu and Vaartha are the two most favorite newspapers in the village. Few employees (teachers, services personnel and a bank employee) subscribed the English newspaper ‘The Hindu’. All the newspapers cover all the day-to-day news around the World, Country, State and Region. The vernacular dailies (Eenadu & Vaartha) along with other news they publish district specials. They also provide special issues about health, education, employment, trade & commerce, technology etc., on a day in a week.  

(b) Who prefers which newspapers?

Few educated people read ‘the Hindu’ paper regularly. There is no specific preference of newspapers to the villagers. Few subscribe newspaper and those who are interested to read they borrow it. At present there are ten subscribers. Some brings newspaper at temple tree and read. Outsiders of schoolteachers (working in the village school) also bring newspaper. Few people go to the school and read. Some shopkeepers also subscribe to newspapers and keep it in the shop to improve their business. Most of the villagers show interest on district special to know the local and district politics and entertainment news like cinema news, TV Programmes etc.,

(c) Who are the people reading regularly newspapers? Do they read newspapers for others (who can't buy or can't read)?

Reddy, Palle Reddy, some OBC and SCs read regularly. Unemployed youth and some elders, who are able to read, read newspapers regularly. If any illiterate person is interested in knowing news, he/she will know from those who read newspapers. 

TELEVISION
(d) What are the favourite TV Programmes/Channels? Describe them.

In the village, there are 110 television sets and five cable connections (individual and rental basis) through dish antennas. The Channels are E-TV & Gemini (Telugu); Sun TV (Tamil); and Government Doordarshan channels 1 & 8 (National and Regional). Films and daily serials are the most favourite programmes to the villagers. Only few watch Sun TV and Doordarshan channels.

(e) Who are the first people to own a TV in the village? When was that? Profile of these families.

The present Village Administrative Officer Sri. Jaya Chandra Reddy bought first TV in 1987. He belongs to Reddy community, educated and also a landlord. Prior to 1987, some village youth from Reddy community used to bring T.V and VCR from Chittoor town on rental basis to screen films by collecting money.

(f) Are some people watching TV collectively? Describe how.

Yes. In some houses, people gather and watch Cable TV programmes like serials and weekly films collectively, where private channels are available. Up to the year 1997, people of OCs and up to 1999 people of OBCs and SCs watch the Doordarshan collectively.  Later most people purchased their own TVs. 

PHONE

(g) Who is using more the phone facilities?

There are 40 individual telephone connections and four STD booths are available in the village. Generally, Reddies, Gandlas and Palle reddies use the phone facilities. Employees, business people and those whose family members stay outside the village (Chittoor, Tirupati, etc.), use the phone facilities more than others. Those who are doing money circulation (rotation) business also use much.

(h) For which purposes? (Business, family matters, etc.)

Villagers’ use telephone facilities mostly to discuss about family matters. Some people use for business purposes.  

(i) Who is using less the phone facilities? (Women, poor sections…) Why?

People who do not need of the facility and people of poorer sections like OBCs, SCs, and women are not using. Further, due to cost of the facility, accessibility and necessity, only some sections of the people are using. 

MAIL

(j) Frequency of mail delivery in the village?

Mails are delivered once in a day except on Sundays and National holidays. In earlier days people mostly depend on postal services for communication. At present, communication by post is reduced. Some times if bus didn’t come to the village on any day, mail delivery is affected. 

MOVIES

(k) How often do people go the movies? (For fan association, see below 8)

People occasionally go the movies since they have to go to the nearby towns, where cinema theatres are located (Chittoor, 20 km; Kanipakam, 13 km). If any new film is released, young people go to Chittoor irrespective of caste and celebrate the release of new picture. If people go to towns for any purpose, they also see films. However, some people (particularly youngsters) go in the afternoon by bus and return by evening bus, after watching movie.

(l) With whom do they go there? (Alone, with family or friends from the same jati, etc.)

Younger people go with fan association from the same caste. Others go with family members or with friends from the same caste or age group. 

PILGRIMAGES
(m) Where are people going most often to for pilgrimages? 

People visit regularly to Kanipakam (Lord Siddivanayaka), Tirumala (Lord Sri Venkateswara), Tiruttani (Lord Subramanya) and Sabarimalai (Lord Ayyappa) on pilgrimage. Occasionally some people visit Shirdi (Lord Sai Baba) also.  

Kanipakam is situated on the northern bank of Bahuda River, at a distance of over 11-km north-west of Chittoor on the Chittoor-Irala road. The shrine of Varasiddhi vinayaka, the deity of which is believed to be self-manifest (Swayambhu) is very famous. The brahmotsavam celebrated on the Vinayaka chaviti day (August–September), attracts about 15,000 devotees from all over the district.

(n) With whom do they go there? (Alone, with family or friends from the same jati, etc.)

People go on pilgrimage with their family members or a group of friends/persons from the same caste.  People make pilgrimage to Sabarimala individually and collectively irrespective of castes. During Kanipakam Brahmotsavams, women go to Kanipakam with their neighbours and friends. 

(o) What are the most important festivals celebrated in the area? By whom?

The important festivals celebrated in the village are Samkranti (Pongal), Sivaratri, Ugadi, Vinayaka Chavithi, Depavali and Dasara. During Kanipakam Brahmotsavams, women observe fast and perform puja (prayers) regularly, called as ‘nomulu’.

Satisfactory. Schoolteachers are punctual and cordial. School timing is maintained. There is no noon meal programme before starting of fieldwork. During the fieldwork the Government’s noon meal programme was reintroduced. The purpose of the programme is to reduce dropouts and to provide nutritious food. 

(h) Role of teachers in promoting new life styles and attitudes.

School teachers played good role in introducing new life styles in the village. They bring newspapers and new model motorcycles to the village.

(i) Influence of religious/traditional education (Madrasas, etc.)? 

There are no such institutions in the village.

(j)Are they educated people from the village who have "done well" outside (role models)? 
Who are they?

Five persons have completed post graduation. Two persons are doing Ph.D. research but they are appointed as schoolteachers in other villages. Five persons are working in Army. But no one played as role models from the village.

(a) Observations on the functioning of the health infrastructure (if any): timing, presence of staff, quality of equipment, etc.:

Sub-centre ANM visit regularly (weekly once) to the village apart from carrying surveys. She possesses goodwill and cordial relations with the people of the village. People also seek treatment for minor ailments from her. 

(b) Disposal of Waste Material (poor/moderate/good):

Poor
Disposal of waste material is very poor. They dump waste material on the roadside. Some people dump waste material, and cattle dung (Dibba) in front of their houses. People preserve a heap of hay (Gaddi Vami) on the backside of their houses and cattle sheds in front of their houses. 
(c) Drainage facility (poor/moderate/good):
Very poor
Even though there is Panchayat drainage facility, it is filled with waste material. Women and men go out for open defecation. 

(d) Source of protected water supply:
Well/ bore well/ piped water

Both Piped water (Bore Well water is pumped to a overhead tank and distributed through pipes) and Hand Pumps are available for water supply. However, due to severe draught and irregular electricity, people are facing difficulty in getting sufficient water timely. 

(e) Others (specify)

(f) Is abortion common in the village? Where is it practised? By which sections?

Yes. Some people of OBCs and SCs practice abortion through herbal medicine from a RMP doctor (Goddu mandu) at Damalcheruvu village (about 20 km). Some OC women also practiced sex selective abortion through scanning a year before the fieldwork. Some go to Chittoor or Irala PHC or Private hospital for abortion. People didn’t reveal about the practice of abortions.  

(g) Are government health facilities visited/preferred by villagers? Why? 

ANM visits the village once in a week on a particular day for immunization of mother and children as well as for follow up. Most of the pregnant women and children seek advice and medicines from ANM. She also motivates women for family planning and takes care of them till they reach home after undergoing sterilization. Some sections visit Government health facility at Chittoor and Irala PHC due to lack of sufficient income to visit private hospitals. However, some do not prefer government health facility because of poor quality of service and waiting time is too long at Government sector hospitals.

(h) Preference for private health care?

Some people prefer to go to private hospitals at Y.S Gate (6 km), Irala (11 km) Maddipatla palle (5 km) for minor ailments. For major diseases, people visit to Chittoor (20 km), Aragonda (13 km, a corporate sector hospital called APPOLO) and Christian Medical Hospital at Vellore (60 km) because of quality of care. On the other hand, at government health institutions, quality of services and care is not up to the expectation of people. The waiting time is also too long. 

(i) What kind of traditional healers are found in the village?

In the village, there are four traditional healers who give herbal treatment for the minor or general ailments. People were making use of the services of traditional healers in earlier days.  But at present days no one seek treatment because of availability of modern allopathic medicines, equipment and transportation facility.

(a) Who are the people using the bank facilities and for which purposes?

OCs and those who are engaged in cultivation (some OBCs) use the bank facilities to a large extent, mainly for regular cash transactions and fixed deposits; and to pledge jewels to obtain loans. The loans are also availed for purchasing tractors, pump-sets, and motors; to repair wells, to buy agricultural implements, for raising dairy, sheep rearing and to grow garden crops. Some OCs, circulate money as business for higher rates of interest, instead of depositing the money in the banks.

SC/STs and OBCs use the banking facility to a lesser extent. They use to get loans and to deposit the amount of DWACRA Groups collections. 

(b) Who are the people not using any bank facilities and why?

SCs, poor and illiterate people do not use the bank facilities. SCs don’t have much money flowing. Irrespective of caste, those who are not members of DWACRA group did not use the bank facility much. Only few members have passbooks in the village. Among those, some of them have fixed deposits for small amount(s).

There are no NGOs in the village. However, in 1990, a Mahila Mandal was established. Later in 1999, 10 DWACRA groups were formed and are presently working in the village. A group of 5-10 or 10-12 women members form as a DWACRA or Mahila Mandal Group by age and caste. They conduct meetings and save money in the name of Self Help groups, which they belong. After saving certain amount, the money is lends to involve the women in income generating activities.

Those women who are in poor economic condition form as the members of the group, mainly from SC and OBC community. Women from other communities have also formed such groups, but the number is very less.

What are the development programmes active in the village?

There are 10 DWACRA groups, Podupu Lakshmi, IRDP, National Old Age Pension. Under IRDP programme, National Housing Scheme, Village development programmes are functioning.

Who are beneficiaries? Who selects them? 

Economically Backward people of all castes are the beneficiaries of these schemes. Only SCs and STs of economically backward are beneficiaries for housing scheme if the fall under certain criteria. The applicants should fulfil the criteria for getting the benefits. On the recommendation of the Village Administrative Officer, the Mandal Revenue Officials and Mandal Development Officials selects the beneficiaries. 

What is the villagers' perception of the government's or the NGOs' action?

No NGO is functioning in the village. Villagers’ perceive the Government schemes well and good. But the benefits are inadequate and whatever the benefits they get, are not provided timely.

(a) Irrigation type (canal, tank…), year of introduction, % of village lands

Tube/bore wells are the main source of irrigation for the crops raised under irrigation. If there were rains, people use tank water for cultivation. From 1980 onwards people have started to cultivate land under bore wells due to insufficient rains. Earlier people used tank water for cultivation.

(b) Description of most common types of land tenure (ownership, tenure, landless, etc.): 

Most of the OCs (Reddy’s), some other castes (particularly Palle reddy’s) possess their own lands. Some OBCs and SCs who didn’t possess land cultivate others land on lease. 

(c) Main agricultural seasons and slack season.

During July to November people are busy with agricultural activities like ploughing, sowing, transplanting, weeding, harvesting of crops like Paddy, ground nut, Ragi, Chilli, Sugarcane etc. During February to April, sugarcane is harvested, to prepare Jaggery by some people. Apart from the main crops, seasonal/dry crops, such as Ragi, Chilli, Redgram, vegetables are also raised during January to June. 

In the recent times, due to severe draught, most of the farmers switched over to the garden croups or other alternative occupations or income generating professions. 

(d) Whether any labour or produce exchange (jajmani-like)

During harvesting times, there is exchange of labour. For harvesting paddy barter system is prevailing.  

(e) Distance to the market place for the main crops

Chittoor (20 km), Irala (11 km)

(f) Other agro-based activities: plantations, forestry, dairy, poultry, fishing…

Some people raise vegetables and sell irrespective of caste. Majority of the households have at least a cow/buffalo for survival, due to severe draught conditions in the village. Nearly 400 litres of milk is sold to milk chilling factory from the village. Two families, extract kova sweet from fresh milk.

(g) Husbandry in the village

OBC and SCs graze sheep. Some people bring lambs from the weekly market near by a small town, graze them and sell again in the weekly market at profitable prices. Earlier goats are more in the village but at present, most of the people are rearing sheep due to government’s policy to protect forest.

There is no such industry at large scale in the village. But traditional community carry on their own occupations. Potters make pots. Two families, extract kova sweet from fresh milk by employing one person apart from two members from the house. Ten years back one Gandla caste person migrated from Chandragiri (35 km) to the village and started making Kova Sweet (Dood peda). Recently, three months back another one from Reddy community has also started the same and it is in infancy. Total production of the sweet is 15kgs per day from 60 litres of milk and it is sold at Chittoor in the wholesale market (shop). For every five litres of milk one and half Kg kova could be produced.

(c) Other local activities

Money circulation is more in the village. Some people collect up to ten rupees per month as interest. 

(d) Illegal and clandestine activities (prostitution, distillation, smuggling, poaching, etc.)

In some provision shops the liquors are also sold illegally in the village. Very few people bring arrack (distillation of country made arrack) from Y.S. Gate and sell illegally.  

(e) Daily commuters and short-term mobility to near-by areas: where and who?

Some employees (teachers, bank employee), daily commute to Chittoor (20 km) or Irala (11 km) or nearby villages. Both men and women from OBC and SC communities commute to other neighbouring villages for work.

Due to severe draught conditions for the last five years, bore wells became dry. Irrespective of caste, people are searching for other alternative employments.

Due to cable connection, watching of T.V has increased even by avoiding/postponing the work. Now due to TV daily serials, most of the households sleep go to bed after 11.00 p.m. Some people informed that no one know, if any theft or other thing happens in the village after 10-30 p.m.  

How are women affected by these changes?

Women are particularly facing many difficulties in their daily life. 

Even though, there is severe draught, at present, among women of OCs, the attitudes and behaviour have started changing over a period of time by observing the living condition of the people of urban areas and Television. Women are also doing money circulation at higher interest rates.

(f) Remittances and donations from migrants:

What are they used for? Housing, improving agriculture, places of worship, land purchase, small businesses, education/health, food...
Remittances are used for household expenses, purchase of consumer and durable goods; for agricultural activities i.e., purchase of land, bore well, equipment etc.; construction of house, telephone connection etc.; apart from expenditure on food and caring of elders. Short-term migrants would earn out side and spend in the village. 

(g) Relationship between migrants and local. Influence of returning migrants in the village:
Migration is very less in the village. Even though people migrated, they come for few months on vacation, to attend festivals, family functions, condolences, etc. Migrants and local residents have good and cordial relations as well as contacts. 

 Links of villagers with other localities

FAMILY LINKS

(a) Family links with neighbouring villages and other areas (marriage, etc.):

Family links are established mainly within the village and the people residing in nearby villages through marriage and kinship ties. Further, children of Reddy community mostly live in cities or towns. Therefore, they have close family links with other areas also.

(b) Any change in family links with neighbouring villages over the years?

Due to preference of non-consanguous marriages and desire to get good amount of dowry, the family links with neighbouring villages has increased, and with members of the same village have been lessened over a period of time. On the other hand, among Reddy community, family links have extended to other areas of the district because of the education of children, business and participation in work.

VISITS TO TOWNS

(c) Shopping: where do people go to buy what? (Agricultural equipment, modern commodities, cloths and materials, etc.)

Villagers go to nearby Mandal head quarter’s Irala (11 km) or other major villages/towns Kanipakam (15 km) to buy consumer goods or any household requirements such as vegetables etc. For major requirements or agricultural equipments or cloths or furniture or jewels or materials or modern commodities they go to the District Headquarters, Chittoor (20 km) because of direct link through bus service. 

(d) Other occasions: religious or cultural events, cinemas, etc.

Religious or cultural events like playing epics or jatara (one type of gathering) take place in the village itself or in the neighbouring villages (in a radius of 5 km). Villagers generally go on pilgrimage to the places like Kanipakam (15 km.), Tiruttani (about 90 km.) Tirupati (60 km) and rarely to other places like Sabarimalai, Shirdi etc., People go to cinemas to Chittoor (20 km) or Kanipakkam (15). 

SUMMARY

(e) Who are the people with more links outside the village?

People of Reddy community, who are working, politically active persons and those who are economically well off has more links outside the village.

Socio-demographic features of the village

(This section refers to the village as a whole or to the major communities in it)

BIRTH
(a) Are women returning to their native place for birth? 

Among all the caste groups, women visit to their native place for their first delivery. 

(b) Are deliveries with traditional midwives (dais) common? 

Deliveries with traditional midwives were common in the past, irrespective caste. Now, from pregnancy onwards, women seek antenatal care from ANM during house visits. Majority deliveries takes place in public or private hospitals irrespective of caste, as they know the probable date of delivery, due to regular visits to hospitals or from ANM. ANM attends, if any home delivery takes place. Only during emergency, older women or traditional midwives attend. After delivery mother receives post-delivery care from ANM.

(c) Proportion of births attended by trained person.

At present most of the deliveries are attended by trained personnel, except a few, attended by older women or untrained dais in the village.

(d) Are women secluded after birth?

Seclusion after birth is not common. On ninth day after delivery ceremonial bath is given to mother and is allowed to do all regular work, if the mother is healthy

(e) Rituals and ceremonies after birth of boys and of girls.

Naming ceremony is performed to the newly born baby widely after birth. This ceremony is common either to a boy or a girl baby.

PUBERTY 
(f) Are puberty ceremonies common?

In earlier days, the celebration of ceremony related to attainment of puberty for girls was common among all the groups irrespective of caste and economic status. Now days only few people perform such ceremonies.

(g) What do these ceremonies involve? (Expenses, functions, etc.)

Generally, maternal uncle presents some gifts like jewel, cash, dress, etc. to the girl who attained puberty. The parents of a girl meet other expenses and it depends up on the economic and social status of parents.

MARRIAGE

(h) From where are brides (grooms)? 

Among OBCs and SCs, bride or grooms are mostly from the relatives of same village or nearby villages/towns. However, Reddies go beyond the village/Mandal/town/district, to choose a good bride/groom because of affordability of people to pay/get dowry. 

(i) Are marriages among relatives common?

Marriages among relatives are somewhat common among all the caste groups. However it is less common as compared to earlier days, irrespective of caste due to the practice of dowry system. Now SCs & OBCs also prefer to have non-consanguous and working or educated bride/grooms. 

(j) Are "love marriages" common? 

Love marriages are somewhat common among Scheduled Castes but are rare among OBCs.

(k) Is the dowry system prevalent? Since how many generations?

In the village, among Reddy community, dowry system is prevalent since three generations; among OBCs since two generations but to a small extent and among SCs the system of dowry is a recent phenomenon.

(i) Differences among communities in mean age at marriage?

Among SCs and OBCs, there is no difference and marriages of girls are mostly performed around 14-16 years of age, whereas among Reddies, it is mostly after 18 years only.  The difference in age at marriage between the major communities in the village, OCs and SCs are about 4-5 years. Among males also the difference persists. 
DIVORCE, REMARIAGE, POLYGAMY
(m) Is divorce or repudiation occurring?

Marriage dissolution is common and easy among SCs, but not legally. But among other caste groups it is less.

(n) Can widows remarry? What is the position of widows? Of widows with no son?

Widow re-marriages take place to some extent among SCs if they are young. But it is not common among other castes. Widows of older generation of other than SCs do not wear any jewellery and wear only plain colour or white saris. Among Reddy community, they live either with their sons or daughters or live alone or with close relatives if they have property support.

(o) Are some villagers polygamous? Do some people have concubines?

Few persons from older generation were polygamous. Among younger generation, such practice is not there. Few older as well as younger persons have concubines and it is common among SC community.

FAMILY SUPPORT

(p) Are joint families (including two married couples) common?

Joint families are less in the village. Most of the marriages were among relatives in earlier days.  Nuclear family set up has increased due to division of families and assets. Among SCs, after marriage, the young couples set up a separate family and live separately leaving behind the old members of the family.

(q) What are the main sources of disputes inside families?

Pressure of household work, difference of opinion, division of property and financial matters are the main source of disputes inside the families.

(r) Are women entitled to any part of the family inheritance?

Generally, among Reddy community, payments are made in the form of money, Jewellery, property as dowry at the time of marriage. Thus, women are not entitled to any part of the family inheritance if son(s) are there.  But, now days, women are trying to get some property in her name as part of the family inheritance since the NTRs regime.

(s) Are old people always taken care of by their children? If not, why and what do they do?

Some people take care of their parents and some are not. If not, older parents survive by working or depend on government’s assistance or others assistance. Some have a petty business to lead their life.

MISCELLANEOUS ISSUES
(t) 
What is the position of minority religious groups or dalits in the village? (Number, occupation, economic condition, housing segregation)

Numerically SCs are more in the village. Their economic condition is poor. There is no separation of houses from the main village. They are mainly agricultural (daily wage) workers. Government has constructed pucca houses for them. Village president is from the SC community. 

(u) Who lends money in the village?

Reddy community people lend money to other caste people in the village.

(v) Which are the leading political factions in the village? Caste and party affiliation.

OCs – Reddy community associate with Congress–I. OBCs and SCs associate with Telegu Desam Party (TDP). People change their stand at election time according to the situation. The present CM also visited the village to strengthen the party. 

(w) Are there cases of violence in the village (murder, rape, etc.)?

Cases of violence are not there in the village but general disputes are common. 

(x) Is violence against women common (beatings)?

Wife beating is common among OBCs and SCs in the village. Disputes between in-laws also common

Preliminary notes: 

Some general information about the village may be gathered from printed sources (census data), but most information will be collected during the village survey.

The survey is not a household survey where the same set of questions is asked to a sample of village households. Many questions are simply descriptive (type of infrastructures, etc.).

No exact figure need be collected when the information is not readily available. Investigators must however ascertain the plausibility of estimates given (population estimates, irrigated land, migration remittances, etc.) by crosschecking from different sources.

It is mainly a qualitative survey, where information may be elicited from people belonging to all sections of the population. But the same questions need not be asked systematically and questions remain open: answers do not follow a given format and may stimulate further observations from the interviewees.  

Some village key village figures will be considered in priority to discuss given issues: teacher, ANM and other PHC personnel, panchayat members, religious leaders, landowners, trade unionist, shop-owners, community leaders, political figures, village accountant, etc. Women and elders are also an important source of information on tradition and change in the village.

Many issues relate to opinions and perceptions and investigators must therefore compare answers from different people (gender- or cast-wise, for example). Data collection will be much longer than for descriptive questions.

The last part includes the questionnaire for individual interviews followed by the questionnaires for FGDs.

Apart from a private bus service, there are four auto-rickshaws and out of them two belongs to the villagers. Auto person’s collects Rs.6/- as charge to go to Kalwakurthi from village. Otherwise, one can also hire auto-rickshaws from the village to Kalwakurthi, or back. The Bus ply through the village at: 5-30 a.m., 6-00 a.m., 9-00 a.m., 10-00 a.m., 1-30 p.m., 4-00 p.m. and 7-00 p.m.

Villagers prefer to travel by auto-rickshaws. People prefer to go by auto rickshaws and private bus service. There is no difference in the fares of bus or auto. 

Town with an important bus connection closest to the village:

Kalwakurthi, and Acchampet or Jadcherla

(a) Are people complaining about lack of transportation facilities in the village?

There were no complaints regarding the transport facilities in the village. But, if there were no transport facility, people have to walk four kilometres to reach the main road to catch a bus.  

(b) What are the main reasons for visits to nearby towns? (Such as health, studies, family visits, places of worship, shopping, etc. excluding work)

For business purpose; for undertaking contract works; studies (higher education), purchase of household articles/shopping and for purchasing agricultural implements and goods, like machinery, seeds, fertilizers etc., in the market; family visits, family functions, like marriages, entertainment etc. and political contact.
(c) What are reasons for such visits by womenfolk to these places? 

In addition to attend family functions and visits to relative’s house, women visit the nearby towns mainly to purchase household accessories, goods (shopping), market, hospital and entertainment. 

(d) What are the obstacles to visits by women outside the village?

There were no obstacles to visit by women outside the village. But due to irregular timings of APSRTC bus services, women are travelling by auto-rickshaws and they feel little bit inconvenient to travel by auto.

(e) Who are the women most likely to travel outside the village?

Some OBC women visit Kalwakurthi to sell the agricultural products and to purchase goods for tiny business. Some of the OC women visit Kalwakurthi and Acchampet to purchase household goods. 

(f) Where and how far may people go on foot, and for what purpose?

People go on foot about 2-3 km. to reach agricultural fields to work.

Newspaper
(a) What are the favourite newspapers? Describe them. 

The vernacular (Telugu) daily newspapers, Eenadu and the Vartha are the two most favourite newspapers in the village. Newspapers come by APSRTC bus in the first trip from Kalwakurthi. There are 10 subscribers in the village; they include shop owners and elders of the village. 

Both the newspapers cover all the day-to-day news/happenings around the World, Country, State, with special editions of District as well as regions of the district. Everyday, Eenadu Newspaper gives special focus on education, technology, sports, entertainment, commerce, women’s issues etc.,

Earlier, whenever people visit Kalwakurthi or some other town, they used to bring the newspaper to the village. The first newspaper was subscribed by the Gram panchayat in 1976, during the emergency period. Later it was discontinued. Again in 1999 people started to subscribe their own newspapers. As such 10 papers are subscribed now.

(b) Who prefers which newspapers?

Only few prefer to read ‘Eenadu’, because people used to think that the Eenadu Newspaper associate with Telugu Desam Party (TDP). People are associate/favourite with ‘Telengana Rastra Samithi’ (TRS party). Hence, all prefers Vartha Newspaper.

(c) Who are the people reading regularly newspapers? Do they read newspapers for others (who can’t buy or can’t read)?

Most of the literate people read the newspapers. Villagers gather at ‘Jenda Manu’ (meeting place in the centre of the village where bus stop is also located) and read. For those who cannot read, few others inform the main news and discuss. People evince interest on cinemas and on district special to know about the local and district politics.

TV

(d) What are the favourite TV Programmes/Channels? Describe them.

There are four channels and the main channels are E-TV, Gemini, Maa-TV, and Doordarshan. The most favourites are E-TV and Doordarshan. E-TV, relays daily mega-serials and two films in a day. The relay of other channels is not clear due to weak cable connection. Hence most of the people prefer E-TV and Doordarshan.

(e) Who are the first people to own a TV in the village? When was that? Profile of these families.

Fifteen years back (1985), Sri Kagitam Venkata Reddy purchased the first television set in the village. He is well educated, landlord and all of his children settled in foreign countries. Even though he got job in army (services), he did not join and informed that there is no necessity to earn money by him, and he felt that whatever property he have is enough.  Later others started to purchase their own sets, there is increase in the purchase of TVs from 1995 onwards.

(f) Are some people watching TV collectively? Describe how.

Till 1995, wherever TVs are available, villagers gather and collectively watch Doordarshan programes. Later because of cable network in the village, people started to purchase their own TVs. Now also some older women (particularly widows), and children, some OBC and SCs watch private channels collectively at others houses even though they have own TVs in their houses. There are 70 Television sets in the village. 

PHONE

(g) Who is using more the phone facilities?

Since two years, the usage of phone facilities has increased. Majority of people use telephone to talk with the relatives, children and family members, who stay outside the village use phone facilities more than others. Most of the family members of the village are working in Hyderabad since long time and they also married in Hyderabad itself. There are 31 Telephone connections in the village. Most of them are recent (since two years, the number of connections increased) connections of the Central Governments subsidised offer (Scheme) for Rs.500/-. 

(h) For which purposes? (Business, family matters, etc.)

Most people use phones to discuss about family matters and business issues. Labourers and contract labourers call from Hyderabad and from other places by phone, to engage them in construction and other activities.  Some OBCs and SCs are busy with political issues. They use phone facilities more than others to discuss political issues. 

(i) Who is using less the phone facilities? (Women, poor sections…) Why?

Majority of SCs are not using before the establishment of a STD booth in Harijanawada (SC colony). Now they are also using telephone to talk with their relatives and friends, who stay outside the village/towns and in neighbouring villages. 

MAIL

(j) Frequency of mail delivery in the village?

Mails are delivered once in a day except on Sundays and National holidays. Communication through the letters is not that much common.

MOVIES

(k) How often do people go the movies? (for fan association, see below 8)

The cinema tent is in Kalwakurthi since 1950’s.  There is no specific occasion to go to movies. Whenever they go to Kalwakurthi or other towns, people watch movies. 

(l) With whom do they go there? (Alone, with family or friends from the same jati, etc.)

Earlier some villagers go by bicycle and see the movies in Kalwakurthi. Now some go individually or with family members or with neighbours and watch movies. 

PILGRIMAGES

(m) Where are people going most often to for pilgrimages? 

Villagers usually go to Uma Maheswara temple at Rangapur  (20 km), and Maldakallu (30 km). Now occasionally some people visit Srisailam, Tirupati, Bhadrachalam and Shirdi also.

Rangapur is attained religious importance in the district, owing to the existence of the famous Umamaheswara Shrine, which is at a height of about 152 metres in the Srisailam range of hills. The style of construction indicates that it belonged to the reign of the Chalukyas of Kalyani. The archaeological findings reveal that this place was an important Hindu religious centre even in the seventh century A.D. The festival of Umamaheswara which is celebrated for six days from Pushya Suddha Padyami (December - January) and Hazrat Niranjan Shah Vali Urs, which synchronises with the festival of Umamaheswara are largely attended by the people. 

Maldakallu is also known as ‘Girusachala Kshetram’. The Venkateswara coin in the temple is believed to be self-manifest (Swayamvyaktam) and the Brahmostsavam is attended by a large number of Hindu devotees. 

(n) With whom do they go there? (Alone, with family or friends from the same jati, etc.)

Earlier people used to go by bullock carts from the same caste. Now people (mostly OCs and OBCs) go on pilgrimage with their family members or as group with friends/persons of caste, by hiring contract carriages (private travel bus) to Tirupati, Shirdi, Bhadrachalam and other places.  

(o) What are the most important festivals celebrated in the area? By whom?

Samkranthi, Sivaratri, Ugadi, Dewali, Dasara and Batukamma Punduga are celebrated. Muslims celebrate Ramjan and Bhakrid. Muslims and Hindus jointly celebrate Moharram festival (peerla panduga/peer-e-Dasthgiri). Every one in the village celebrates the New Years day (January 1st).

(f) Are primary school teachers from the same village?

There are six teachers (3 men & 3 women) in the school (it is a middle school). Most of the teachers come from nearby villages and one from Kalwakurthi town. 

(g) Observations on the functioning of the primary schools: timing, presence of teaching staff, quality of equipment, noon meals, etc.:

Satisfactory. Since the village is large and number of students are more. Hence, Schoolteachers are punctual as well as cordial. There is no ‘Noon meal programme’. Among all castes, whose economic status permits them to send to private convents, send their children. Otherwise they send to the Government school.

(h) Role of teachers in promoting new life styles and attitudes.

There is no role in introducing new life styles by the village teachers in the village, as they are from neighbouring villages. However, teachers motivate villagers to send their children to school in person by visiting their houses. If any student suffers with any disease, they inform to ANM. 

There are seven (6+1) teachers in the village and working in other places. They are promoting new life styles and attitudes among the villagers. They subscribe newspapers and gather at Jenda manu (a big tree and a flag, a common meeting place by the villagers at bus stop). Most of the villagers gather and discuss various issues. 

(i) Influence of religious/traditional education (Madrasas, etc.)? 

There are no such institutions in the village.

(j) Are they educated people from the village who have “done well” outside (role models)? Who are they?

Nearly, 150-200 villagers (50% of them with families) migrated to Hyderabad and employed as cooks, labourers and contractors. One person from OBC (Yadava caste) is working as Professional cook in Taj Continental Hotel, Hyderabad, another in Singapore. Four families settled in USA and London. One person is working in army. Three members are doctors and they have hospitals in Hyderabad.  Even some SCs, who are well educated, settled as contractors in Hyderabad.

(a) Observations on the functioning of the health infrastructure (if any) : timing, presence of staff, quality of equipment, etc.:

Sub-centre ANM visits weekly twice (Wednesday and Saturday) to the village, as she is assigned two villages. Apart from ANM, a male health worker from PHC also visits the village once or twice in a month. ANM maintains cordial relation with the villagers particularly with women. Irrespective of caste, women seek advice from her regarding the health issues. The ANM provides MCH services regularly and motivate people to undergo sterilization on her initiative, even though villagers have apathy to sterilization.

(b) Disposal of Waste Material (poor/moderate/good):

Poor. Villagers dump waste material on the roadside or in an open space.

(c) Drainage facility(poor/moderate/good):

Even though there is panchayat drainage facility, it is filled with garbage. The village roads are kutcha roads. Most men and women go out for open defecation. Only some Reddy families have toilet facility, which are very old model (not clean and with lot of flies). 

(d) Source of protected water supply:


Bore well connected to the overhead tank through street pipes water is supplied to every house. Hand pumps are also available in the village.

(f) Is abortion common in the village? Where is it practised? For which sections?
Abortion was common in earlier days. Crude methods were used for abortion by quacks to limit the family sizes. At present, if any one desires to abort their foetus, they consult ANM or go to government hospitals at Kalwakurthi with the help of ANM. The reasons for abortion are lack of capacity to bear another pregnancy (weakness), having more children or un-timed pregnancy. Now also some go for abortion to traditional dai who performs using crude method(s) in the village. When the researchers enquired about her the villagers declined to reveal much about her and the method she use.  

(g) Are government health facilities visited/preferred by villagers? Why? 

ANM visits the village twice in a week for immunization of mother and children. Most of the pregnant women and children seek advice and medicines from ANM. 

Some of the study villagers visit Government health facility at Kalwakurthi and few go to Vangoor PHC. Private health facility is not used due to lack of sufficient income to visit private hospitals. 

(h) Preference for private health care?

Some do not prefer government health facility because of poor quality of service and waiting time is too long at Government sector hospitals.

Some villagers prefer to go to private hospitals at Kalwakurthi for minor or major ailments because of quality of care. Villagers opined that, if any one seeks treatment from Government hospitals, they have to use medicines for long time and have to take bed rest. But in private sector hospitals, doctors prescribe good medicines and the disease is cured early.  

(i) What kind of traditional healers are found in the village?

There are some sorcerers in the village, who use mantras as treatment for health problems. Some people used to consult them if any child suffers with health problems. Another quack in the village perform abortions through crude methods.

(a) Who are the people using the bank facilities and for which purposes?

OCs and those who are engaged in cultivation, other non-agricultural activities and petty business people use the bank facilities to a large extent, mainly for regular cash transactions, to make fixed deposits; and to avail jewel loans. The loans are also availed for purchasing tractors, pump-sets, and motors; to repair wells, to buy agricultural implements, for raising dairy, sheep and to grow garden crops. 

SC/STs and OBCs use the banking facility to a lesser extent. They use to get government subsidised loans. 

(b) Who are the people not using any bank facilities and why?

SCs, poor and illiterate people do not use the bank facilities much, as they do not have much money. Only few members have passbooks in the village.

	Villagers are supported to Telengana Rastra Samithi (TRS), Telugu Desam Party (TDP) and Indian National Congress (I). People change their stand at the time of election according to the situation.


(a) What are the most active organizations? What are they doing?

Later in 1999, 10 DWACRA groups were formed and are presently working in the village. A group of 5-10 or 10-12 women members form as a DWACRA Group or Mahila Mandal by age and caste. They conduct meetings and save money in the name of Self Help groups, which they belong. After saving certain amount, the money is lent to involve the women in income generating activities.  

There are no NGOs, and activities in the village. 

Since 1999, establishment of Mahila Mandals have started and further it turned as DWACRA Groups to get/ sanction from government facilities like ‘Deepam’ (a gas stove and cylinder scheme) for issuing ration cards, and to have other benefits from the Government. 

At present there are 22 DWACRA groups and 10 Mahila mandals/SHGs in the village. They conduct meetings and form Self Help groups (SHG), to empower the poor women. They create the hobby of saving money among women. They collect money and save in the name of the SHG, which they belong. After saving certain amount, the money is lent, to involve the women in income generating activities.  But in the village, the programme is still in infancy.

(b) Who are the members? (age, gender, economic status, education, caste)

Women, who are economically poor and socially active, become members of the group. They are mostly from SC and OBC community. Women from other communities also formed such groups, but the number is very less.

(a) Irrigation type (canal, tank …), year of introduction, % of village lands

Tube wells and wells are the main source of irrigation. There are 100 bore wells in the village for irrigation. If good rains are there, the level of Ground water rises in the wells and is used for cultivation. Earlier, people used to depend mostly on rainfall and wells. Electricity came to the village in 1969 and since then the extent of land brought under irrigation has increased. Villagers are facing insufficient power supply and irregular supply. Electricity is supplied only for 8 hours in a day. 

Even though neighbouring villages face severe draught, people of this village raise crops under bore wells. Castor seeds produced from this village are famous for seedling purpose in surrounding villages. 

(b) Description of most common types of land tenure (ownership, tenure, landless, etc.): 

Most of the OC – Reddies possess own lands and do own cultivation. Some OBCs cultivate for lease.

(c) Main agricultural seasons and slack season.

Villagers raise Castor, Groundnut, and Cotton during July – October; from October month onwards, based on the availability of water, villagers raise Paddy, Maize, Jowar, Red gram, Sunflower, Indian corn and Grass plantations.  During other times, villagers are engaged in non-agricultural activities.

(d) Whether any labour or produce exchange (jajmani-like)

During harvesting times, there is exchange of labour. Barter system is prevailing during harvesting of paddy, Jowar, maize, millets etc.  Instead of taking wages in terms of money, some labour takes paddy, maize, Jowar as wages (for food). 

(e) Distance to the market place for the main crops

Villagers sell their produce, at Kalwakurthi, Acchampet and Jadcherla towns or in the village itself. 

(f) Other agro-based activities: plantations, forestry, dairy, poultry, fishing…

There are 2 poultry farms in the village with total of 5,000 birds. Some grow garden crops like Mango, Grass plantations, nursery, and vegetables (to some extent). 

Dairy is the supplementary source of income to the villagers. During winter 800 litres of milk and during summer 500 litres of milk is produced from the village. Villagers raise Grass plantations in 50 acres of land. 

There are two milk collection centres and one bulk cooler plant in the village. They collect milk and send it to Milk Chilling centre at Kalwakurthi. Milk collection centre started in 1965 and the Milk Co-operative society in 1992.

(g) Husbandry in the village

Most of the OCs, OBCs and SCs have one or two cows/buffalos. Some OBCs (Yadava community) have 30-70 sheep. Some SCs rear Goats.

11. Other rural activities

(a) Handicrafts (pottery, basketry, weaving, etc.):

Income, age and sex of workers, monthly income 

Stitching of leaves (leaf plates used for serving and packing food), and weaving of baskets with the plastic wire are the main Handicrafts in the village. Women of family members are mostly engaged in those activities. On an average a woman earns Rs.500 – 600 per month.   

(b) Small-scale industries: (handlooms, biddies, matches, bricks, etc)

Income, age and sex of workers, monthly income 

Bulk cooler plant for milk is available in the village.

(c) Other local activities

Making of Toddy from Palmyra tree and Coconut tree is common and some people take contracts per year and prepare as well as sell the Toddy. 

Some women have tailoring shops. 

(d) Illegal and clandestine activities (prostitution, distillation, smuggling, poaching, etc.)

Some people sell Cheep toddy, liquor and arrack in the village. Consumption of Toddy is common. Irrespective of age and sex consume toddy on certain occasion to celebrate. In some provision shops the liquors such as Beer, Brandy and other liquors are sold illegally. 

Naxalism is prevalent and there are some naxals also in the village. The prevalence of Naxalism and their effect is more in the neighbouring villages.  

(e) Daily commuters and short-term mobility to near-by areas: where and who?

Some villagers daily commute to Kalwakurthi for construction activities as maistrys (who does construction) and helpers (who helps in the construction by supplying sand, cement, bricks etc.,). Both men and women from SC and OBC community commute to Kalwakurthi and near by towns for non-agricultural works during slack seasons.  

Some women folk commute to Kalwakurthi and Acchampet to sell agricultural products such as vegetables.

(f) Child labour

: 

Main activities, income, age and sex 

Still, child labour is common in the village. There are 36 children as such. Most of them are engaged in household works, grazing of animals, agricultural works. Male children are more than the female children in these works. Some of these children are employed on contract basis per year. Some get Rs.200/- to Rs.300/- per month or Rs.20/- per day as wage. Most of the children are from SC/ST and OBC families.

(g) Women's work:

Main tasks in agriculture and other activities, income

In Castor, Cotton, Sunflower, Groundnut, Mango gardens, and in Grass plantation fields, women participate in plucking, weeding, transplantation and to harvest the crop. During harvesting of Paddy, Jonna/Jower/Maize crops, labour get grain as wages instead of cash.

Wage differentials for agricultural labour: male vs. female

During busy seasons, male get Rs.50/- to 100/- per day and female get Rs.30/- to 50/- per day. In other days, male get Rs.50/- and female get Rs.30/-


(h) What are the major recent changes in local activities (irrigation, industries, commuting, etc.)?

There are no major changes in the local activities. But, some people are migrating to Hyderabad.

How are women affected by these changes?

Due to migration of persons to Hyderabad and other cities, women are also accompanying with them.

Due to lack of work, insufficient wages, OBCs and Sc/Sts started to migrate from the village.  OCs started to migrate to Hyderabad and other towns as the area is backward in every aspect as well as due to the prevalence of poor economic conditions in the village and lack of returns from agriculture. To sustain their living either by doing business or work, OC people started to migrate to Hyderabad and other major towns. 

First families to migrate and when?

People of OC–Reddy community, 20 years back and OBC and Sc/St community 10 years back started to migrate to Hyderabad and other major towns.  

(c) Migration to other states:


In the village only one person is working in the army. No other member migrated to other states. However, in the neighbouring villages of the district some villagers migrated to Mumbai for survival, as lack of work in their villages. In the village, people migrated to Hyderabad and from Hyderabad most of the people go to different places. Much information about them, was not known to the villagers.

(f) Remittances and donations from migrants: 

Migrants remit small amounts to their family members for household activities. Apart from household expenditures (they purchase consumer goods, incur on health, caring the elders) members of the family members use for improving agricultural activities, purchase of land, construction of house, telephone connection etc. 

(g) Relationship between migrants and local. Influence of returning migrants in the village:

Migrants and local residents have good contact. Villagers give good respect and value, whenever they visit the village for festivals, marriages, etc. Migrants also provided some employment/work opportunities to the villagers. 

13. Links of villagers with other localities

FAMILY LINKS

(a) Family links with neighbouring villages and other areas (marriage, etc.):

Family links are established mainly within the village and the people residing in nearby villages/ towns through marriage and kinship ties. Villagers have contacts with migrated people who mostly live in Hyderabad and other neighbouring towns. Therefore, villagers have close family links with other areas also.

(b) Any change in family links with neighbouring villages over the years?

The frequency of marriages among relatives and neighbouring villages were more in earlier days, and declined at present days. The links with towns/cities has increased due to marriage and work. The family links with towns has increased, because of lack of work in the village, lack of returns from agriculture and due to modern living conditions and availability of more facilities in towns. 

VISITS TO TOWNS

(c) Shopping: where do people go to buy what? (Agricultural equipment, modern commodities, cloths and materials, etc.)

Villagers usually go to nearby towns (Kalwakurthi and Acchampet) for the purchase of agricultural equipments, clothes, consumer goods and household requirements. If any goods are not available and if anyone wants to purchase furniture or jewels, villagers usually go to Jadcherla or Hyderabad, because migrants from the village help people in procuring and purchase of required items.  

(d) Other occasions: religious or cultural events, cinemas, etc.

Villagers usually go on pilgrimage to the nearby places like Rangapur (Achampet) and Maldakallu occasionally to Srisailam. 

For entertainment or for Cinemas, people go to Kalwakurthi, and Acchampet. Religious events like jatara, and Moharram are celebrated in the village as well as in the neighbouring villages (in a radius of 5-6 km). 

SUMMARY

(e) Who are the people with more links outside the village?

People of Reddy community, and Scheduled castes have more links outside the village, as they are politically active persons and Reddys are also economically better off. Villagers are supporters of  Telengana Rastra Samithi (TRS), Telugu Desam Party (TDP) and Indian National Congress (I). Caste affiliations are quite strong in the village but people change their stand at the time of election according to the situation. Majority have greater political awareness and relations with political leaders. The District convener/president of the Telengana Rastra Samithi (TRS) party, Sri K.V.N.Reddy, belongs to the village.

(f) Who are the people who visit other localities most often?

People of Reddy and SC communities are politically active and those who are economically well off visit other localities more often. Some OBCs and poor sections from other castes visits Kalwakurthi and Hyderabad for construction works more often.

Reddy community frequently visit Hyderabad because most of their relatives and children are settled. If any disease or health problem is not cured in Kalwakurthi or Acchampet, they go to Hyderabad.

(g) Who are the people with fewer links outside the village?

Economically poor people and some OBCs (particularly Vadde community) have fewer links outside the village.

(h) Who are the people who visit other localities less often?

Socially, economically poor people and some OBCs (particularly Vadde community) as well as women visit other localities less often.

14.Socio-demographic features of the village

(This section refers to the village as a whole or to the major communities in it)

BIRTH

(a) Are women returning to their native place for birth? 

Irrespective of caste, generally, women visit to their maternal house for birth, if the women become pregnant for the first time. It’s a tradition since a long time.

(b) Are deliveries with traditional midwives (dais) common?

Some deliveries are taking place at home and most of them are attended by the traditional midvives.

(c) Proportion of births attended by trained person.

Trained personnel attend nearly sixty percent of births. 

(d) Are women secluded after birth?


Yes. For one week among OCs and SCs and to about two to four weeks among OBCs.

(e) Rituals and ceremonies after birth of boys and of girls.

Who are economically well off perform, the ‘naming ceremony to the newly born baby ‘, in a befitting manner. These ceremonies are performed well for male children. 

PUBERTY 

(f) Are puberty ceremonies common?

In earlier days, the celebration of ceremony related to attainment of puberty for girls was common among all the groups irrespective of caste and economic status. Now days also some OBCs especially, the Yadava community, perform such ceremonies.

(g) What do these ceremonies involve? (Expenses, functions, etc.)

Generally, maternal uncle presents some gifts like jewel, dress, cash, etc. to the girl who attained puberty. The parents of a girl meet other expenses based upon their socioeconomic status.

MARRIAGE 

(h) From where are brides (grooms)? 

Among OBCs and SCs, bride or grooms are mostly from the relatives of the same village or nearby villages/towns. However, some people of all castes and Reddies in particular, go beyond the village in search of bride/groom. 

(i) Are marriages among relatives common?

Marriages among relatives are still common but at a lesser pace. It is decreasing now days as compared to earlier days. . 

(j) Are "love marriages" common? 

Yes. Love marriages are common among Scheduled Castes and to some extent among some OBC sections.

(k) Is the dowry system prevalent? Since how many generations?

In the village, among Reddy community, dowry system is prevalent since two generations; among OBCs since 1-2 generations but the amount of dowry is relatively less. Among SCs the system of dowry is a recent phenomenon. Now parents fear off to perform marriage of their daughter due to ‘high cost of dowry’.

(l) Differences among communities in mean age at marriage?

OBCs perform the marriage of girls mostly before legal age at marriage of 18 years (mean age of 16) and OCs mostly after legal age at marriage (mean age of 20.5). The SC community perform the marriages around the leagal age at marriage (mean age of 18 years). The mean age at marriage varies from 16 to 21 years among different communities in the village for girls. Among males also the difference persists but the mean at marriage is high. . 
DIVORCE, REMARRIAGE, POLYGAMY 

(m) Is divorce or repudiation occurring?

Marriage dissolution is common and easy among SCs, but not legally. But among other caste groups it is less.

(n) Can widows remarry? What is the position of widows? Of widows with no son?

Widow/divorce re-marriages take place among SCs and among some sections of OBCs to some extent, if they are young. It is not common among OCs. Widows of older generation of other than SCs do not wear any jewellery and wear only plain colour or white saris. Widows who have property live alone or with relatives. Those who are not having property live on their own by working or with relatives or daughters. Some are getting old age pension from the government and are living independently or with their relatives. 

Are some villagers polygamous? Do some people have concubines?

Few persons from older generation were polygamous. Among younger generation, such practice is not there. However, few older as well as younger persons have concubines and it is common among all the communities of the village.

FAMILY SUPPORT 

(o) Are joint families (including two married couples) common?

Still the Joint family system is prevailing in the village but the extent is small. 

(p) What are the main sources of disputes inside families?

Pressure of household work, difference of opinions, division of property, financial matters and consumption of Toddy/arrack/liquor are the main source of disputes inside the families.

(q) Are women entitled to any part of the family inheritance?

Generally, parents make payments to their daughters in the form of money, Jewellery, property/land as dowry at the time of marriage. Thus, women are not entitled to any part of the family inheritance, if there were sons. If there are no sons, property goes to women.   

(r) Are old people always taken care of by their children? If not, why and what do they do?

Some people take care of their parents and some are not. If not, older parents survive by working or depend on government’s assistance of old age pension, or others assistance. Some have a petty business to lead their life.

MISCELLANEOUS ISSUES

(s) What is the position of minority religious groups or dalits in the village? (number, occupation, economic condition, housing segregation)

SCs are numerically largest group. They are mostly land less labourers. The economic condition of the community except few is fair. There is no segregation of houses of the SCs from the village. SCs dominate in political matters because one of their caste people, Mr.Ramulu, who migrated from the village, is a minister in the present state cabinet. 

(t) Who lends money in the village?

Reddies lend the money in the village. Mostly villagers obtain loans from the banks by hypothecating their lands and jewellery. The OC and OBCs form Self help groups and save money. This group lends money in turn to the members for purchasing cows/sheep or to start petty business. 

(u) Which are the leading political factions in the village? Caste and party affiliation.

Telangana Rastra Samithi (TRS), Telugu Desam Party (TDP), Indian National Congress (Congress I), and Communist Party. Reddies are associated with Congress I and TRS. OBCs and SCs are associated with TDP, and Communist Party.

(v) Are there cases of violence in the village (murder, rape, etc.)?

There were murders in the village due to factions and violence. Due to illegal sale of arrack (Gudumba) police ride the village frequently. The Toddy taper contractors and their workers quarrel daily on petty matters and some times leads to the reporting of cases with the police authority. 

(w) Is violence against women common (beatings)?

There is violence against women in the community especially among OBCs and SCs. Due to the consumption of Arrack and Toddy, quarrels in the family arise and which leads to beating of wife At some times the women also beat their husbands in intoxication. 

(x) Are there serious land disputes in the village?

There are no land disputes in the village.

Changing Conditions

As compared to earlier days now the people are better off.

As compared to earlier days now people are economically better off. The earnings and incomes have increased. However, the expenditure has increased. There is also change in savings behaviour.

As compared to earlier days now agriculture has developed and production has increased. Earlier, dry crops namely Bajra, Jowar and Castor were grown in large extent and the paddy was less. Earlier if ten acres of land was cultivated, the production was ten bags only. Now the production has increased to 40 bags.

Housing conditions?

As compared to earlier days, now there is much change in housing conditions. Now people constructed concrete buildings with all facilities including electricity. Earlier people were living in huts made up of with grass. 

(e)
Food and drinking water (quality, variety)?

There is much change in food habits. Earlier this type of food was not available and it was difficult to eat such type of food. Now food is good. Earlier only some ten families consumed rice, vegetables, and others take the flour of Jonna, and Sajja.

(f)
Schooling?

Earlier there were no educational facilities. If any one studied up to 4th standard it was great. Now there is increase in educational facilities. Earlier in our caste (OCs) only parents have desire to educate their children and send to school.

Now all are educating their children. 

Now people have vision to educate their children. 

(g)
Health facilities?

Earlier people administered traditional medicines by the traditional healers. If any one suffers with fever he/she was made to stave. People were made to starve during treatment. Survival of patient depends on the wish of god. He or she may survive or die. 

Now there are many hospitals and facilities. 

(h)
Transport facilities?

Earlier there were no transport facilities. People used bullock cart to go to nearest town Jadcherla (50 km), to sell the produce of crops and even to go to Hyderabad (115 km) also. People used to go by walk to the nearest small town, Kulwakurthi (10 km).

Entertainment?

Earlier there was a ‘gram phone (radio)’ to hear songs. There was no cinema. Street plays and stories were the entertainment channels. The villagers themselves used to play the street plays. 

2. Social Attitudes

The conditions of women? Do women have more freedom now than in the past? 
(If YES: In which aspects?)

There are changes in the freedom of women. Earlier if any one beats woman, no one asks. Now if any one accuses them, they approach from police station to courts. Since twenty years women have more freedom and it increased from the Chandra Babu Naidu’s time as chief minister. 

To take any decision, to purchase any thing like property or otherwise, they have more independence. Earlier men used to take all the decisions. 

Now men have to play as per the wishes of women and heed their words.

(b)
Behavior of children towards parents?

There is no change. Now and then, they are giving respect and value in the same way. 

(c)
Treatment of aged parents? 

Earlier there was more affection towards aged parents. Now children give value and respect to parents only up to marriage and after marriage, they separate. They say our future is ours. Now, children desire that the elders should die early. 

(d)
And about government officials? Has their approach to people’s problems changed?
Earlier there were three officials for the village: Police patel, Village patel and Patwari; and they have the domination in the village. They used to come once in a month or two months to the village. But they don’t do any developmental activities. 

Now officials visit the village, inform about the developmental activities and do work to some extent.

Influence of puberty and/or the girl's schooling on marriage age

Earlier, parents perform marriage to their female children from ten years onwards. Males marry until 30 years of age. However, some married by the age of 16-17 years.

Earlier even by the age of three years, some girls were married. It was due to scarcity of female children; parents of male children perform marriage irrespective of age of the girl. By the age of 11-12 years, girls were sent to in-laws house. By the age of 20 years, some married girls become widows. 

Earlier female children were not sent to school. Now female children are also sent to school and even after menarche they are attending school.  Now, the age at marriage has increased in our caste and people perform marriage of girls at or after 20 years of age.

How is the match found? What kind of groom and bride are looked for 


(caste, property, education, age, job prospects, etc.)? 

Earlier and at present also for giving a girl to a boy, the name and fame of the boy and their family, property, culture/traditions, etc., were looked.
(c)
How frequent are about the marriage among relatives (uncle-niece, cousins)?

In earlier days, consanguous marriages were prevalent. Nearly 80 percent of marriages were performed among blood relatives. Even now also 10 percent of marriages are consanguous marriages.

What are the other marriage expenditures and who pays for them?

Earlier the presentations and dowry were not that much but the girl’s parents could be given some gold and an amount of Rs. 1116/- given to the bride and that was big amount. 

The practice of Ooli (bride price) was not prevalent in our (Reddies) caste. Among lower castes (OBCs and SC/STs), the practice of bride price (Ooli) was there.

Earlier there were no family planning methods. Thus everyone had more number of children. Those who intend to have less number of children used to take herbal medicines to control their family sizes. Among them some died. Hence people were fear off to use those medicines.

The reasons for declining fertility are: 

 - due to prevalence of heavy dowries to grooms family, 

 - if one had more number of children (4-5), it is difficult to rear children. 

 - due to the economic problems, parents reduced their family sizes.

Now ANM and doctors are informing about the family planning. Earlier, government propagated much about the family planning in the village.

No one consult anyone and both husband and wife themselves discuss about the family planning.

In the present situations, couple they themselves decide about the number of children they would like to have. After having two or three children, they consult ANM and under go sterilization.

Among backward caste groups, taking into consideration of parents’ suggestions, some couples had more children (3-4) with the intention to have a male child.

Earlier one in ten women used traditional/herbal medicines to abort the foetus. Some died due to the use of crude practices. Medicines were available in the village from traditional healers.

Now also some women are practicing traditional methods to abort the foetus. An old woman in the village administers the traditional medicine.

6. Boys and Girls

Is the birth of a baby boy more celebrated than that of a girl? Reasons?

If a male child is born, parents feel happy. Family name and heritage would be continued due to the birth of a male child. On the other hand, if female child is born, she goes to others house.

Frequency of sex determination of the unborn and female infanticide.

In our caste also some women undergo abortion if the sex of the foetus is female. But there is no practice of killing unwanted children. 

(c)
Are boys treated differently than girls (school, food, clothes, health care, etc.)? 
Reasons?

Earlier there were differences in the treatment of boys and girls. Boys were treated favourably in the issues of food and schooling etc. Parents offer more food to male children than to female children. Even now also parents show discrimination against female children not in terms of food but in sending to school. Parents send their male children to Convent schools and female children to government schools. Parents think that female children would go to others house after their marriage and male children would stay with their parents till old age.

How early do they earn?

Mostly male children help in household issues and in earning.

7.
Children Future (distinguish girls/boys, today/earlier/in other communities) 

(a)
How long are children supposed to study?

Parents educate their children till the children wish to study. By force we cannot make them to study. Hence, depending on their interest and performance in studies, children will be educated till whatever the level they want to study. 

If female children are educated and employed, whether they can give their income to the parents? She contributes to the in-laws family after marriage. Hence, it is better to educate female children up to tenth standard. If male child is educated, what ever he earns he will give it to parents and also live with parents.

Are parents ready to spend money on their studies? How much and till what age?

Parents are ready to afford money, if they study. There is no bar of age in educating the children. 

(c)
What occupations are children supposed to have in the future?

Earlier even though we got employment, we didn’t go for employment because there was no difference in the incomes earned between agriculture and employment. Now, either teacher or peon or any government employment is good. 

(d)
At what age are children (sons especially) supposed to start working?

If children study, it is better to start work from 20 years of age. Otherwise it is better if children start their work from 15-16 years.

Are parents supposed to give some property to their children? Which type

In earlier days, we have also paid a small amount as dowry. Now there is increase in dowry.

The reasons for declining of family size are:

People think that if there were more number of children, it was difficult to maintain. 

Payment of dowries increased.

If parents want to perform marriage of their daughters, grooms parents demand ‘how much dowry can you pay? How many lakhs of rupees? Because of those problems, people reduced their family sizes.

Main FP technique known by the respondent.

We know about operations. Now buttonhole operations have come. With Buttonhole operation, even stitches also wouldn’t appear.

(b)
When do you think the FP started in the village/community? 

Since 40 years people are adopting operations in the village. During the time of the then Prime Minister late Mrs. Indira Gandhi, operations were more. Male used to undergo sterilizations more.

How are the FP activities in the village regarded? 


(Availability and quality of services, cost, staff's attitude)

ANM visits regularly and inform about operations. Otherwise couples visit Kulwakurthi and consult doctors.

Reasons for abortion as against other FP methods

As there was no sterilization, with out the knowledge of husbands and not able to give birth, women used to practice the traditional methods to abort the foetus.

What are the traditional FP techniques in this area? Are they still used today?

Bamboo leaves were boiled. In that water jaggery was mixed and if consumed in the morning (with empty stomach) abortion would take place. Very rarely women follow that method.  

Now also a woman performs abortions. Bit, we don’t know the method. She collects Rs. 300/- to 500/- for performing abortion.

Is the birth of a baby boy more celebrated than that of a girl? Reasons?

Whenever male child is born parents feel happy because female child is born, she goes to others house after her marriage. But male child lives with parents, look after the family and continue lineage of the family.

Frequency of sex determination of the unborn and female infanticide.

Only educated people use ultrasound tests to know the sex of the baby and practice abortion if the foetus is female. But the use of ultrasound test to determine the sex of the foetus and to have abortion is less now days.

Are boys treated differently than girls (school, food, clothes, health care, etc.)? 
Reasons?

Earlier parents show discrimination against girls in the aspects of food, education etc., and boys were treated favourably in food and education. Parents questioned the importance of education to girls. Parents provide good food with the intension that boys have to do hard work.

Now there is no difference either a boy or a girl and are treated equally. But some parents send their male children to convent/residential schools and girls to Government schools.

How early do they earn?

Female children would do household cores only. But male children would do both household and outside works. Hence, male children alone help more to the family.

Earlier there was no idea to parents to what extent children would be educated. Now female children should be educated up to 15 years of age and male children up to 20 years of age.

To what extent children would study and to incur expenditure on education depends upon the economic status and income level of the parents.

What occupations are children supposed to have in the future?

It is better if female children become teachers or nurses, and male children as police or doctors or engineers.

If children have good education, they get good employment only after 25 years of age. If they are not educated, it is better to engage them in any work from 15 years of age onwards.

Whatever parents would earn, it belongs to their children only. Thus either land or money should be given to them.

We (aged parents) are living in the village. Occasionally children visit the village and look after us. If there is any need, children send money.

Even now also some of the SCs continue to have more children. 

Some of the OBCs and lower caste people don’t have knowledge and still they are thinking as in olden days.

Muslims have more number of children.  

However, low caste people like SC/STs have more and more number of children in every place in India. Because, SC/STs think that if one son does not give food, at least another one gives food.

We don’t know about India. As per our knowledge, in our village and state reddies as well as other forward caste people have fewer children.

There is change in agriculture also. Electricity has come and crops are grown well. Now people have knowledge. Government is supplying pesticides, hybrid seeds. Thus the crops are grown well and labourers are also earning well. There is no problem.

Now, if the boy has some education if not here, they can survive by going to Hyderabad or Dubai or to some other place. With that intension the parents of girls perform marriages.

Economic conditions?

There is change in the economic conditions of the people. The economic condition of people is better now. Earlier people earned for their survival. 

If any one gives one rupee to a child, that child tries to save the amount. Earlier, child used to spend the amount that was given. 

Now knowledge of the people increased. Every one is able to earn and save.

(c)
Agriculture?

In earlier days even though pesticides and chemical fertilizers were used, the yields were less. Now people are knowledgeable to apply the modern appropriate agricultural technology to grow different types of crops. People know the type of crops that should be raised in the season to get more profits. 

In earlier days, there was no such knowledge. 

(d)
Housing conditions?

Earlier, construction of buildings with cement was less. But reddies have constructed their buildings with cement. Since ten years our caste people (OBCs) are also constructing good buildings.

Food and drinking water (quality, variety)?

There are rapid changes in the food habits. Earlier people used to consume bread-rolls and balls made with the flour of ‘Jonna.’ Now people consume upma, dosa and chapati. Earlier people consume the roti with the flour of jonna as breakfast and go to the fields and at lunchtime they drink gruel of jonna (ambali) only.

In earlier days people used to consume the gruel of Jonna (Millets) and roti. Now everyone consumes different type of tiffins as breakfast and rice as meal.

Earlier parents used to think that “What we get by educating our children? Thus our parents did not sent us to school. But from the last ten years, parents are sending their children to school with the intension to improve the knowledge and to have good future to their children.

Health facilities?

Earlier also there were some hospitals with limited facilities. But now there are many hospitals. Now and earlier also people visit hospitals at Kulwakurthi. If the disease is not cured, people visit hospitals at Hyderabad (state capital).

Earlier also buses were plying through the village but with irregular timings. Earlier if the buses were not available people used to go by walk to Kulwakurthi otherwise they used to go by walk upto main road (5 kms) and go by bus. 

Now if the bus didn’t come to the village, no one goes by walk and postpone or drop their journey.

Earlier there were no televisions. Occasionally people used to go Kulwakurthi to see the cinemas. From the last two to three years, television sets came and no one go for cinemas now. If any one visits Kulwakurthi on work, they go to cinema and come.

Clothing


Earlier one sari costs Rs. 200/-. Now the same sari is available at fifty rupees to hundred rupees. Earlier people used to take bath once in a week and change the dresses. Now people take bath two times a day and change dresses. 

As compared to earlier days now there are more pairs of clothes.

I have to serve food to my mother-in-law. If I inform to our children to serve food to their grand- mother, they question me ‘if we serve what is the benefit? What she gave to us?

Earlier no official visit the village. Now Mandal Development Officer and Village Administrative Officer visit the village. They inform about the activities of DWACRA Groups and the procedures to save money etc. We know about these from them only. 

Now ANM, Anganwadi teachers, school teachers are visiting the village. They are discussing issues like family planning, children’s education and other good things.

Influence of puberty and/or the girl's schooling on marriage age

Earlier our marriages were performed around 10-11 years of age. Our marriages also were performed before puberty and we were not aware about our husbands. 

Marriages were performed to males at 17 or 18 years of age. 

Now marriages to females are performed at 15 or 16 years of age in our caste (OBCs) and among Reddies (OCs) only after 20-22 years of age. For males, marriages are performed after 25 years of age.

Earlier even though females got married in early ages, parents send them to schools. 

I have continued my schooling another one year after my marriage. Later my mother-in-law discontinued my education to work in the house. (An Anganwadi teacher)

How is the match found? What kind of groom and bride are looked for 


(caste, property, education, age, job prospects, etc.)? 

Earlier no one showed interest on the employment of groom. Parents only used to see in groom that ‘whether groom can do cultivation? Whether he can rear the bride or not? Otherwise whether groom have land so that both can work and survive on the land. 

Among Visya community the bride’s parents used to see whether the groom could run petty shop or not? Whatever the distance they go and see for groom they look whether the groom could run some business or not and arrange the marriage of the bride.

How frequent are about the marriage among relatives (uncle-niece, cousins)?

Earlier there were more consanguous marriages. Now consanguous marriages are less because no one prefers the marriage among blood relatives due to family disputes and mediations should be organized. If the marriage is performed with other than blood relatives it is good. 

If any one marries among blood relatives, they have get relationship with one family only. If the marriage is performed with other than relatives, there would be more relatives and relationship. Thus parents and children prefer to have non-consanguous marriage.

What is the expected dowry? 


What are the other marriage expenditures and who pays for them?

Earlier dowries were less. There are differences in performing marriages earlier and now. 

Now even for a mechanic Rs.40000 should be given as dowry. If groom is able to till the land, the dowry is around one hundred fifty thousands and 100 grams of gold apart from meeting the marriage expenditure.

Earlier in every house there were 3-4 children.

Earlier couples desired to have two children each of sex. Now couple desire to have one boy and one girl child.

Earlier child mortality and morbidity was somewhat high. If the child suffers with any disease parents used to administer mantras and tantras. Parents used to seek treatment from hospitals in the last minute of life of the child. But there was no use.

Earlier we used to think that if a boy and a girl children die, there would be at least two children. Thus we had many (four) children.

Reasons for abortion as against other FP methods

In earlier days and now also some women practice abortion with crude measures due to their ignorance. Some knowledgeable women undergo sterilization or consult doctor or ANM and get aborted.

Now also some women follow crude measures to get abort their foetus. The bamboo leaves are boiled and the water consumed in the morning with empty stomach, the abortion will take place if the pregnancy is of one or two month’s duration. Some women eat raw papaya, zingil and hot foods to have abortion. Now, also if the pregnancy lost three to four months, women go to a woman who practices to abort the foetus.

If the male child was born, parents feel happy and celebrate the birth of the male child. Parents show more affection, towards male child.

In our community there is no practice of abortions if the sex of the foetus is female. Educated people and OC people under go abortion if the sex of the foetus is female.

Now parents show more discrimination in the aspect of education. Male children are admitted in the private convents by paying more donations and female children are admitted in the government schools. Male children are dressed neatly and send to school.

Female children help more to mother from 10-14 years of age. Male children help to father from 14 years of age onwards by assisting in the agriculture and related works.

Earlier parents used to think that it was better to educate female children up to seventh standard, thereafter the girl attains puberty and perform marriage. 

Now females are studying up to tenth standard and some are up to graduation (10+2+3) level.

Now and earlier also, if male children show interest in education, parents educate them up to graduation or even to higher studies.

Depending upon the parent’s economic status female children are educated up to 18 years of age. Male children continue their education according to their interest and earn themselves. Otherwise they discontinue their education.

Now it is difficult to survive. In earlier days the yields of crops were good. Although parents have more number of children, they reared children by doing hard work and labor. The present traditions, dowry, education were not there. The things were better in earlier days.

Economic conditions?

Earlier if parents worked, the wages were sufficient to rear children. Now even if parents and children work, the income is not sufficient to survive. Now earnings are less and expenditure on food and clothes are more. Now prices have increased, whatever the parents earn is not sufficient for food and clothes. 

Earlier parents acquired properties like cattle, gold etc., even with three or ten children. Now whatever the amount parents earn is not sufficient for living. Even the property earned by the parents is sold and is not sufficient.

Agriculture?

Earlier people used to cultivate the land whatever the extent they have. Now even if there is land, no one cultivates land. 

Earlier the cattle dung was used as fertilizer for agriculture and yields were good from crops. Now who will use the cattle dung? There are pesticides and chemical fertilizers. 

Earlier, caster and paddy were not raised extensively. Pulses and Jonna were cultivated in a large extent. Now, tomato, cotton and different type of vegetables are grown.

Now also there is more work in agriculture. But the wage income is not sufficient, as there is increase in prices.

Earlier we have worked through out the day and cooked the bread rolls for supper. Now days even all the facilities are there, women do not prefer to prepare such food and eat.

Earlier by going and returning from labor, the food was prepared and consumed by pounding paddy/Jonna. Now, even to wash milk bowl is getting difficult to the young females.

Schooling?

Earlier parents did not send their children to school and even they don’t know to send children to school. Only patels (reddies) used to go to school.

Health facilities?
Earlier there were no hospitals. People used to take the local medicines. For any disease only local medicines were given. By consumption of local medicines, the patient may survive or die.  

Earlier, people were rude. Even if they suffer with fever, they used to go for labor. If they were not able to bear and do the work, then only they used to take local medicines. If the disease was cured little bit, again they go for labor. Now, if any one gets fever, they wouldn’t do any work and inform that the doctor advised rest. 

Now even if for minor ailments, people visit to hospital with the view that it is serious.

Transport facilities?

Earlier people used to walk whatever may be the distance. Only some people (reddies) used to go by bullock carts. People like ours (SCs) take food and go. Whenever the sun was set, they eat, sleep, and start their journey next day. 

Now, at any time the bus, or zeep or auto is available in the village and can go to where ever one wants to go.

Entertainment?

Earlier there were no televisions or radios as in present days. Time was sufficient for doing work only and sufficient time was not there for sleep.

Earlier women have less freedom. Now women have more freedom to take decisions in all issues.

Now women have to accept in doing the things. If they desire that the work should be done, it has to be done. The situation has become in that way.

Earlier children have more value and respect towards their elders as well as to their parents. 

Now it is less.

Now who are caring aged parents? The aged persons should die early. Daughter-in-law thinks that her Mother-in-law should die early. They desire that themselves and her husband should alone be in the house. Earlier, in-laws should be there in the house as main persons.

Earlier no one visits the village. Now officials visit the village and inform some good things. 

ANM visits the village and advises to under go sterilization after two children and also informs about the various government welfare measures/incentives. 

ANM also informs that if any one under go sterilization with two children, government offers Rs. 500/ and if both are female children the amount of incentive offered is Rs. 5,000/-.

School teachers visits the houses and motivate parents to send children to school. They inform that don’t make your children like you as illiterates. Send them to school and educate so that they can lead good life. Earlier no one used to tell like this.   

Still some officials from Mandal office visit the village and inform about the various welfare schemes and loans. Now it is better than earlier period in passing on the information.

Political leaders also visit the village during elections and request to cast vote infavour of them. If they won, they promise to provide house sites and construct houses. Some have done the work and kept up their promises.

Influence of puberty and/or the girl's schooling on marriage age

Earlier, marriages were performed to females at very low ages ranging between 9 -11 years and at 16 or 17 years for males.

Our marriages were held with out our knowledge and consent. 

Now, marriages are performed to females at 16 or 17 years of age and at 20 years or after to males.

Earlier if match was found marriage was performed with out looking for other things like property etc. Parents think that the couple would survive by any means and marriage was performed. 

Parents of bride look whether the boy could do his caste occupation or not? (If Madiga caste, whether he can do the cobbler work; If Yadava, can he graze sheep; If Telaga caste, can he catch fish; if Kapu, can he has land and cultivation etc.).

Earlier consanguous marriages were more. Now it has declined due to dowries. Now every one expects dowry. 

If the boy was not having property the blood relatives hesitate to give their girl with the intention that they may not lead good life.

Earlier there were no dowries and presentations. The bride price was in practice. The parents of groom used to give 10 grams gold and some silver to the bride as bride price and got marry. 

Now, even in our caste the dowry is more. It is in thousands and lakhs.

Reasons for abortion as against other FP methods

Earlier due to lack of FP methods, abortion was practiced. Mother and her daughter also become pregnant. As the society ridicule the mother, she under goes abortion, as the F.P.methods were not known. All caste people used to practice abortion. But it was more among reddy community. Two to three women died due to the practice of crude methods of abortion. Due to those women used to fear of undergoing abortion. Some women undergo abortion without the knowledge of their husbands.

What are the traditional FP techniques in this area? Are they still used today?

Now also one woman has undergone abortion using the traditional method. If women go to hospital for abortion, people think that the health personnel do several things, which were not liked by the women. Hence, women undergo abortion from the quack that is practicing in the village.

The bamboo leaves are boiled and is given to a pregnant lady who want to under go abortion in the early morning with empty stomach. The woman gets abortion if it is two or three months duration of pregnancy.

Is the birth of a baby boy more celebrated than that of a girl? Reasons?

In our caste (SCs), parents feel happy on the birth of irrespective of sex of the child. However, parents desire to have a male child to continue lineage. 

There is no celebrations or parties on the occasion of the birth of the child. But irrespective of sex of the child, a function is arranged at the time of giving bath to mother after delivery, usually on the ninth or eleventh day after birth of the child (Purudu), is performed happily according to their capacity.

Frequency of sex determination of the unborn and female infanticide.

We are not aware about the practice of sex determination of the foetus and sex selective abortions. If we were educated we can know. 

There is no practice of infanticide.

Reasons?
In earlier days and at present days also, there is no discrimination against child in rearing. We treat both the children equally.

How early do they earn?

In our caste (SCs), both male and female children equally do hard work and help equally. After attaining certain age, they go for wages and help in household chores. 

Mostly female children help more in household activities even after returning from outside labour work.

Parents intend to educate their female children minimum up to tenth standard and male children up to graduation. If economic status permits, they will be educated till tenth standard other wise we take them along with us for the work to earn wages.

Now people are better off. In earlier days we have faced many difficulties. Even for food there was difficulty. People were of primitive type and not civilized. By hard labour we used to survive. There were no sophisticated facilities as of today. There were no electricity, machinery and other things. Now there are many modern facilities to lead life comfortably. 

Tell me if there have been changes in these during the last 20-30 years? (For each item, if the answer is YES, ask: In what way?)

(b)
Economic conditions?

Earlier earnings and expenditure was less. If any one takes two baskets full of brinjals to Kulwakurthi town for marketing, it was not sold out. Now days even if one takes cartloads of brinjals, it is sold with in hours.  

Now there are many changes. Earnings have increased as compared to earlier days. Both income and expenditure has increased. People are better off economically. 

(c)
Agriculture?

In agriculture front, there are many changes. Modern agricultural machinery has come. Yields are good. Because of using electricity, the things are better. Earlier there was only one crop per year and yields were low. Now by using electricity three crops are raised in a year. The yields are good. Earlier if one harvests one acre of paddy, it was hard to get ten bags. Now, one third of an acre yields ten bags of paddy.   

Earlier Sajja, Jonna, castor and paddy crops were grown. Now, new and different types of crops with hybrid varieties have come. Production/yields also increased. People are getting sufficient food. Earlier even though people were less, availability of food was difficult. 

(d)
Housing conditions?

Earlier people lived in huts. The walls were made with mud and roof with dry grass. There were no buildings. Now, there are many buildings with modern facilities like ventilators, fans etc. 

At the time of construction of my house, a Granite stone/rock was brought from Jadcherla (50 kms), as it was not available in Kulwakurthi (10 kms). Now everything is available at Kulwakurthi. 

(e)
Food and drinking water (quality, variety)?

Earlier people used to consume the gruel and bread-rolls. Taking meals with rice was less. Now there are different varieties of food items. People consume whatever they like. 

(f)
Clothing?

Earlier people used to wear rough and sign clothes. For some, it was difficult to get even the rough clothes to wear. Only some people used to wear nice clothes. 

(g)
Schooling?

There were no schools in earlier days. From out side villages, educated persons visit the village and inform that they will teach tuitions to the children. They collect fifty paise to one rupee per child, per month and educate all the children at one place in the village. Only one or two used to send their children for such schools. Most of the people send their children to work. 

Now, for all children education is a must. If any child wants to graze the cattle, parents say no and send the child to school. 

(h)
Health facilities?

Earlier there were no medical facilities. People used to take herbal/natural medicines from available plants. 

As per my observation people used to go a traditional healer at Kulwakurthi with a cup/mug and he gives a colour juice to drink called araka for minor or major ailments. Except that, there were no medicines, no tablets, and no injections.

Transport facilities?

Earlier there were no transport facilities and people used to go by walk whatever the distance. People used to go frequently to Acchampet  (18 kms) to purchase any type of goods, as they were not available at Kulwakurthi.

Entertainment?

Earlier there were no televisions etc like in present days. Earlier people used to spent their leisure time mostly during summer season by observing street plays etc, In the neighboring villages also people used to spend their leisure time in the same way.

Behavior of children towards parents?

Earlier children used to show respect and value towards their parents. Now children behaviour towards their parents is not good. Children are going to urban areas to settle according to their wish/like. If parents want to see them, children have to come to the village.

Now aged parents were not taken care well by their children as in earlier days. Now children are not showing respect to their parents.

Influence of puberty and/or the girl's schooling on marriage age

Earlier parents perform marriages to their daughter before 10 years of age and to males were not married even they attain the age of 30 years.

Parents used to perform the marriages of young girls with older men.  

Earlier parents performed marriage to their daughters even before ten years of age. Now even after 20 years of age, parents are not performing the marriage of their  daughters. 

Earlier parents didn’t send their daughters to school. Generally parents educate one of their male children only.

Earlier parents of a girl used to look at the extent of possession of land; number of cattle and other property by the boy’s parents. There were no dowries and presentations. Earlier grooms parents used to think it’s enough if the parents of the bride give their daughter.

Now the dowries and marriage expenses are more and it is in lakhs of rupees.

Earlier child marriages were common. Generally bride resides in mothers house even after marriage. If the parents send her to in-laws house, she returns. Thus girls were sent to their in-laws house only after attaining puberty.

Earlier there were more than six and to about ten children in every house.

Reasons for high fertility

Earlier there were no operation facilities as in present days. Hence, parents had many children. 

Earlier if any one wants to control their family size or intends to under go sterilization, people were discouraged them and also inform if any one under go sterilization, they may die or become weak. Couples were used to think that if they may die ‘who can rear our children’ and ‘how to work, if they become weak?’ Thus most couples hesitate to under go sterilization or to control their family sizes.

Reasons for low fertility

Couple had awareness about operation/contraceptive methods. 

Parents realized about the requirements to the children. They used to think that if there were two or three children, it was easy to provide good education and clothing. Thus they controlled their family sizes.

Earlier there was more value to female children. During marriage times, for the parents of grooms, if the bride is available it was enough for them. Such demand was there to female children in earlier days.

Now male children had more value.

Earlier no one cares if any one has more or less children. However, people were fear to see those who had more number of children. Because people used to think that they had more strength because of having many children.

Earlier even though parents were rich had many children. Now if parents are rich desire to have less number of children.

I had undergone vasectomy operation 44 years back. Fifty years back, first (late) Julari Veeraiah of Vysya community has undergone vasectomy operation and later my brother also underwent sterilization. Later, I have consulted them and they informed me to under go vasectomy operation. 

However, some people sidetracked me informing side effects like weakness etc., but I didn’t heed their words.

How are the FP activities in the village regarded? 


(Availability and quality of services, cost, staff's attitude)

Now ANM is offering good advice and services. People themselves go for sterilization with out seeking advice from others.


Earlier, I went to Hyderabad and undergone vasectomy operation. No one followed up me after operation. They kept three days in the hospital and discharged me. They suggested not to do any hard work for three months.

Later, I have motivated others also. Couples were fear off to undergo operation and only some people underwent operations. 

Earlier no one visits the village from hospitals as like today.

Family members also offer good advices. ANM visits the house and she advises on Family planning choices. She also provides incentives.

Yes. Parents do advise. But couples themselves decide voluntarily after having desired number and adopt sterilization.

Earlier there was discrimination in every aspect including diet. Female children were looked down than the male children. Female children were not sent anywhere alone and male children were sent and engage in all works. 

Whatever the reason, female children were looked down and male children were valued more and enjoy more with the male children. 

In earlier days, females didn’t have education and they were not engaged in any activity as like today. Parents say that male children could do any type of work and what would female children do? Hence, parents show discrimination.

How early do they earn?

Male children help more both in household chores and in outside work.

Earlier no one think about to what level the children should study.

Now parents according to their capacity, educate their children till whatever they could study. Otherwise if the parents’ economic status couldn’t permit, parents educate them up to tenth standard or intermediate level of education (10+2).

What occupations are children supposed to have in the future?

If is better if children would get any government job. They have to get jobs like teacher or doctor according to their level of education.

Whatever the level children studied, accordingly they should  get suitable employment.

At what age are children (sons especially) supposed to start working?

It is better if the children could start work from 18-20 years of age. 

(e)
Are parents supposed to give some property to their children? Which type? 
(Consumer goods, land, house, cattle, etc.)

It is better if parents give “land, or cash, or house, or flat” to their children.

Parents expect that their children should provide timely food and support in their old age. They also expect that their children should perform the last rituals.

We expect support from our children till the end and to take care of us in our old age.

Which children?

Earlier parents expect to live together and work together with their children. Most of the parents lived together and worked together. 

Earlier, if one has to live. He/she has to stay in the house or do a hard labour. There was no other go. Now it is not like that.  

Now days every one has withstand on his/her own. The present day conditions didn’t exist earlier. There are several opportunities and one can go to any where and can survive by doing any type of work.

Changing Conditions (this set of questions refer only to today's situation)

(a)
Are people generally are better off now than in the past, or worse off, or things 
have not changed much? Is this true of all communities in the village?

Now people are better off as compared to earlier days. Earlier people faced many difficulties for food. As we have (OC peoples) some land, there was no much difficulty. The remaining people faced difficulties.  

Now, all people irrespective of caste are leading life equally with forward caste people. Civilization and facilities have increased. Hence, the living conditions of people are better now. 

Tell me if there have been changes in these during the last 20-30 years? (For each item, if the answer is YES, ask: In what way?)

(b)
Economic conditions?

Economic conditions have improved for every one. Earlier people used to work under the landlords (Reddies/Patels) by taking certain amount per year. Most of the SC/STs and OBCs worked under landlords. Earlier except agricultural works there was no other work. Now apart from agricultural works, there are several non-agricultural works. Thus if the work is not remunerative in the village, they go out side to earn more money. Earlier there were no facilities like present days. Now everyone earns well and economically better.

(c)
Agriculture?
Earlier there was no paddy crop. Only dry land crops like Sajja and Jonna were raised. After the arrival of electricity (in 1975) in the village, people used to cultivate all types of crops. Since 1975, paddy is cultivated. Earlier people used to grow Sajja, Jonna and Castor crops.

Now people use complex/chemical fertilizers for crops. Earlier people used cattle dung and leaves of different plants as manure to crops. Now the yields have increased more than in earlier days. Since five to six years people are also growing cotton.

(d)
Housing conditions?

Earlier most of the houses were constructed with mud like mud walls, mud roofs, mud dowels etc., and others lived in huts or semi-pucca houses. Now only one in ten members have huts with mud and every one have constructed buildings/houses with cement. Now every one has electricity connections.

Food and drinking water (quality, variety)?

Earlier people used to think that if one has two meals in a day was enough. Rice was not available to all and people used to consume the gruel or bread of Sajja and Jonna. Later people used to practice to eat rice as meals. Now only some people consume Sajja and Jonna for the sake of health reasons and most people consume different types of vegetables and nutritious food. 

(f).
Clothing


Earlier people were muddy and wear rough clothes. They don’t have many pairs of clothes and cosmetics as at present days. People had only one or two pairs of clothes and those were purchased at the time of festivals and marriages. Now even though people possess more number of pairs, still they purchase according to their liking. 

(g)
Schooling?

Earlier educational facilities were less and all most nil. The Brahmin community people used to collect fifty paise (half rupee) to one rupee per child per month and offer their services to educate children. Those who had interest to educate their children sent their children upto fifth standard. That was among only the Patel/Reddy community mostly.  

Now there is no problem. Those who are wealthy send their children to convent schools and others send their children to government school. With out any discrimination of caste or creed, every one is sending their children to school. 

People know the importance of education at present days. Hence, even by earning wages, children are sent to school with the intension that children should acquire knowledge.

(h)
Health facilities?

Earlier people used to administer herbal medicines. If they were cured they could survive or die. As at present, there were not many diseases earlier. There was no medicine for minor ailments/diseases. If the diseases were to be as at present days, no one could have survived in the village. 

For the last 10-15 years, even for small ailments/diseases people are going to Kulvakurthi. If the disease is not cured, they go to Hyderabad.

Transport facilities?

Earlier there were no bus or tractor facilities. People used to go by walk or by bullock carts only. Due to lack of transport facilities, women and children would not go anywhere. Only males  visit outside.

Now, even children of age 5 to 6 years go Kulvakurthi for studies.  

Now the transport facilities are better. Bus will ply four times a day. Zeeps and autos are also there. Hence there is no problem to go out side at any time.

Entertainment?

Earlier there was no entertainment and time was sufficient for doing household works. People in the village perform street plays twice or thrice in a year. There were no television sets and no one sits in front of the house with out doing any work. 

Now televisions and cable connections have come. Now people switch on to serials and cinemas. Even with out doing work, people watch TV.

The conditions of women? Do women have more freedom now than in the past? 
(If YES: In which aspects?)

Now women have more freedom. As compared to present days, earlier women don’t have even 10 percent of freedom. 

Earlier women don’t have liberty/independence even to go outside from the house. 

Now to perform marriage of the daughter, both husband and wife discuss and decide. Later they take the consent of their daughter. Parents ask their daughter whether she liked the selected groom or not? Earlier it was not like so. Girls have to obey their elders’ decision even though the groom was old and have to marry silently.  

Now, not only marriage issues, even to purchase any property, or to do any work or to take any decision, the consent of women are compulsory and they have to accept.

Please tell me if there have been changes in these during the last 20-30 years? (For each item, if the answer is YES, ask in what way?)

(b)
Behavior of children towards parents?

Earlier children obey and respect the words of their elders. Now only some are like that. They are taking decisions independently. If parents question them, they retard and say that they are educated and know good and bad. 

(c)
Treatment of aged parents? 

There is no difference. However now children take more care towards their aged parents. If they suffer with any health problem, they would bring tablets and looking after well. Only some are not taking care of their aged parents. If children didn’t take care of aged parents, who else would take care?

(d)
Has the role of community leaders changed in the society?

Earlier there was no change in the society due to community leaders. But they used to control the quarrels in the village by making adjustments. 

Now it is better some ten members form as a group take decisions and implement those for the development of the village. 

The present Sarpanch (president) came forward to offer one lakh rupees to renovate the temple, if his election was unanimous. All the elders of the village unanimously decided and elected him as sarpanch of the village. With that amount temple was renovated and streetlights were arranged. Still some fund is available.

What about political leaders? Has their role and attitude changed?

(f)
How about people’s attitude towards political leaders?

Now the awareness about politics and political leaders is good. Earlier people didn’t know about the political leaders and were not aware of politics. 

Now even a child also knows about politics and political leader. 

Now the political leaders are also doing some developmental works in the village. They promise many things to do for the village at the time of elections only. After the elections they wouldn’t keep up their promise. However they have constructed houses and given house sites to some people. 

Earlier there was a school in the village up to 5th standard. It was upgraded to upper primary school, because of political leaders.

And about government officials? Has their approach to people’s problems changed?
Earlier no one visits the village. Now officials are visiting the village particularly from health department. They are giving immunization to children and motivating couples to adopt sterilization after two children. 

Earlier ten children were handicapped due to polio. Now due to the visit and the efforts of health department personnel, the polio has decreased in the village.

Marriage (distinguish today/earlier/in other communities)
(a)
Age at marriage (especially for girls). 

Influence of puberty and/or the girl's schooling on marriage age

Earlier marriages were arranged between the ages of 10-12 years for females and at late ages of 30-35 years for males. Even though the age of the girl was less and male’s age was more, parents perform the marriages. 

Earlier girls have no education. No one of my age is educated in my cohort. Later some people try to educate their children. .
Now in our caste (OCs), parents are interested to educate their daughters and marry between the ages of 20-23 years of age. Other communities (BC& SC/STs) perform the marriages during 13-14 years of age. 

Immediately after attaining puberty, parents perform the marriage of their daughters in the village.

Parents perform the marriage of their daughters immediately after puberty with out any delay.

(b)
How is the match found? What kind of groom and bride are looked for 

(caste, property, education, age, job prospects, etc.)? 

Mainly caste was the main criteria. Earlier, while selecting the bridegroom, the parents see the goodness of the groom, capability for taking care of the spouse and whether he can do cultivation. 
Now people are looking the groom’s education, employment status along with property. 

If the boys/girls are educated they marry according their liking even inter-caste marriages.

If children are educated they marry according their liking with out considering the caste.

(c)
How frequent are about the marriage among relatives (uncle-niece, cousins)?

Earlier the consanguous marriages were more. But it decreased nowadays. However, if both the families have same status, parents perform marriage even now also. If any one either groom or bride is uneducated, or poor, they look outside match for marriage. 

At present importance is given to dowry by the boy’s family. Now who ever offer more dowry, parents of boy prefer to marry there. It is like saying, “wherever the Jaggery (sweet) there would be ants.” 

Now importance is given to dowry but not to family relations or relationships in performing marriage of boys.

(d)
What is the expected dowry? 


What are the other marriage expenditures and who pays for them?

Earlier marriage expenses were less (not that much). Dowries were also less, if one has Rs. 200/- marriage could be over. Expenditure on food, clothes, etc., was met equally. 

Now if one wants to perform a marriage to their daughter, he should have five lakhs of rupees in hand in our caste. Even if the boy is not doing any work or do agriculture, we have to offer lakhs of rupees as dowry. All marriage expenses have to be met by the bride’s family. 

Even among OBCs, this is the pattern.

How long after marriage does the couple start living together?

Earlier parents used to see good day and time to send the bride to in-laws house. They send the bride three months after marriage.

Now no one sees good day or time and immediately after marriage parents send their daughter to her in-laws place.

Number Of Children  (distinguish today/earlier/in other communities)

(a)
Actual number of children

Earlier every one had 8-9 children or more. Now most of the couples control their family size with two children. However some couples desire to have 3-4 children. 

(b)
Ideal number of children, sons and daughters.

Earlier no one thinks about the number of sons and daughters they should have. They were not aware of about the ideal number one should have. 

Now couples do not desire female children and intends to have 2-3 male children. 

(c)
Children's mortality and morbidity

Child mortality and morbidity was high in earlier days. Parents don’t have belief whether children can survive or not up to a certain age. They don’t know ‘which disease would come and why children would die’. There were no medicines. Parents administer local medicines and herbal medicines to cure the disease. But it was not cured. Some times to get rid of the `doshas’, Mantras and tantras were performed.

Since last 6-7 years, there is no child mortality 

(d)
Do you think that people should decide about the number of children or leave it to chance?

Earlier parents used to think that the god decides (daiva nirnayam) about the number of children a couple should have. But now it is in our hands ‘how many children one would like to have’. 

(e1)
Reasons for high fertility

In earlier days, due to lack of knowledge about the operations was the main reason to have more number of children by the couples. Even though some were aware of operations, they fear to under go sterilization. People didn’t have knowledge and education as like in present days. 

(e2)
Reasons for low fertility

Now people are educated and have knowledge. They understand the pros and cons of having more number of children. Thus they controlled their family sizes.

(f)
Value of children (sons/daughters).

Earlier there were no differences. Parents used to give equal value to both. 

Even now also both male and female children have equal value. But parents fear about the large payments of dowries. Thus parents fear if the child is female.

(g)
How are people with higher fertility and people with lower fertility considered?

(h)
What would people say if you had one or two less children?  One or two more children? 

Earlier if any one had more number of children or fewer children, no one bothers and cares about them because everyone had more number of children. If any one had more children, people used to think that ‘god has given many children to them and children are asset to them’.

Now if any one has more number of children, the educated people advise them `it is enough and control your family size. If another ten members give birth to more number of children like you, in the coming days there will be shortage of food, cloth and other things. You have to suffer and children also have to suffer. Hence, control your family size.’

If you were richer, would you have more or less children?

Earlier if poor or rich, couples desired more children. Now even if parents are rich or poor, they intend to have 1-2 children.

Main FP technique known by the respondent

I know about females operation, males operation and loop. 

(b).
When do you think the FP started in the village/community? 

For the last 30 years people are adopting sterilization in the village. 

(c)
How are the FP activities in the village regarded? 


(Availability and quality of services, cost, staff's attitude)

Now ANM visits the village regularly and inform to couples. Otherwise couples themselves visit hospitals and seek suggestions.

(d)
With whom do you discuss about FP choices? spouse, parents, relatives, friends, etc.? 

Couples they themselves discuss otherwise they consult their parents. However, there is no necessity to discuss or seek suggestions from elders in the present days. Now couples are educated and they know all. Hence they themselves decide. 

(e)
Do parents advise about the right number of kids to have? Is the advice followed?

Only few will obey the words of elders. Most of the couples deny the words of elders and inform they have to bring up children by doing hard work. Couples they themselves decide and get sterilized.

Who is offering the best advice on matters related to FP?

Couple themselves decide about the family planning methods now days. 

(g)
Abortion: frequency (especially in the past) and 


reasons for abortion as against other FP methods.

Earlier some women aborted their foetus with crude measures due to their inability to bear and rear children. Women get aborted even at 3-4 months of duration of pregnancy. Due to such practices, some women also died in the village. 

(h)
What are the traditional FP techniques in this area? Are they still used today?

Now also only some women are practicing local home practices to abort the foetus. In plantain camphor is inserted and is given to a woman who want to abort the foetus.

Boys and Girls (distinguish today/earlier/in other communities)

(a)
Is the birth of a baby boy more celebrated than that of a girl? Reasons?

Earlier parents wouldn’t celebrate, if a woman delivered a child. But if there was a male child, parents feel that they had a VAMSODDARAKUDU (Inheritor/heir) to continue the family name. Parents feel happy and they wouldn’t celebrate the occasion. 

Now if a woman delivers a male child, parents distribute sweets, presentations and perform the function of delivery-bath. Because parents feel that male child would ‘bring dowry’, and stay with us till last days and take care of us. If female child there would be problems until the marriage is performed.

(b)
Frequency of sex determination of the unborn and female infanticide.

Due to the above reasons, now parents practice abortion, if they identify the sex of the foetus is female through ultra sound tests. However this is the practice only among rich people.  Among middle class people, OBCs and SCs, there is no practice of such tests as per my knowledge.

Are boys treated differently than girls (school, food, clothes, health care, etc.)? 
Reasons?

Earlier parents treat equally. Now parents show discrimination in some aspects. Parents educate their children in convent schools by force, even if children didn’t show interest. But parents didn’t show the same interest in the education of female children.

Who help more in the family, boys or girls? How do they help? 


How early do they earn?

Earlier, male and female children do their roles. Male children helped more in every aspect than female children. Male children earn income by working outside and female do only household activities. 

Now female children are not helping even in household cores and they go by saying that they have to study. Their work also has to be done by us. 

Only poor parents send their male or female children to labour from 13-14 years of age onwards. Others would like to send their children for work from 20 years of age onwards.

Earlier parents didn’t think to what extent their children should study. Even parents didn’t have interest to educate their children. 

Now competition has increased for any employment. Hence, parents decide ‘what to study’ and ‘to what extent their children should study’ to restrict the second thoughts in future.  

Parents also consider the interest of children and act according to their wish.

Are parents ready to spend money on their studies? How much and till what age?

Now parents educate their children beyond their status and even by raising loans. Some parents educate their children up to 20 or 25 years of age. 

(c)
What occupations are children supposed to have in the future?

We desire that our children could become professionals like Doctor or Engineer or teacher. Otherwise it is good if they become businessmen to a large extent.

At what age are children (sons especially) supposed to start working?

If parents are economically well off, children should study well and start to earn from 27-28 years of age. Otherwise it is better to start to do work from 15-16 years of age.

Are parents supposed to give some property to their children? Which type? 
(consumer goods, land, house, cattle, etc.)

Even though children were educated well, parents should compulsorily provide some property like land or cash or house to avoid future complications. Other wise children may question, “What property you have earned for us? And compare with other parents who have earned for their children property. 

Of course, if there is any property then only, parents should give to their children.

Are parents expecting to get support from their children? What kind of support?

It is quite natural that parents expect help in the old age from their children. For any thing as parents we cannot live without asking our children in our oldage.

Which children?

In the present days, there is no compulsion that parents and their children should live together and work together. If children would go outside to work or to earn, it is not possible for us to go there and live together or work together. 

In villages, depending upon their psychology, parents and children are living together or working together. Otherwise they live separately.

As compared to earlier days, now every one has controlled their family size irrespective of caste in the village.

In our caste (Reddy’s), people have started to reduce their family sizes. From the olden days, our people lead dominant life. Apart from richness, our people were somewhat educated than others. They are not interested to send their children for wages. They realized that if they have more children, it is not possible to bring up and it is not a good practice to send children for wages. Hence, they started to reduce their family sizes.

Only among lower castes, couples have more children with the intension to have each sex of the child. Parents believe that children would survive even by doing labour. Even in the present days also some couples have more children.

Among lower caste groups, labour groups have more children everywhere.

And who are the people with the fewest children in India?

Don’t know.

It is feasible for you?

It is a good practice. Parents could educate their children well and problems/difficulties could also be minimized.

Changing Conditions (this set of questions refer only to today's situation)

(a)
Are people generally are better off now than in the past, or worse off, or things 
have not changed much? Is this true of all communities in the village?

As compared to earlier days, now people are better off and conditions are also favourable.  There was no electricity earlier and people had difficulties even to get a square meal. Since electrification people are somewhat better.  

Tell me if there have been changes in these during the last 20-30 years? (For each item, if the answer is YES, ask: In what way?)

(b)
Economic conditions?

Earlier earnings were low. If one goes for labour, they get four or five rupees as wages and it was sufficient to rear children. By rearing and selling cattle one gets ten to twenty rupees as profit in a year.  

Earlier both earnings and expenditure were low. Now expenditure is more than income. 

(c)
Agriculture?

In agriculture also there are changes. Earlier people used to cultivate with bullocks and ploughs the land by employing labourers. Now people are using tractors for cultivation. But the yields are not profitable. The returns from crops are just sufficient to meet the costs incurred. 

Earlier by giving one and half kilo of paddy, the labourer used to work through out the day. Now, even if 15 kilos of paddy is given, it is difficult to get a labourer. 

Earlier growing of crops was less because of lack of knowledge. Fertilizers were also not applied properly. The yields were not much. Now pesticides and chemical fertilizers are applied in growing more crops.

Housing conditions?

Earlier people were living in huts and houses were built with mud. Even the mud walls also were not there for some. Now in the place of mud walls, people constructed buildings with concrete pillars and cement. This is so irrespective of caste. 

(e)
Food and drinking water (quality, variety)?

Earlier people used to consume the gruel and bread-rolls made with sajja or jonna. Food grains were grown with out applying chemical fertilizers and pesticides. There was no rice. If we go to the house of landlord, he offers paddy as wage. It will be sufficient just for four days. We inform to them that we have children. If Jonnalu is given we will make gruel and flour balls and eat. So instead of paddy, we take Jonnalu, which will lose long.  


Now, electricity is there. Paddy is grown. Those who do labour are better off than the cultivator. Daily he gets Rs. 50 as wage. Daily he gets 15 kilos of paddy. One works for labour a day, he/she will be happy for four days. All are eating varieties of food. Earlier only rich used to consume rice. The remaining people used to eat the bread rolls and flour balls. Now, each and every one is eating rice.

Clothing?
Earlier people did not have many pairs as like in present days. Now people are taking bath daily and use washed clothes. Earlier people used to give bath to children once in a week. The children of 6 to 7 years of age used to wear elders shirts. Up to that age it was rare to wear clothes by children. Now people use different types and varieties of clothes to children since birth. 

Earlier people used to wear rough clothes and had less number. Now even though people don’t have sufficient food, they would like to have neat and fresh clothing. 

Earlier due to lack of sufficient clothing, people wash the cloth and dry it by wearing one edge and holding another edge.

Schooling?

Earlier the educational facilities were not much. Only rich people used to send their children to school. Few only were educated. Parents also didn’t have interest and status to send their children to school. No one motivate the people to send their children to school. 

In our caste, people didn’t have the capacity to send their children to school. After returning the home by grazing cattle in the evening, one knowledgeable and educated person from reddi caste, used to teach.    

Earlier, there was a school in the village up to fourth standard. Thereafter parents used to send their children to neighbouring villages either to Vangoor (14 kms) or Kulwakurthi (10 kms).

Health facilities?

Earlier there were no allopathic medicines and no injections. People used traditional medicines or herbal medicines for any disease. If the disease was cured, it won’t recur. If not cured the patient would die. 

Now even for minor ailments, people visit hospitals and consult doctors. 

(i)
Transport facilities?

Earlier there were no transport facilities like buses and only bullock carts were there. People used bullock carts to go to Jadcherla to sell the caster and other products. The roads were not good.  

Earlier our grand parents used to say that the cart without bullocks is there. Go and see how it goes. We used to observe the lorry or bus with curiosity.

Entertainment?

Earlier there were no cinemas and radios. People used to entertain with Yaksha ganams and bhogamatalu (street plays). People of Dasari and Bhogam castes used to learn and play by themselves.

During summer season, people used to play for 3-4 months. For every show, people present food grains. 

Those who ever was interested, irrespective of caste/group, go to the neighbouring villages whenever such programes were organized.

Earlier women didn’t have freedom. Now women have more freedom. Women are leading in all walks of life. “I have purchased you for one lakh by paying dowry and you have to do the things according my instructions and wish.”

Behavior of children towards parents?

Earlier and now also children give respect to their parents. Only some children behave irresponsibly and don’t give respect to their elders.

Treatment of aged parents? 

Earlier aged parents were looked well according to their capacity. Now, there is no concern towards their aged parents.

Has the role of community leaders changed in the society?

Earlier community leaders inform good and bad to those who misbehave and they listen to the words of those leaders. They had respect in the village. 

Now if any theft or some other thing happens, no one cares about those and say that, “If such things occur in our house then we will look in to those things.”

To those who do thefts in the village or misbehave, Village elders inform to them not to do such type of things and lead life by doing hard work. Like that the good and bad were suggested to such deviant people. Now no one suggest to such people and think if it happens in their house then they want to act on that.

How about people’s attitude towards political leaders?

Earlier there were no political leaders in the village and they were in urban areas only. People don’t know about politics. Since 10-20 years people came to know about politics and political leaders. 

Now every one knows about politics.

Earlier Tahsildar (Taluk officer) only visits the village and enquires about land issues. Now officials from Mandal office visit the village. They conduct meetings and inform good and bad to people. 

Earlier people were afraid to contact officials and officials also were not visiting the villages. 

Now teachers, ANMs and others are visiting the village frequently.

Age at marriage (especially for girls). 

Influence of puberty and/or the girl's schooling on marriage age

Earlier parents used to perform the marriages of girls even before puberty.  By the age of 9-10 years almost all girls get married. Males married after 16 years of age. Even 30 years aged man marries 8 years age of a girl. 


Now parents are educating their daughters and perform marriages after 20 years of age. However in our community (OBCs) some perform the marriage of their daughters between 13-14 years of age. 

(b)
How is the match found? What kind of groom and bride are looked for 

(Caste, property, education, age, job prospects, etc.)?

Parents of a girl used to see whether Cattle, Sheep or property was there or not before performing the marriage of their daughter. If the boy has cattle and land then they arrange marriage with the intension that the couple could live by grazing the cattle and by doing cultivation. If the boy was knowledgeable, even if he didn’t have property, marriage was performed with the intension that by earning wages he could bring up his family.

Now even the boy is not working and not having house to live, if the parents of a girl intend to arrange marriage with that boy, he demands how much dowry the girls parents can offer? If one lakh rupees is offered as dowry, he say only that much! For one lakh rupees who will marry? 

(c)
How frequent are about the marriage among relatives (uncle-niece, cousins)?

Earlier there were more consanguous marriages. Groom/bride respect the words of elders and accept the marriages. Now people look only at dowry or property and don’t consider elders or relation. 

(d)
What is the expected dowry? 


What are the other marriage expenditures and who pays for them?

Earlier bride price was in practice (Ooli). Parents of groom pay fifty to sixty rupees, if they were rich. Otherwise sixteen rupees were paid as bride price and celebrate marriage. 

Since last 30 years, the practice of dowry has come in vogue. Earlier if any one offered Rs. 116/-, it was thought of a great amount. Now if one pay lakhs as dowries, parents of grooms are not satisfied. 

Earlier the marriage expenses were less. Parents of groom present ‘marriage sari’s’ to the bride. 

On marriage day only vegetarian food (rice with pulses) was served and there was no non-vegetarian food. The expenses of marriage were born by the respective parties. Now all marriage expenses have to be borne by the bride’s parents.

How long after marriage does the couple start living together?

Earlier if June-July months comes (Sravana masam) parents perform marriages at an early age. As children they don’t know anything. Frequently parents used to send the bride to in-laws house and take the bride to accustom to adjust in in-law’s house. After some time, parents send the bride to her in-laws house.

Actual number of children

Earlier each couple used to have more than eight and up to ten children. 

(b)
Ideal number of children, sons and daughters.

Earlier, couple didn’t think about the ideal number of children they intend to have. Now couple desire to have at least one son.

Children's mortality and morbidity

Earlier child mortality was high. Children die due to fevers and other diseases. Now child mortality is less due the arrival of modern medicines. If any one suffers, they seek treatment from doctors and get cured.

Do you think that people should decide about the number of children or leave it to chance?

Earlier parents used to think that whatever the number of children they beget, it was god given.

Reasons for high fertility

Earlier population was less. If there were ten births, only 4-5 children survive and others die due to diseases. 

To my mother, we were ten children. Five of my elder brothers and sisters died. Three male  and two female children survived including me. 
In such manner, mortality was high in earlier days. People don’t know about operations. Thus couple had more children.

Reasons for low fertility

Operations had come. Knowledge has increased. Couples have only two children. Couples take care of their children well. They realized the difficulties by having more number of children. 

Parents used to think that they should lead happy life and their children should also lead happy life. Thus they controlled their family sizes. 

Knowledgeable persons advised about the small family norm to lead happy life and also informed the problems of having more number of children.

Value of children (sons/daughters)

Earlier male children used to have more value. 

(g)
How are people with higher fertility and people with lower fertility considered?

(h)
What would people say if you had one or two less children?  One or two more children? 

Earlier everyone had large family sizes. Other people wouldn’t say anything about them. There were no operations. God only has to stop producing children. Otherwise the couple used to give birth to children.

Now if any one has many children, people question how can you provide food, clothing and education to them?’ They inform to stop and limit the family size with two children. 

Earlier there were no operations and no one advises on the consequences of large family and informs to limit the family size.

If you were richer, would you have more or less children?

Now if there are some crores of rupees, parents desire to have one or two children. Earlier irrespective of their economic status, parents had children because of lack of knowledge (on contraception) to limit their family sizes.

Know about operation.

Thirty years back males’ undergone sterilization. Since twenty years, the adoption of family planning (operations) has increased.

Earlier Government officials visit the village and take the couples to hospitals and perform operations. Now ANM (sister) visits and informs all matters. Officials from the Mandal Revenue office also visit the village and inform about the family planning programme.

Couples themselves discuss and decide. Some couples listen to their parents.

ANM offers best advices.

Abortion: frequency (especially in the past) and 


reasons for abortion as against other FP methods.

Earlier women used to take the juice of herbal leaves to abort the foetus. There were some cases in the village that women died because of the side effects.   

Earlier there were no family planning methods. Hence abortion was practiced as F.P. If practiced the foetus may get aborted or survive and lead to live birth or mother may die.

What are the traditional FP techniques in this area? Are they still used today?

Now also some people informed about the local practices but I don’t know about the technique.

Is the birth of a baby boy more celebrated than that of a girl? Reasons?

Earlier, irrespective of sex of the birth of a baby, parents feel happy because there was no problem of dowry. 

Now parents feel happy if male child is born due to the prevalence of dowry practices. Parents are afraid off female birth. 

Female children go to her in-laws house after their marriage and visit occasionally to enquire about the wishes of their parents. But male children stay along with their parents and take care of them.

Earlier there were no much facilities for education. Hence, there was no discrimination.

How early do they earn?

Male children help more by staying with their parents and female children leave to their husbands place after marriage.

Irrespective of sex of the child, parents have to educate them according to their capacity.

I have one son. This year he completes his degree. If he desires to study, I have to educate him by paying money. I am not having the capacity to bear the expenditure, I am informing him to stop his education and inform him to look for a job.

It is better if there is any government employment because they would not depend on others and live on their own.

At what age are children (sons especially) supposed to start working?

It is better to start work from 20-25 years of age.

(consumer goods, land, house, cattle, etc.)

If there is any property, then it should be given. Mainly providing good education is it self a good asset because no one takes or theft it. If there is money or gold any one can take it. If have landed property, any one can forcibly occupy and cultivate it. Hence, it is better to educate the children.

Compulsorily parents expect support and help from their children. Otherwise, who else can see and take care us?

Now I am diabetic patient and I can’t do any work.  My children are taking care of.

Are children expected to work with their parents (land, business, etc.)? 


Which children?

Earlier parents and children cultivated the land together and lived happily together. Now some children go outside with their family because of employment. Few children are staying with their parents.

Parents expect to live together and work together with their children in their old age and expect support during fag end of the life. But if the children are compelled to stay outside the village due to employment parents have to live alone or with others.

Earlier people lived in huts and thatched houses. The walls were made with mud or wood. Now, every one has concrete buildings or roof with asbestos sheets.

Earlier there were no complex fertilizers. Thus the food that was taken earlier was nutritious and healthy. The food prepared with the Jonna, Sajja, and taigalu (roots) were taken as food, which were good and strength. 

Now people consume mutton, chicken etc., But they don’t have much strength as we have.

Earlier people used to wear rough and Cotton clothes. Now there are different types of good and smooth clothes. People wear neat and trim dresses.

Earlier women wouldn’t wear petty coats. Now, women wear variety of dresses and make-ups. Different types and varieties of clothes like saris, jackets, petticoats, bangles, etc with matching colours are wear.

Earlier people used to walk or go by bullock cart. People used to take the gruel and go by walk to the towns or any distant place. Wherever the sun sets, they sleep during night and start their journey again in the morning. We used to walk a distance of 40-kilo metres per day. We used to go often to Kulvakurti and Jadcherla towns.

Entertainment?

Earlier there were no cinemas and people used to play and entertain with dramas, yaksha ganams (songs) and games.

The conditions of women? Do women have more freedom now than in the past? (If YES: In which aspects?)

Now women have more freedom and they opened up their inner knowledge (Jnanodayam).  

Earlier they don’t have knowledge. They listen the words of males whatever was said. Now it is not like that. Men have to listen whatever women say. Women are questioning ‘what men know more than what we know?’ They are going independently from one village to another village/town. 

Now in politics also they have freedom. Due to education they are bold and confident.

Please tell me if there have been changes in these during the last 20-30 years? (For each item, if the answer is YES, ask in what way?)

Behavior of children towards parents?

Now children don’t listen the words of parents. Earlier children fear off their parents even at the age of 25 or 30 years. Now even a child of five years age don’t have fear.

Treatment of aged parents? 

Now children don’t have any respect towards their aged parents. Earlier there was good respect and value to aged parents. Now children don’t think about us. If we have money only they look after us.

Has the role of community leaders changed in the society?

Earlier they don’t have done any thing to the village development. Now they are providing more facilities and also doing developmental works in the village.

(e)
What about political leaders? Has their role and attitude changed?

Earlier people don’t know about politics. We got awareness about politics from the time of Mrs. Indira Gandhi. Her ruling and administration was lawful/legitimate.

Now there is noting good in politics and there is only corruption.

There is no development due to political leaders.

And about government officials? Has their approach to people’s problems changed?
Now government officials visit the village. However they won’t listen the words of poor people like us. They hear the words of Patels (Reddies) and give value. They do favour to their words only and don’t do anything to us.

Age at marriage (especially for girls). 

Influence of puberty and/or the girl's schooling on marriage age

Earlier girls were married between the ages of 7-10 years and males up to 30 years of age. However some males married between 16-20 years of age. Earlier females are less in number. If a girl was available, groom’s parents don’t look at the age of the girl and marriage was performed.   

Now parents perform marriages of their daughters in between the ages of 16-17 years, even in our community (OBC–Vadde).

How is the match found? What kind of groom and bride are looked for 

(Caste, property, education, age, job prospects, etc.)? 

For selection of a groom, parents of bride used to look ‘whether the groom have land?’ can he do cultivation?’ ‘He knows any work?’ etc., 

Now bride’s parents look ‘Whether the groom is educated?’ ‘Type of employment of groom, ‘Can he do mechanic work?’ and other issues are considered in the selection of suitable match.

How frequent are about the marriage among relatives (uncle-niece, cousins)?

Earlier the consanguous marriages were more. Now, marriages among blood relatives (Rakta sambamdham) are less because parents came to know that the marriage among relatives would lead to deformities of children born to the couple.

What is the expected dowry? 


What are the other marriage expenditures and who pays for them?

Earlier dowry was not in practice. But the practice of bride price was prevalent. The practice of dowry started since 30 years. 

Now dowry starts from fifty thousand rupees. If the groom is a labourer the dowry is fifty thousands and if the groom is a cultivator, it goes to lakhs of rupees.

How long after marriage does the couple start living together?

Earlier bride was sent to her in-laws house after the attainment of puberty. Until that bride stays at parents house. 

If the girl married at the age of five years, she was retained till she reaches the age of 12-13 years in the parent’s house. 

Now bride is sent immediately after the marriage to the groom’s house. Even they won't stay at all and they go.

Now wages increased and one gets Rs. 100/- to 150/- per day. People are educating their children and constructed pucca houses. We have purchased some land by saving some money. Every one is living happily. 

Earlier, almost all people in the village had the same condition like us. Now, every one is living happily. 

Agriculture



As compared to earlier days, now cultivation is good. The yields and work in agriculture has increased. One can get Rs. 200/- as wage per day at the time of harvesting season. Earlier cattle dung was used as manure. Now different types of pesticides and chemical fertilizers are used. Earlier Jonna and sajja were grown. Now paddy, cotton and all types of crops are grown. 

Housing conditions



Earlier there were more huts. Now buildings are more. Government has sanctioned house sites and constructed buildings to some of our caste (SCs) people. Some have constructed buildings with their own earnings.

Food and drinking water



In earlier days, it was very difficult to get food for two times a day. If we worked, we take food two times in a day, otherwise we had food one time only in a day. 

Now there is no such problem. Whatever one need and desire, they purchase and consume. 

Now we are eating rice. Earlier the flour balls of Sajja and Jonna were taken and we were not used to take rice. That was the situation in earlier days.

Clothing


Earlier we had rough cotton clothes to wear. It was great, if one had a lungi and a towel. People used to wash single pair of cloths and wear. Now every one has more than ten pairs of clothes with different types of good and smooth cloths. 

Schooling



Earlier in our community (SC) no one was educated. Since 10-15 years we are sending children to school. Before that, even children of age 8-9 years were taken for work in the fields. 

Health facilities


Earlier there were no medicines and herbal medicines were used for any diseases. 

Now for everything people are going to Kulwakurthi. ANM gives some tablets and injections for fever or headache. 

Transport facilities



In earlier days, we used to by walk to any distant place. But there was less mobility. Occasionally we used to visit Uma maheswaram temple in a group by taking lunch packets. To purchase anything we used to go to Kulwakurthi by walk. 

Now no one walks up to the main road. Now there are many facilities like buses, zeeps, autos etc., in the village to travel anywhere. There is no problem to go to any place at whatever time. 

Entertainment


During summer days, Bhogam caste people play dramas. Later a cinema house was started in Kulwakurthi. Once in a month, people used to go by walk and see the cinema. 

Now televisions, dish antennas have come and the number also increased. Thus people going to cinema have declined.

Now grooms parents are demanding dowries in the range of twenty-five thousands to one lakh. To perform marriage of a girl, one lakh rupees are required even in our caste.

Earlier couples didn’t know to under go sterilization. They don’t have that much knowledge as of today. There were no persons to suggest to control the family size. If any one have more number of children, people say well about them.

Parents used to think and feel happy if they have many children, even though they didn’t have any property. If children grow they will take care of us.

Reasons for low fertility

Now knowledge has increased. Government also campaigns to limit the family size with two children. 

Earlier there was no education. If child wears any type of clothe, it was enough. Now children have to be educated and provide good clothing equal to other students. Otherwise children wouldn’t accept. If there are more children it is not possible. Thus parents controlled their family sizes.

Earlier male child had more value. Female children were limited to household cores only and there was no value to their words.

Economic conditions


Now economic conditions are better. Earlier the prices of agricultural products were less. The price of one bag of castor seeds was one and half rupee or two rupees. Now the prices and earnings have increased. Both income and expenditure also increased. 

Now wages increased. Earlier one used to get two or three rupees as wage. Now a labourer gets fifty to one hundred rupees and have handful of amount. 

Earlier if one worked throughout the day, he gets 1 ½ kilo of food grains and it was sufficient for that day only. On the next day it self, people have to go for wages and earn for food. Now it is not like that. The earnings have increased. If one works for four days and earns, he can sit and eat for another four days at his house. 

Agriculture



Now agricultural works are more. Crops are more and yields are better. It was not so in earlier days. Castor, jonna, and sajja were grown earlier. Now paddy, cotton, castor, Jonna and other different types of crops are raised under bore-wells. Now agriculture is good. Now the investment is more and the yields also increased.  

Housing conditions



In earlier days, every one had mud walls. Our caste people lived in thatched huts. Now people are constructing pucca houses. However, if people are rich, they have concrete houses and those who are poor, they have the same mud walls. 

Food and drinking water



Earlier people used to consume the gruel of jonna with chutney. Now people cultivate different types of crops and vegetables. People consume different types of food items, whatever they want. 
Earlier we don’t know about drinking of tea. We used to see only when reddi people drink tea. We know only the gruel and cake of jonna and sajja. 

Earlier there were no tap connections and bore wells as of today. People used to fetch water from the village-well. Now every house is connected with a tap.

Clothing


In earlier days, I have purchased a sari for three rupees and a jacket piece for fifty paise. Now with out spending two to three hundred rupees, we can’t get a sari. However, every one has more number of pairs. Now whatever the number ones have, it is less and daily they can change a dress. Earlier one changes the dress once in a week or ten days. Earlier rough clothes were used and now people are using smooth and quality clothes.

Schooling



In earlier days there was no school in the village. The children of Reddy families were given tuition and they pay one rupee each per month. 

In our community no one is educated. I had five sons. Even though the school was there in the village, none of my sons were sent to school. We used to go for wages and come. We didn’t know about the importance of education. Now days, each and every one is educating their children. 

Health facilities


In earlier days, if any one suffers with any disease, herbal (leaves, roots of trees) medicines were used. Now if any one suffers with a minor ailment, they are taken to hospitals. 

Transport facilities



Earlier people used to walk whatever may be the distance. There was no bus. Even to go to Kulwakurthi town, people used to go by walk up to main road (Tandra) then catch a bus or otherwise, go by walk further. 

Now there are many transport facilities like zeeps, autos, and buses. For every one-hour, there are three to four zeeps/buses and two autos are plying in the village to travel anywhere, at any time.

Entertainment


In earlier days saints/street beggars performed the street plays and dramas. Entire people of the village assemble and watch those programmes. Now every house has a Television set and no one goes to others house or assemble

Where is respect as in earlier days? Now there are some who show respect to their parents and some are not.

I had five sons and performed their marriages by presenting ear studs to our daughter-in-laws with out demanding any dowry. In spite that no daughter-in-law is looking after me well. My eldest son only is purchasing if I desire any thing. Remaining sons are not even talking with me. (SC-Older female- age 60)

Earlier there was a respect towards elders (chinna-pedda). If Patel comes, people go by other side with respect and hear the words of Patel. If any quarrels arise, Patel make adjustments, and solve the problem. 

Now no one cares about any one. If any problem arises, people aggravate the issue and increase the tension till they go to police station.

Earlier parents performed marriage of girls even at the ages of 6-7 years. Marriages of males were performed till 30 years of age. 

At the time of my marriage, my age was 6 years and my husband was 30 years old. I don’t know ‘that he was my husband? if he comes to my house, I used to play with him. Later my younger mother-in-law informed me and told that he is your husband and you should not play like that. After attaining puberty, I was sent to my in-law’s place.” 

Earlier in all castes it was like that only as girls of marriageable age were not available. If a girl was available, even if she was a child, boy’s parents perform marriage.  

Now marriages are performed only after puberty. Parents look to a good match and with 1-2 years of age difference. Earlier whatever may be the ages of men, the young girls were given in marriage. .

Earlier nothing was looked. If parents of the bride offer their daughter, it was enough to groom. But parents of the bride looks ‘whether the groom has land’, ‘whether he can do hard work’, ‘ whether the groom can rear his spouse?’ etc., were considered, while selecting a groom. 

Now people look at the education, employment and knowledge of the groom.

The consanguous marriages were more in earlier days. Now it is less because after attaining the marriageable age, the boys/girls choose their partners and get marry. If parents inform to their marriageable aged children, that you marry the girl/boy of a blood relative, they refuse to listen to their parents. Now days if we force them to marry among blood relatives, they leave the house and marry according to their liking and wish. In our caste, whether male or female it is the same. Because of that marriage is performed once the child reach the marriageable age.

In our caste, earlier the practice of dowry was not in practice. Even now also the amount of dowry is less. It is enough if one offer ten thousand rupees and some gold. However, now some educated people demand more dowries.

Earlier there were child marriages thus bride stays some days in parents house and some days in in-law’s house. After attaining knowledge and age, they go to in-laws place.

As compared to earlier days, now there is not much change in economic conditions of the people. Now every one intends to live happily and peacefully. Hence people are earning more and more. Earlier if one has a bicycle or scooter, it was great thing. But now there is no value to those small comforts. Now cars and bikes are takenover. Now income is less and expenditure is more. Now due to the increase in ambitions/desires, the urge to earn more also increased.

Agriculture



In earlier days people were not able to grow crops as in present days. Now agriculture has developed and people are doing cultivation with knowledge. The yields were not much as in present days. Now different types of pesticides, equipments have come and technology also developed. Earlier only paddy jonna and bajra were grown. During the last 5-6 years, the cultivation of cotton crop has increased and the yields are also good.

Housing conditions



In the village 10-15 years back there were more huts. Now day-to-day everyone is constructing pucca houses with the required amenities.

Food and drinking water


At present, food is good and nutritious. Earlier people used to consume the gruel/balls of jonna, bajra twice a day and rice for third time. Now people consume two times rice and the third time the bread roles. The availability and usage of vegetables are more in the village.

As compared to earlier days now the facility of drinking water is good. Earlier hand pump was the main source for drinking water. Now every house has tap connection. No one drinks the bore (hand pump) water.

Clothing


There is no change in the pattern of clothing, but the fashions have increased. Now even children are also wearing different types of fashionable dresses like Punjabi’s, as ln cinemas. Earlier people used to wear dress in the traditional way. Now people wear different types of dresses as cine actors.

Schooling



Earlier most of the parents send their children to government schools only but not for convent schools. Now most of people send their children to convent schools with the opinion that, children will not get good education in government schools and will not study well.

Even though parents did not have capacity to educate their children in convents, they are educating their children by raising loans and/or by selling their property, with the intension to provide good future to children. 

Earlier parents used to think that if the children study well, they can survive on their own, otherwise they have to work like us and it depends upon their fate. 
Health facilities


Earlier and now also if any one suffers with any disease people used to visit Kalwakurthi for treatment. However, now ANM visits the village and gives tablets, injections, polio drops etc.,

Transport facilities


Earlier also there was a bus facility in the village. People have to wait for buses, whenever they come. Now there is no necessarily to wait for buses because autos, zeeps and scooters are plying through the village to go to any place. Whenever people want to go to any place at any time there would be a vehicle.

Entertainment


Earlier there was only one television to the entire village and people have to view only one channel (Doordarshan). People used to watch TV programmes otherwise they have to go to Kalvakurthi to see the cinema. Since three years cable connection has come and number of TV sets and channels are also increased in the village. Now every house has a television and is the good mode for entertainment. 

Now in every house have a Television and people watch many channels for entertainment.

Earlier women depend upon males to some extent. Now women themselves are looking after the issues, from bank loans to children’s education and future. If there is any necessity, they seek suggestions from men. 

Now days, Women take decisions by themselves on any issue by discussing the pros and cons and resolve the issue.

As compared to earlier days, now children give more respect and value to their parents. Now they are educated and know how to behave with them.

Earlier girls were married at 15-16 years of age. Now parents perform marriage of their daughters at 20 years or after. Even after the attainment of puberty girls are sent to school earlier as well as now. 

In other castes marriage of girls are performed at 13 or 14 years of age now. Especially among OBC’s marriage is performed to girls by discontinuing from education.

Earlier also parents used to look all issues like today while selecting a groom/bride except education. Much importance was not given to education of the bride/groom. Now by looking at the level of education of bride/groom, marriage is performed. Preference is given to the educated bride/groom.

Since last ten years, the consanguous marriages decreased. Now, most parents perform marriages to their sons/daughters by looking at education, property, and dowry etc. They also give much importance to other issues such as ‘whether they can get any help in future or not?


Some people don’t prefer consanguous marriages because children born to those couple would be physically impaired.

First I had a male child. I celebrated in grand manner. Later female child was born and nothing was performed. Thereafter, a male child was born. We didn’t do any thing except felt happy.

Earlier there was not such practice. Now the practice of scanning and sex selective abortions is more. Only educated and rich parents practice those. Others are not doing so.

After birth of any chid, there is no practice of discrimination in any issue. But in providing education, male children are given priority. Parents don’t show such interest in the case of female children.

Male children help more at any time. They earn and live together with parents. If parents were rich, male would start work from the age of 25 years. If the parents were poor, children would start work from 13-14 years of age.

Earlier there was only one bus, which ply twice a day. Now there are 2-3 three buses and ply five times. Apart from those, now there are autos in the village and people travel whenever they want to go.

Earlier people used to go to Kulwakurthi for cinema once in one or two months. The television has come to the village seven years back. Since ten years the village has developed.

Earlier the entertainment was less. With the introduction of cable connections in the village, the numbers of television sets and channels have increased and they are the good source of entertainment. 

Earlier people used to go Kulwakurty to see cinemas. Otherwise, on Sundays, people used to go in-group and see cinema in television in those houses who have television sets.

Rich people pay lakhs of rupees as dowry.  Parents of the bride have to meet all the marriage expenses.

Expenditure has increased. The desires of children have also increased and they demand to have various things. If there is more number of children it is not possible to provide with all the facilities. If one or two children, there wouldn’t be problem and couples reduced their family sizes.

Agriculture



As compared to earlier now agriculture works are more. Now crops are also grown more. Different types of crops including cotton are raised and yields are also good. Now people are living with out draught in the village. 

Earlier castor, jonna, and paddy were grown. Now those crops are grown on less extent. Vegetables, cotton etc., are grown in large extent of land. 

Housing conditions


Earlier ten years back, we used to live in huts with out having minimum facilities and faced many problems. Due to the efforts of political leaders and the Government, now we are living in pucca houses with electricity facility. 

Food and drinking water


There is no change in food habits. Earlier it is better, if there is a ration card, we get one kg rice for two rupees. Now even if we spend ten rupees we can’t get one kg good quality rice. If money is there, any type of food can be taken. . 

Clothing


There is no change in clothing but now people are clean as compared to earlier days. Every one had less pairs of cloth earlier and now every one has more pairs.

Schooling

In my childhood, parents were not interested to send their children to school. Childhood friends were also not sent. After reaching certain age, children also accompany their parents for work. Now every child is going to school.

Now Parents are also thinking that ‘why our children also should face problems like us as wage earners?’ If the children receive good education, they can get good job and lead comfortable life. With that motto parents are sending their children to school.  

Health facilities


If any one suffers with any disease, now or earlier, they visit Kulwakurthi for treatment. Earlier going to hospitals were less. Now even for any minor health problem, people visit hospital and consult doctors. If any one wants to go to hospital, transport facilities are available all the time.

Transport facilities

Earlier also there was a bus facility in the village. People wait for the arrival bus. Now it is not so. There are zeeps and autos to go to any place at any time. 

Entertainment



Earlier in the village, there were two-three television sets. On Sundays people used to visit the houses having T.V for seeing cinema. Now television sets and cable connections increased. Now there is no time to watch television. 

Earlier men used to go to Kulvakurthi for cinema. Now people go to cinema houses to watch new films.

Earlier in our caste, parents performed marriages of girls between 13-14 years of age. Now between 16-17 years or by 18 years of age marriages are performed. 

Earlier sending female children to school were less in our community. They have to go for labour up to 14 years and later marriage is performed. After marriage, they have to go for work with their husbands. 

Now it is somewhat better. Some parents allow their female children to study up to Intermediate or Degree level.

Earlier, even if the boy was working as labourer, and if he was good marriage was performed with him. Now, parents of girl see whether boy has studied or not. If Labourer he is looked down. On the other hand if the boy is working as cleaner in a hotel in Hyderabad, marriage is performed with him. If the he is in the village, parents don’t prefer such a match.

As per my knowledge, child mortality and morbidity was high in earlier days and now it is less. Since the last ten years, child mortality and morbidity has declined rapidly. 

Now even though, there is prevalence of child morbidity, the required medicines and hospitals to cure them are available. .

Do you think that people should decide about the number of children or leave it to 
chance?

Couples would decide the number of children one would like to have. 

(e1)
Reasons for high fertility

Earlier there was no problem or inconvenience if one had 4-5 children. If the child attains some age, they work and take care of their parents. Whatever the cloth children wear it was going on. 

Earlier parents didn’t thought about the consequences of having more number of children as of today that if they were not educated, again they would also become labourers like us. Parents used to think that after birth children would survive by any means.

Reasons for low fertility

Now parents realized about the consequences of having more number of children and less number of children is there, they could be educated and could get employment and lead comfortable life. Further, to educate, provide clothes and to rear them more expenditure should be incurred. Earlier all these expenditures were not there.

In earlier days male children have more value. Even now male children have more value but female children also are given respect. Female children are studying equally with male children and doing jobs. Hence, female children are given respect.

Earlier if anyone had more number of children, knowledgeable persons like Reddies and well-educated persons inform the consequences and suggest people to control the family size with 2-3 children and adopt sterilization. But most of the people didn’t listen the words and informed till the time Reddies like you are there, our children wouldn’t have any problem. They think that their children would work and earn from Reddy community.

If I were rich, I would prefer large family. If there were more money, there wouldn’t be any problem to educate children and rear them up. If I were poor and have more number of children, then the problem would arise.

ANM offers good advices on family planning. Even though it is her duty to inform. It is for the benefit of us.

Earlier women practiced folk methods to abort the pregnancy. Now it is less. If any woman wants to abort her foetus, she consults ANM and ANM gives medicines. 

Earlier if the last child was young and if a woman become pregnant, inspite their in-laws inform to continue the pregnancy, mother secretly get abort the foetus. Only few are using folk methods to abort the foetus.

Camphor is put in the plantain and if taken the foetus will be aborted. Still some women follow it. If the pregnancy is more than three months, a lady in the village performs abortion.

Is the birth of a baby boy more celebrated than that of a girl? Reasons?

Now and in earlier days also, there is no celebration and functions, if a child is born. But if a baby boy is born, parents feel happy because, in future, if any untoward thing happens, male children would survive on their own. If there is a female child, who could look after her?

I have heard about those things. No one practiced it in the neighbouring villages. Educated people know those things better.

In our caste there is no discrimination either in treatment or in any other matter. Both male and female children are treated equally.

How early do they earn?

Both male and female children would do their respective work. After finishing tenth standard, if economic status permits, they will continue their education. Otherwise, they go for labour irrespective of sex of the child.

Earlier parents don’t have any thought to what extent their children should be educated. They used to think it was better to educate their children till tenth standard. 

Based on the prevailing conditions, it is better to provide vocational/technical education instead of graduate/degree courses.

Even by doing hard work, children should be educated to some extent. It is enough to educate till 20 years of age.

From 20 years onwards, it is better to start work to earn income. In the meantime one should learn work and get proficiency in the work.  By the age of 24-25 years, they have to be married.

Are parents supposed to give some property to their children? Which type? Instead of earning property, it is better to educate children. If children are educated, they get employment and earn more. They lead life happily.

If parents earn property like land or cash, it may not be much useful. If children were unable to cultivate the land or aren’t interested in cultivation due to lack of rains, it is better to educate them 

If they were given cash, children would spend it within days. Hence, it is better educate them and in turn they would develop.

Every one expects, even our parents or we or your self or any one, to lead their old age life happily and expect children would look after them well. 

During fag end of the life, parents need timely food, water, clothing, and peace of mind only. After death, parents expect to perform last rites by their children.  Apart from those, parents won’t expect property or designation or any thing from their children and the name, fame or property is not necessary.

Changing Conditions

(a)
Are people generally are better off now than in the past, or worse off, or things 
have not changed much? Is this true of all communities in the village?

The standard of living of people has improved now as compared to earlier days. There were good rains earlier and the yield of crops was good. People lived with out much economic and food problems. The facilities are more now but the sources of earning incomes are declining. Due to the decline in the rainfall people are facing difficulties in finding work.

Tell me if there have been changes in these during the last 20-30 years? (For each item, if the answer is YES, ask: In what way?)

(b)
Economic conditions?

In olden days, in a family of 10 persons, if one person earns it was sufficient for meeting the expenditure of all the members. With one person’s earning ten persons were surviving. Now days it is not so. Even there is more income it is not sufficient. The value of money was more in olden days. Every thing was in barter system. Now the earnings have increased and the expenditure also increased. The expenditure is more than the income. 

(c)
Agriculture?

Now modern technology is applied in agriculture and the village is progressive in agriculture. The cropping pattern is good. But due to lack of irrigation the expenditure on cultivation is more than the yield. There is no increase in the prices of agricultural produce. Therefore there is loss in agriculture.

(d)
Housing conditions?

Earlier days, huts made with Palmyra leaves were more. Due to fire accidents houses were burnt and villagers would subside the flames. Now because of pucca houses such problems of fire accidents are not there. Every one constructed pucca houses. Government constructs group housing for those who are not having houses. Some people arrange some more money and build decent houses. Now, Huts are less irrespective caste. With out having difference between the agriculturists and labourers, every one is constructing pucca houses now days.

(e)
Food and drinking water (quality, variety)?

Earlier, people consume the gruel of Ragi and Jonna (Millets) and do the work. Very few people (mostly land lords) used to consume tea or coffee and eat rice. Majority used to eat ragi balls with one dish only. Now people take coffee and Tiffin (breast-fast) in the morning. Varieties of dishes are prepared and every one is consuming rice. 

The foods that were consumed earlier were nutritious as compared to the present day. As the pesticides are used to grow crops there is burning sensation in the stomach by consuming those grains at present.

Earlier, people used to lift water from a village well for the household consumption. Now the hand pumps and taps are available. There is deficit and difficulty for drinking water also.

(f)
Schooling?

In olden days there was no primary school in the village. The school was at a distance of 11 km. Very few used to go to that school. There was no interest on education and on its value. Agriculturists educate one person in the house. Because of that some have studied upto 8th to 10th standard. Among other castes sending of children to school was less. Now there is Upper Primary School in the village and every one is going to school. 

(g)
Health facilities?

Availability of health facilities was less in the village earlier as well as now. If any disease occurs people have to go either to Chittoor (distance of 15 kms) or to Irala (12 kms). Earlier if any disease occurs, people do not go to doctor. The local medicine was used. Now if any small disease occurs to any one, people go to Chittoor, CMC Velloore, or Appolo Hospital at Aragonda (14 km).

Transport facilities?

Earlier if people want to visit any place, they go either by walk or bullock carts for some distance and catch a bus. Only one or two people used to visit out side towns, as there were no transport facilities. Now, there is no such difficulty as the bus is plying through the village. For marketing the agricultural goods, tractors are made use of. For any emergency or exigency motorcycles are used.

Entertainment?

Earlier the time for entertainment was less. During festival days villagers perform the street plays. People used to go to neighbouring villages whenever the street plays or some cultural programmes were organised. Radio was the source of entertainment. In 1982, nine members form a group and used to screen video shows by collecting Rs. 0.50 to 1.00.

From the time of Chandrabu Naidu as CM, there is increase in the status of women. Women are going out to attend the meetings of the Mahila Mandals/Women Societies. At that time men have to look after the children. If loans are to be obtained from banks or admitting children in school or for other matters women are doing by themselves.

Earlier children used to have respect towards their parents. Now, they are not caring and respecting their parents.

One person used to be head of the family. The members obey the head in doing the works by asking him/her. Whatever work he says, that work has to be done. Now it is not so. Every one is head in the family. Who is he to tell work? 

Earlier although people were not educated, there was kindness in their rudeness. People know only good and not about bad. Now he acquired both good and bad.

Influence of puberty and/or the girl's schooling on marriage age

In olden days marriages were celebrated after attaining puberty for girls. There were no child marriages (Marriage before puberty). Females get ready for marriage by 16/17 years of age (Yukta vayassu: suitable age for marriage). Marriages were performed after 18 years of age for girls and after 25 years for males. Marriages were also performed to some girls after 12 years of age.

In general, girls were not sent to school in olden days. However, those who were well off and high caste people used to send their daughters to school till 5th standard.

How is the match found? What kind of groom and bride are looked for 


(Caste, property, education, age, job prospects, etc.)? 
In olden days there was a practice of bride price (Oli/Kanya sulkam). The parents of boy/bridegroom give all types of goods for performing marriage. This has happened during our marriage also. (OC-Older male_FGD)

For giving girl to a boy, the name and fame of the boy and their family, kindness, property, family background, how the parents of boy has lead the life etc., were looked. They also used to look at the possession of heap of paddy hey, number of tillers and farm animals of the grooms family before giving their daughter. Parents of a girl used to see both social and economic aspects of the boys family and if they were satisfied that their daughter will lead a happy and comfortable life after marriage, then only marriage would be performed.

Now days, employed boys are preferred than the agriculturists.

Earlier, a large heap of hay (Gaddi Vami), and the type of house indicate the status and reputation of the bridegroom’s family. At present a large heap of hay is a disqualification for the marriage of a boy and employment or business is preferred.

Actual number of children 

Earlier in all people have 8-12 children. Some people had six each of male and female children. 

(b)
Ideal number of children, sons and daughters.

There was no restriction on number of children people desired to have. People had children according to their requirement and capacity.

I had five children. There after I had sterilization – (OC Older Male) 

Earlier there was no desire to have children of particular sex. The couple required children. That’s all.

Earlier if people had a big family and more number of children, that family was treated as a ‘Royal family’.

Children's mortality and morbidity

Earlier children’s mortality and morbidity was high due to lack of health facilities and medicines. If children suffer with health problems, parents think that ‘child had some thing (gali sokindi) and they used to practice mantras as treatment. Now there is no such practice. Now the facilities have increased and there are latest medicines. Hence the child mortality declined.

Do you think that people should decide about the number of children or leave it to 
chance?

Earlier people did not have concern on the number of children they would like to have. They had children on their patience.

Reasons for high/low fertility.

Earlier, people used to think that if they had many (four) children, they (children) work along with them in the farmland and they continued their survival on their feet. There was no fear for survival. People also think that children will earn income and contribute for the development of the family.

Earlier if a family had 10-20 members, they used to adjust with other family members and lived together.

Earlier there were good rains and crops. There was no draught. There was no difficulty for food even if many children were born. 

Now, based on the economic status, people desire one or two children and if more number of children were there, people fear off to raise them. Earlier there was no such fear. They had confidence that, we have land and children will live by cultivating land. But that type of situation does not exist. Earlier, there were excellent rains and crops. Hence, people did not think and worried about having more number of children.

Now people reduced their family size due to the fear of raising children because of the draught conditions and reduction in yields. Some people think that even two children are more and reduced their family size.

Value of children (sons/daughters).

Earlier there was more value for female children because there was no dowry and presentations, and boys’ parents used to pay money to girl’s family in marriage. Now, to perform marriage of a girl, one needs 2-3 lakhs of rupees. Therefore, there is importance to a male child.

How are people with higher fertility and people with lower fertility considered?

(h)
What would people say if you had one or two less children?  One or two more children? 

In earlier days, people were happy if they had more children. If any one had one or two children, they were scolded as worthless and people heckle them.

Now if one had more children, people heckle at him/her. People are asking them ‘how you can bring up children? And time have changed’. 

Earlier people used to think that if a couple had only one child, what work he can do? If they had four children, they can do four types of works. Earlier, even if there were four children, all of them live with unity. Now even if there are two children only, they are not having unity. Hence, it is better to have one child.

Earlier if one had 10 or 20 children, they used to adjust and do their work. Now, even if there are two children only, there is race and quarrels since dawn to dusk. Hence, couple thinks that instead to have two children it is better to have only one child, to overcome the trouble of having more children.

Earlier there was no control on the size of family even if one was rich or poor. Now, even if one is rich, one or two children are enough to avoid risk.

Earlier people were not aware of about any family planning methods except Vasectomy. Now the adoption of Tubectomy (female operation) is more. They know vasectomy and tubectomy operations.

In the village family-planning adoption started in 1967. The initial users belong to forward community named Sri. (Late) S. Sreeramula Reddy. He adopted Vasectomy.

Reasons for abortion as against other FP methods

The traditional medicines were given to abort the fetus. Due to using the traditional medicines for abortion, there was danger to the life of mother and some have died. Hence, people fear about such medicines.

If parents intend to limit the family size, they use abortion. If the pregnancy was 3 to 4 months, the local medicines were given to abort the fetus.

What are the traditional FP techniques in this area? Are they still used today?

Traditional medicines and “Goddu Mandu” were used as family planning.

Is the birth of a baby boy more celebrated than that of a girl? Reasons?

Earlier if the girl child was born family members feel happy. That was due to 'ooli' practice (the groom’s family pays the amount to bride’s family in marriage). Hence, females had respect and prestige also. If the girl child was born people say that “Goddess of wealth” has born.

Now, if a girl child is born people say that she is born to destroy the family and `lord sani’ has born.

Frequency of sex determination of the unborn and female infanticide.

Earlier there were no tests for sex determination or infanticide. Now, if the sex of the baby is determined and if it happens to be female sex, then the woman gets abortion. 

(c)
Are boys treated differently than girls (school, food, clothes, health care, etc.)? 
Reasons?

There was difference in rearing boys and girls. The boys were given education. Even if a girl were not employed, she would survive. With the dowry given at the time of marriage and the husband is employed, the female child can lead a happy family life. Female child is sent to government school and the male children are sent to convent schools. 

Parents are not showing interest to provide higher education to girls by incurring expenditure, which will not be useful to the family.

Now, parents are providing education up to intermediate or degree with the intension that she can survive by employment or providing tuition to children.

Female child was not allowed to go outside after ten to twelve years of age individually. In some families she was not permitted to serve water or refreshments if any young and adult male visits. Now, if is better to provide education to girl children.

Who help more in the family, boys or girls? How do they help? 


How early do they earn?

Earlier, girls used to help in the household cores and boys help in the cultivation. Now, females are doing household cores and doing joys. 

Earlier as well as now, boys help the family compared to girls.

Children's Future (distinguish girls/boys, today/earlier/in other communities)

How long are children supposed to study?

The study of children depends upon their interest. They can study to what ever extent they can. Male children didn’t have interest on studies as compared to female children. Male children have interest on cricket and other activities. As the female children show interest in studies, they are provided with jobs that were hither to be done by males only (such as bus conductors to collectors). Even if parents desire that their son should study up to certain degree, even if they were sent to foreign countries, children will not get education unless they have self- interest in studies.

Are parents ready to spend money on their studies? How much and till what age?

Now day’s parents can afford to educate their children by raising loans. But only few children are making use of such effort of their fathers. Education can be provided till the age of 25 years to children.

What occupations are children supposed to have in the future?

Any type of government job is desired based on the qualification of the person. 

(d)
At what age are children (sons especially) supposed to start 
working?

The children should start work from 25 years of age.

(e)
Are parents supposed to give some property to their children? Which type 
(consumer goods, land, house, cattle, etc.)

For those who are educated, there is no need to give property. For them education itself is property. Property (Irrigated land) and house should be given to the illiterates and his life will be comfortable. If there is no water facility what ever may be the extent of land, it is waste.

If the government job is there for any one, he/she can survive by himself. At the time of marriage also one to two lakhs of rupees is given for those males who are employed in government jobs. There wouldn’t be any problem to him. Even if there is a draught, he gets his salary. Those who were given landed property, if the draught comes, he will be dried out. 

Now, the main thing is education and employment. Even if one works as peon, it is equal to the person having one acre of land. He gets his salary by the end of every month. But the person having one acre of land has to look up.

Are parents expecting to get support from their children? What kind of support?

Parents expect care (food, shelter and clothing) during their old age, when they are disable to do their own works, whatever may the occupation of their children.

Are parents expecting some of their children to live with them after marriage? 
Which children?

There is desire to live jointly even after the marriage of their children. But, if the daughters-in-law desire to set up a separate family, the parents cannot do any thing.

Earlier in every family there is an elder person (head of the household), to monitor and deal the household activities. In a family of twenty members, the head of the household maintain the family if all the other nineteen members do hard work and earns income. All the family members give respect and value to his words. Now there is no such person in the house.

Which children?

Now days if the husband is not asking to set up a separate family, wife herself will ask after six months of marriage.

There are changes. Earlier income was more and expenditure was less. Everything was good. Now the expenditure is more than the earnings. Crops and rains are very less.

Agriculture?
Changes are taking place. There is no proper income from agriculture. The crops didn’t give good yield, as there was no rain. Earlier, natural fertilizers were used and yields were also good. There were seasonal rains. Per year three crops were raised. Now various types of fertilizers and pesticides are applied and diseases are cropping up. There are no seasonal and sufficient rains for growing crops. There is no proper electricity, and ground water for growing crops. The yields have declined. From sowing date till harvest the diseases would attack. There is loss in agriculture. Raising even one crop in a year is becoming difficult.

Housing conditions?

Earlier people used to live in the huts made up of Palmyra leaves. Later house roofs were covered with the hill grass and tiles. Now people constructed pucca houses.

Earlier, people drink gruel of ragi and Sajja in the morning. It was good for health point of view also. The cost was less. Now by 5 am coffee is taken and by 8 am tiffin is consumed. The cost is more. It is also not healthy food.

There was no dowry in olden days. At present dowry is prevailing in the form of Gold, silver, land and money. The amount of dowry is talked in lakhs of rupees.

Now, education and employment are required and people reduced their family sizes.

Economic problem is the cause for desiring and having one or two children.

Limiting with One or two child family norm has come because to raise and provide good education and employment to children and to lead a comfortable life.

From where to get two to three lakhs of rupees to perform marriage and to give dowry, if there were more female children? Any one or government did not tell about reducing the number of children. People themselves have decided.

Now the conditions have degraded. Although the wages are high they are not sufficient. There are no rains and sufficient work is not there for people. Even if one works hard the wages are not sufficient for leading comfortable life. The prices have risen. Earlier with one or two rupees of wages, people used to lead comfortable life. Due to proper rains work was there. Crops were grown. If one works, the earnings were sufficient to the entire family. 

Tell me if there have been changes in these during the last 20-30 years? (For each item, if the answer is YES, ask: In what way?)

(b)
Economic conditions?

The earnings were low and people used to live happily earlier as the expenditure was less. Now the earnings have increased but they are not sufficient to meet the expenditure.

(c)
Agriculture?

Earlier people used draw water with the help of bullocks from the well. With a 30 feet depth of well, five acres of land was cultivated. The water was at a depth of 15 to 20 feet due to seasonal rains. Now even if tube wells are sunken to a depth of 500 feet, water is not sufficient even for drinking.

Fish was available throughout the year everywhere. Now it is difficult even for drinking water.

Earlier three crops were grown in a year. Paddy was grown two times and in between Ragi or jowar crop was raised. The ragi or jowar crops were raised, as a rain fed crop and the yield was also good. Now, due lack of water, the yields have decreased. 

The cattle dung was used as fertilizer for agriculture and yields were good in earlier days. The chemical fertilizers were not applied. Now those types of crops and yields are not there. The income from agriculture is also less.

(d)
Housing conditions?

Earlier, huts were there both for landlords and workers. If fire accident occurs all houses in the village is gutted. Now there is no such problem. Even if one want to see the huts, they are rare. Some workers and SCs are still living in huts. Now the government has provided the site for constructing houses and in course of time they will build pucca houses.

(e)
Food and drinking water (quality, variety)?

Earlier, the food was nutritious and healthy. The thick curds were consumed sufficiently. Now there is no curd. Money is necessary. All the milk produced in the family is sold and it is the main source of income to the families.  

Consumption of curd and ghee was more in earlier days. People mix ragi flour with ghee and consume. Now the consumption of ghee is rare as the milk is sold.

In earlier days even if chilli and brinjal was cooked it was so tasty. But now it is not so.

Schooling?

There was no school in the village. Even after the school was started people didn’t show interest to send their children to school. Most children were sent for work. Now every one is sending their children to school and educational facilities are good.

Health facilities?

Earlier, the prevalence of diseases was rare (low). If any one suffers with fever, people used to take boiled rice with rasam (soup prepared with Cumin seeds, black and red pepper, turmeric and tamarind). People use traditional medicines. Now people visit hospitals even for minor ailments. Diseases have increased. Doctors advise to consume milk and bread along with modern medicine..

Transport facilities?

Earlier there were no transportation facilities as in present days. People used to go by walk to any distant place or go by bullock cart. Agricultural products were carried on head loads or on carts. Now the facilities have increased and people used to carry agricultural products by tractors, lorries, and buses. But the produce was not as much, as it used to be in olden days.

Later a bus was introduced to nearby village (3 kms) and people used that facility. Now bus facility is extended to the village also.

Earlier there was no cinema. Street plays are the entertainment. The villagers themselves used to play or invite outsiders for street plays. The stories of Harichandra, and other epics like Mahabharatha, Ramayana etc. were played for entertainment. Bhajans were also sung. People from outside villages also attend the programmes. The villagers used to go to other villages if such programmes were organized.

In earlier days women used to obey the men and bring the wages and give it to their husbands. Now, men have to earn and rear the women also. Earlier, women used to work and rare their males. Women used to obey their husbands. 

Now, women are going out to attend the meetings of Mahila mandals and other meetings and informing their husbands to look after the house and children. They go for work to Chittoor or Irala and return. 

After the Chandrababu Naidu’s arrival as CM women have more powers. Now, DWACRA groups have increased and women are raising their voice and saying that `Made rajyam”.

(b)
Behavior of children towards parents?

Earlier there was respect for elders and parents. Now there is no elder or younger. It is my liking. No one listen to elders now and youngsters obey and follow the words of their elders. Now, unless the elders listen to the youngsters, there will not be anything. 

(c)
Treatment of aged parents? 

Now the youngsters are looking well their elders if there is property earned by their elders. Otherwise they are not caring. Some people are looking after their elders well.

(d)
And about government officials? Has their approach to people’s problems changed?
Government officials are coming more times now to the village and inform about the developmental activities. They are doing things like laying of road, providing water facility etc. Now the roads are widened and buses and zeeps are plying. Earlier, villagers themselves used to do the village development works. 

Earlier, buses were not plying and we have to carry our baggage from far of place after getting the bus. Now, because of government officials the road was laid there is no problem.

Marriages were performed after puberty only. There was no pattern in age at marriage of girls. Some were performing at the age of 12-13 years and some were above 20 years of age, and majority was celebrating in between those ages. Education among both males and females were not there.

(caste, property, education, age, job prospects, etc.)? 

For the marriage of a girl, her parents will look at the amount of bride price they will get, whether the groom will be able to rear and support their daughter or not, the extent of possession of land, name and reputation of the groom’s family, and the goodness of groom.

The Groom parents will look at the cultural practices, bride’s capability to look both household and agricultural activities (paddy transplantation, weeding, cook food for ten members of the family and labourers).

How frequent are about the marriage among relatives (uncle-niece, cousins)?

In olden days the marriages among blood relatives were high and they don’t want to overcome their relatives. Parents of boy and girl will have a say in the marriage.

Now a day’s bondage of relatives and the words of parents are not considered. The boy is looking at the property of the prospective bride.

What is the expected dowry? 


What are the other marriage expenditures and who pays for them?

Earlier the bride price was low. The marriage expenses were borne by the groom’s family. Now, the dowry is heavy and the marriage expenses are borne by the bride’s family. 

Earlier, celebration of marriage will lost for five days. It was reduced to three days and now it is only in hours. Now education and marriage will cost in lakhs of rupees  for girls.

Earlier there were 10-12 children and in every family there were six children and above on an average. Now couples stop with two children only.

Children's mortality and morbidity


Earlier, morbidity was less and all the children born were not surviving. People used to think that no one can do any thing to change the life span (ayush) and nothing is in our hand. As compared to present days infant and child mortality was high in earlier days.

Earlier people used to think the number of children is Gods decision. Now people are getting children according to their desired number by adopting modern technology (like scanning and sterilizations).

Reasons for high/low fertility.

Earlier landlords used to think, “If they had ten children, they do agriculture and get ten bags of paddy”. Poor man or labourer thinks that, “If one has ten children, he will get additionally ten wages”. 

Earlier people were not aware about the operations.


Now, the reasons for declining of family size are: people feel the problem of raising their children if they more number of children; there is no rains and income from land has decreased. Due to these changes people used to reduce the number of children they want to have. 

Now people used to think that if they had more male children, “they (male children) can survive by any means”. If they have more female children, “what is the situation? How to rear and perform marriages?” Keeping all these problems in mind, people themselves decide to reduce their family sizes.

Earlier there was more value for male children. Now for girl children also have value and people used to treat both of them equally.

Earlier, no one think any thing about a person who had a large family. People show sympathy to that person. Now days, people will say that, “he has more number of children and why cannot he get operated and he is a fool”. Those who have small family used to heckle at those who have more number of children. 

I am having one daughter only. As per government’s order I have limited my family size with one daughter only. You should also have undergone sterilization with one daughter only. Like that people say to those who have large family size. 

People used to say in proverbial terms about those who have daughters only as “stones” and those who have sons only as “Rokallu” (the stick that is used to pound paddy to get rice).

Earlier for the seasonal rains and crops they used to get was sufficient to rear children. Now days it is not so.

Changing Conditions

(a)
Are people generally are better off now than in the past, or worse off, or things 
have not changed much? Is this true of all communities in the village?

Now the things are better. Earlier whatever the work done, it was not sufficient for getting food. The income earned was not sufficient for food and clothing. On an average there were seven children in a family. People felt lot of difficulties. Now due to education people limited their family sizes. Because of two-child norm people are able to provide amenities and able to educate children.

Tell me if there have been changes in these during the last 20-30 years? (For each item, if the answer is YES, ask: In what way?)

(b)
Economic conditions?

The economic condition of the people was very low. The wages were low and it was just sufficient to get food. Now the earning capacities of people have increased and are saving money. People built their own houses and some acquired land and economically better of.

(c)
Agriculture?

All crops like Ragi, Maize, Korralu (Barley), Paddy etc, were grown earlier. Now sugarcane and garden crops like mango are raised. Due to scarcity of water and lack of rains people switched over to these crops. 

(d)
Housing conditions?

In our community/caste people didn’t have their own houses earlier. We used to work and stay in the houses of landlords. Later, we constructed huts. Further, houses are constructed and we are living peacefully. In other castes also huts were more in olden days. Few landlords used to have pucca houses. Now every one constructed pucca houses. Government helped us partly to construct their own pucca buildings by adding their own resources.

(e)
Food and drinking water (quality, variety)?

The food that was taken earlier was nutritious and healthy. The food prepared with the flour of Ragi, Maize, Bajra, and Korralu were consumed and healthy. The gruel was taken in the mud pots with pickle to the fields for break fast. Now tea and tiffin have come. People are taking tea in the flask to the field. 

Earlier, the water was drawn from the wells for drinking and was clean. Now overhead tank water is supplied. The overhead tank is not having any cover. No one cleans it. Any bird or reptiles fall in the tank; no one is going to see it. By drinking that type of water people are prone to several diseases. That type of water is also scarce as the bore wells are dried. There is scarcity for drinking water. 

(f)
Schooling?

There were no schools. No one go to school. It was difficult to meet the basic necessities of life and was not able send children to school. If children were grown to certain age we used to take them along with us for doing work. Now all are sending their children to school. Earlier, Only one in hundred used to educate their female child. In other castes education was provided to male children mostly. Although there is a government school in the village now, it is thought that the teaching is not good and people send their children to private convent school. 

(g)
Health facilities?

There were no hospitals. If any disease occurs the juice of local leaves (Guntagalagaraku, Bokkinaku etc,) were given. Visit to doctors was rare. The prevalence of morbidity was low. If disease is not cured, then the patient is taken to the district government hospital. Now, even for small ailments people go to the district and private hospitals.

Transport facilities?

For catching a bus people have to walk a distance of 3 kms. The bus fare was 60 paise (Rs.0.6) to go to Chittoor and now it is Rs. 7/-. The bus comes to the village. Tractors and Scooters have come. If one goes to the main road by scooter or tractor, they can catch a bus. 

In olden days, there were no transportation facilities. People used to go by walk to any distant place.

Entertainment?

There was no leisure for entertainment. Time was sufficient for doing the agricultural work. All types of work (household and farm work like pounding of paddy, grinding flour from ragi, chilli, drawing water from well etc,) have to be done by manual labour. Time was not there to have good sleep. Rarely the street plays were watched. Now the machines have come.

The conditions of women? Do women have more freedom now than in the past?

As compared to earlier days, now women have more freedom and facilities. Earlier there was no value for women. Men bring cloths to women and they wear, whatever the type of cloth that was brought. Now women are purchasing clothes according to their likes and tastes. Earlier there were only one or two clothes to women, which was bought by their husbands. Now there are about twenty saris to a woman.

During the last ten years, women have more freedom and independence. Now women are taking their own decisions.

Behavior of children towards parents?

Earlier children obey the words of their parents and there were no quarrels. Now children rebel against parents and quarrel with each other.

Treatment of aged parents? 

Earlier children used to respect and love elders. Now younger children think that ‘it is good and there would be no problem, if the elderly die”.

At present and earlier days also government officers didn’t do any thing to poor people like us.

Age at marriage (especially for girls). 


Influence of puberty and/or the girl's schooling on marriage age

Marriages were arranged at the ages of 11-12 years. Some of the girls were married even before puberty. Girls were not sent to school. It was difficult to get a square meal in olden days. Now days, things have changed. Girls are also sent to school.

How is the match found? What kind of groom and bride are looked for 


(caste, property, education, age, job prospects, etc.)? 

For selecting a suitable bride to a boy, three pairs of shoes would be worn out. The groom should be a good person and can take care of the girl. They was no concern regarding age difference. Due to economic reasons, the girls were married at early ages. Now bride’s parents are looking the education level, employment position, and age of the groom apart from the amount of dowry. In earlier days it was difficult to get a suitable match for a boy and now days it is vice-versa.

How frequent are about the marriage among relatives (uncle-niece, cousins)?

Consanguous marriages are common in olden days. Out of every two marriages, one marriage will be among relatives. In olden days people want to retain their relationship by marrying the boys/girls among their relatives. At present importance is given to dowry by the boy’s family.

What are the other marriage expenditures and who pays for them?

Earlier bride price (ooli) was in practice. It was in the range of Rs.50 – 100. Now the practice of dowry is in vogue in the place of bride price. The minimum dowry is Rs. 1,50,000 (cash Rs. 50 thousands and gold of 160 gms costing Rs. 100 thousands).

Actual number of children 

Earlier there were 5-10 children in every house. There were some people who had twelve children also.

(b)
Ideal number of children, sons and daughters.

Earlier no one had thought about the ideal number of children they would like to have. People thought that it is the god who decides about the number of children and whatever the number the God decides that number of children a couple will have (Daivikam). Now, woman decides to have two children only. Women are getting sterilization after having one boy and a girl.

Children's mortality and morbidity

Earlier there were no diseases, but the child mortality was high.

Do you think that people should decide about the number of children or leave it to 
chance?

Earlier people used to think the number of children as gods decision (Diva Nirnayam) 
(e)
Reasons for high/low fertility.
Earlier people were not aware of family planning methods (sterilizations). There were no operations or any other means to control family size. Even if some people were aware of sterilization, they were afraid of undergoing sterilization due to the fear of death (Eekkada chani pothamo). They used to think that “if they die due to operation, who would take off their children?” Hence, people used to have the number of children born to them and think that let there be any number. Let the number survive or die and used to give birth to children. (Andukane Enthamandi puttina puttani. Bathikina varu bathakani lekapothe chaniponi ani puttimchukone varu). 

In earlier days, although there were more children, people did not feel any difficulty and the children used to adjust with Ragi balls to eat (Ragi flour) which is not so at present.

Now, civilization has increased. People are aware of sterilization and if couple has two children of either sex, they undergo sterilization.

Now, people used to think that if they have more children, they would also become like us (as illiterates and labourers). If female children are there, how much dowry and gold you will give? If there is any difference in the dowry, the bride is done to death. Due to these problems, people themselves are reducing their family size with one or two children.

How are people with higher fertility and people with lower fertility considered?

Earlier, if couple had more number of children, others will not bother about them. Now if any one wants two children, people are suggesting them to limit with one child. 

She had six children. Her children have seen the difficulties faced by the family. They used to think that it is better if they have one or two children instead of having more children and face such type of problems again.

As per our knowledge, since a long time (from 25 years) people are undergoing sterilizations in this village.

How are the FP activities in the village regarded? 


(Availability and quality of services, cost, staff's attitude)

The ANM visits the village and informs people to undergo sterilization after having two children during pregnancy itself. She advises on the care of pregnancy also. She takes women for sterilization to hospital and again takes care of even after operation. Also she helps the women to avail the welfare measures such as pregnancy allowance, delivery charges (under Sukheebhava Scheme) Girl child scheme etc for those who are below poverty line only. Women themselves visit the hospital if they intend to under go sterilization. 


(d)
With whom do you discuss about FP choices? Spouse, parents, relatives, friends, etc.? 

_ __ _ __  _ __  __ _ _  _ _ _  _ _ _ _ _  _ _ _ _ _ _ _  _
Now even parents are also advising their children to undergo sterilization with one or two children irrespective of sex of the children. They also narrate the difficulties faced by them by having larger families. 

No one listen the words of parents/elders and couple themselves discuss and decide about the family planning choices. The advices given by the elders are simply refused and they say “You are old. What you will know?”  

(e)
Do parents advise about the right number of kids to have? Is the advice followed?

Couples they themselves decide about the number of children they would like to have. Only very few couples listen the advice of their parents. 

(f)
Who is offering the best advice on matters related to FP?

ANM/Nurse offers good advices on FP matters. She informs couple to undergo sterilization after having two children and also bout the incentives offered by the government. 


Educated and knowledgeable persons also advise women to undergo sterilization with two children based on the present situation.


Women themselves know about the number of children they would like to have and there is no necessity to advice them.

(g)
Abortion: frequency (especially in the past) and 


reasons for abortion as against other FP methods.

Earlier in our times, traditional methods were more for abortion and to limit family size. No one uses them now. Couples used to have 7-8 children and due to lack of patience to bear more children, women used traditional methods for abortion. 

Some women visit the nearby Damalchervu village to seek treatment from a traditional healer and to limit their family size. Some other women use home medicines from their neighbors for abortions. 

An old woman from the village used to perform abortion by administering traditional methods (inserts vick in the woumb by immersing the vick in the juice prepared with the leaves). As per our knowledge three to four women also died due to such abortions. Those who desire to have abortion in the first and second months, they consume the balls made with Jaggery and Gingil with empty stomach in the morning. If the pregnancy is at 3rd or 4th month, women consult the tradition healer for abortion. 

Now, there is no such practice for undergoing abortion.

Is the birth of a baby boy more celebrated than that of a girl? Reasons?

Earlier, there were no celebrations if a child of any sex was born. Now, birthdays are celebrated. 

(b)
Frequency of sex determination of the unborn and female infanticide.

People came to know about the sex determination test. But they are not aware whether people use it for aborting a female fetus. There is no infanticide in the village.

Are boys treated differently than girls (school, food, clothes, health care, etc.)? 
Reasons?

There was no discrimination in treatment of children of either sex. Now, male children are sent to convents and female children to elementary school.  There is no difference in treatment of male and female children.

Who help more in the family, boys or girls? How do they help? 


How early do they earn?

Both male and female children do the work equally. But male children do more work than the female children and they are the earners to the family. 

Earlier, children used work by 12-13 years of age. Now, even if one attains the age of twenty, they are wondering without any responsibility.

Children's Future (distinguish girls/boys, today/earlier/in other communities) 

(a)
How long are children supposed to study?

The education of children depends upon the parent’s economic status. Even though parent’s wants to educate their children, but the economic condition of the family doesn’t permit. Children are also like that and “they are not thinking that they can study and get on well in life”.  

(b)
Are parents ready to spend money on their studies? How much and till what age?

If the economic condition permits, children can be educated. Otherwise it is not possible to educate them. If the economic position of parents are good, children can be educated up to certain age or until they get employment.

It is better to have government employment to the children in future.

If children study, it is better to start working from the age of twenty years. Otherwise, they can start work from 14-15 years onwards.

For bearing and rearing children, they have to support their parents, else who will look after? We seek the help of children.

Now we are living together with our children. We are doing work according to our ability and taking whatever the children are offering.

Now there are fewer children in every house than before in the village.

First forward caste people started to limit their family sizes with the opinion that if there were more number of children, there would be less value and if fewer children value would be more. 

No and that is not the cause. They reduced their family sizes because property will be divided if they have large family size. 

If one has four acres of land and has more number of children, it is difficult to educate as well as to bring them up to a good position. Further, if there four children all children will not get sufficient food, clothing, etc. If there are one or two children, entire property could be given to them as well as better education could be provided. Thus OC people started reducing their family sizes. By observing them others (OBCs and some SC/STs) thought that why to bother/face problems by having more number of children and followed the path of OCs.

Now no one have more number of children. But with the intension to have a male child some parents have one or two more children.

Earlier people used traditional methods of cultivation by ploughing the land with bullocks (madakalu) and manual labour was more. Now people are using modern methods such as tractors and motors. Although modern methods are used, due to scarcity of water and lack of rains the yields have decreased and extent of cultivation also decreased.

Food and drinking water (quality, variety)?

In earlier days, people used to consume more of green leafy vegetables with the flour of Ragi as food. Now people are using different dishes. Food habits have changed.  

(d)
Housing conditions?

As compared to earlier days, at present days there is a change in housing conditions. Earlier, people constructed huts by using Palmyra leaves (thatched houses) and spent their livelihood (life). Now, government has provided colony sites. Most people constructed pucca buildings and shifted in to good houses.

Schooling?

In earlier days, parents didn’t send their children to school, as the school facility was not there in the village. Now the educational facilities are good and most people are sending their children to school. 

(g)
Health facilities?

In earlier days, there were no doctors. People were administered traditional medicines by the traditional healers. If any one suffers with cold or fever, people used to consume ‘Kashayam’ (home made food item). Now people are going to district and Mandal headquarters for treatment, even for minor health problem.

Transport facilities?

Earlier, people used to walk a distance of three kilometers to catch a bus. People stopped their children from school due to lack of transportation facilities, as children has to walk the distance. Both private and public buses are plying in the village now. A private school bus will take the children to school situated at a distance of 5 kms and drops them back. Children are going to distant places for studies and returning because of transportation facility.

Entertainment?

In earlier days, entertainment means only street plays, which was performed mostly by villagers. Those who are interested, irrespective of caste/group, go to the neighbouring villages whenever the street plays or other epics like Mahabharatha are organized.

Some people performed marriages of girls even before puberty. Even if marriage was performed, the girl was sent to grooms house only after attaining puberty. In our caste (SCs) early marriages were common in olden days as compared to other castes. Now girls are sent to school even after attaining puberty.

How is the match found? What kind of groom and bride are looked for 


(caste, property, education, age, job prospects, etc.)? 

Earlier, the girl’s parents used to see whether the boy can rear their daughter, good in nature, and economic background of his family. On the other hand, the boy’s parents used to look whether the girl can perform the daily cores, and background of the girl’s family.

The age difference between the boy and girl was not of importance. However the boy should be elder than the girl. Even among our castes (SCs), education, employment, and economic position of the boy is gauged in giving girls.

How frequent are about the marriage among relatives (uncle-niece, cousins)?

In olden days parents arrange the marriage of their children. Boys/girls used to obey the alliance chosen by their parents. Marriages among relatives were common. Now, marriages among blood relatives are getting reduced. The group have expressed that the marriage among relatives will have effect on the children born to the couple. Boys/girls are marrying other than their (SCs) caste persons also.

What is the expected dowry? 

What are the other marriage expenditures and who pays for them?

In earlier days bride price (Ole) was in practice. The boys parents used to give two bags of paady, salt and dal (UPPU PAPPU) apart from an amount of Rs. 50 based on their economic status. During the last 10 years dowry is prevalent in the place of bride price.

Couples were not aware of family planning. The elder women used to say that you deliver a child. We will rear the child. Our family should be bigger than any one’s in the village. Still the family should have more number of children. Like that the elders think and say. Hence, more number of children were born.

At whatever time, Male children have more value than female children. Female children whatever will be the number of days she stays, she will not stay with the parents. She has to go to her in-law’s place after the marriage.

If there was a male child, always there is benefit and they stay always with them.

Earlier, people feel happy if one has more number of children. If one has 9–10 children people appreciated and heckle the couple, who have one or two children.

Now days, if one had more children, people tell them “you are innocent/stupid (amayakudu). Instead to have more children adopt sterilization with one or two children only“.

Economic conditions?

Earlier days were good and people lived happily. At present, every thing is available. But there is no water and earning capacity of people has declined.

If money is requested from landlords (agriculturists), they are not giving and rejecting to lend as they didn’t have sufficient money. 

In olden days, there was no need for money. People used to get food. Now, for everything there is difficulty. Earlier even if four children were there, it was not a problem and they were adjusting with a pair of clothes. Now for every child, 5-6 pairs of clothes are required. The income of the people is less and expenditure is more.

(c)
Agriculture?

Earlier agricultural works were more and people were getting more income. Now due to lack of rains, agricultural work has decreased. Modern technology has come in agriculture. Earlier, 15-20 members were engaged to harvest paddy per acre. Now machines are used in agriculture. Earlier traditional fertilizers (cow dung and forest leaves) were used. Now different types of chemical fertilizers and pesticides are applied for growing crops.

Food and drinking water (quality, variety)?

Earlier, there was no problem for food. If one has go for work or to the house of a landlord, people were getting stomach full of food. Now who will feed? Even if Ragi flour balls were taken, people were hale and healthy earlier. Now even if various kinds of food are taken, morbidity is high. The food consumed earlier was good as compared to present days.

Housing conditions?

Earlier people lived in thatched huts. There was no electricity. Now government has sanctioned colony sites and financial assistance (house loans). Apart from house loan provided by the government, people adjusted some more amount and constructed pucca houses with amenities.

Now, people go out during daytime either for work or otherwise and return in the evenings and spend their time happily in their houses.

Schooling?

There was no school in the village. No one used to send their children to school. Rarely, the landlord’s children attend the school. Now, every one is feeling that their child should have education and are sending to school.

Health facilities?

Earlier the diseases were not much. Now because of consuming different kinds of foods, diseases also increased. If Rs.100 is earned, Rs.200 is the expenditure. If any disease occurs people were not going to hospitals earlier. No one takes tablet. Now, for every thing tablets are used. If any one have headache, turmeric and calcium mixture along with _____ (Jilledu aakulu) was applied earlier. If fever comes, crabs soup was given. The disease was cured. Now no one drinks that soup and no one is using the local medicine. In spite of going to hospital and having injections and tablets the disease is not cured.

Transport facilities?

Earlier, people used to go by walk only, to any place even to far of places. After some time, they used walk two kms and catch a bus. Now, bus is coming to the village.  Earlier, mostly males used to go for any thing and females were not taken, as bus facilities were not there. Now for emergencies vehicles like scooters or tractors are available. Earlier there were no such facilities. On bullock carts people used to take the severely sick persons.

There was no entertainment earlier. Through out the year there was work. There was no leisure from dawn to dusk. If street plays were performed during festival days or nights, people used to see them unlike sitting before Televisions (TVs), talking with the neighbors etc, as they do at present.

Even to go outside or to talk marriage matters, males used to look after. Now women have take decision on any matter. Now, both husband and wife discuss and decide the important issues such as marriage, purchase of property etc. Earlier we used to hear the words of our husbands and followed. Women are limited to household chores. 
Earlier women were limited to household chores. Now women are in fore front in dealing any issue and husbands have back seat.

Behavior of children towards parents?

Earlier children give respect and hear the words of elders and parents. Even though children were illiterate or no knowledge, they behave well with their parents/elders. Now even though they are educated and knowledgeable, they are not showing respect towards elders.

Earlier it was better. They used to serve food timely. Now some are taking care of their elders and some are not.

Influence of puberty and/or the girl's schooling on marriage age

The marriages were performed at early ages of 12–13 years. Some of their families performed marriages of girls even before puberty. For some, marriages were performed immediately after puberty within six months. The girls accept for marriage because elders were saying. In other communities marriages of girls would take place at later ages. The marriage of girls was performed at early ages even if the alliance was among blood relatives or otherwise. It was expressed due to lack of knowledge and awareness among their people. 


In olden days people perform the marriages of girls at early ages due to lack of knowledge and awareness. (Endu kante teliyadu. Verri kalamadi)

Parents used to arrange the marriage of their daughters with the grooms family, by looking at the caste and possession of food, irrespective of the age and assets of the groom. If the appearance of the pair (bride and groom) was good and/or if they think that the boy would be able to rear and support the girl by doing work, the parents used to perform marriage with that groom.

The marriages among relatives were more. At present it is reduced because of love marriages and elopement. 

I have five daughters. I didn’t perform the marriages of my daughters. They have chosen their husbands (love) and  married. (Participant of SC-Older FGD, woman aged 60)

What are the other marriage expenditures and who pays for them?

In olden days, as a bride price, people used to pay one bag of paddy and an amount of Rupees two hundred. The marriage expenditure was shared equally by the bride and groom’ family.

Now days, dowry is in vogue and ranges from thousands to lakhs of rupees. If promised dowry is not paid, the groom’s family will burnt the girl by pouring kerosene.

Earlier, there were roughly 6-7 children in every family. Now couples stop child bearing with two children only.

Traditional methods like Goddu mandu, was taken to limit the family size. Jaggery, Gingil, raw papaya, ‘Kharjuva’, Jilledu pullalu was used for abortion. Those who have more number of children, due to fear of operation, women used to practice traditional methods for abortion. 

In the early stages of pregnancy, if the woman consumes the mixture of gingil and Jaggery in the morning with empty stomach the fetus is aborted.

‘Karjuva’ mixed in the water is consumed abortion will take place.

Now there are no traditional methods and no one is using them.

Now also people feel happy if male child is born because, he will get dowry at marriage and if female child, dowry has to be paid. She goes to another house after marriage.

Now, after sex determination test, if the fetus is female, mother get abortion. This practice is there in all castes. There is no infanticide.

The only difference is that the rural areas are not having pucca road as in urban areas. People have accustomed to luxurious life. There is lot of change in the living conditions of people. Those facilities were not available in rural areas earlier.

Tell me if there have been changes in these during the last 20-30 years? (For each item, if the answer is YES, ask: In what way?)

(b)
Economic conditions?

Economically people are deteriorated now. Expenditure is more than the income. The income is same earlier and now. There is no increase in incomes. Luxurious life, like, having gas, telephone, cable connections, motor cycle, sending children to convent schools, lead to increase in expenditure without consumerate increase in incomes. Earlier, in three or four child families, all the children used to work since morning and development was there in the family. Now with two children, after sending the children to convent school, the head of family will go by a motorcycle. If any one asks him, the reply is for finance business. There is deterioration in the financial position of that family.

For the last 15 years there is lot of change but became economically backward. 

(c)
Agriculture?

Earlier, the water for agriculture was drawn from wells with buckets made of leather or iron using bullocks (Kapillu). Later petrol and diesel engines have come. Further electricity has come. Now there is scarcity of water and electricity. Those who cultivate land on their own have come down. Depending on labour is more. The labourer is looking the wage of Rs.50 per day and is not doing the commensurate work.  

There is shortage of water. Labourers are not turning out the work as they used to be. Sugarcane, groundnut, Ragi, Paddy etc was grown. Now, due to lack of rains and water sources, the cultivation has come down. Although various types of chemical fertilizers are used, the yield is not there.

Housing conditions?

Clothing
Earlier, on every festival day new clothes were purchased to the members of a family. Now there is no one seeing the occasion. Whenever one intends, they purchase clothing. People used to wear stitched clothes earlier. Now people wear readymade clothes.

Food and drinking water (quality, variety)?

There is change in food habits. In the mornings saddi (the rice mixed with water) was consumed as breakfast. Now tiffin is the breakfast. People have accustomed to the urban way of life. 

(f)
Schooling?

Education has developed. It was not in the reach of all. Although it is in the reach of all, there is no coordination between the teacher and the taught. To make the children to proper well in education teachers compel the students in studies. Some students and their parents oppose such compulsion and even abuse the teachers. 

Now attending to school is more by children. Earlier, parents didn’t show interest on children education and interest was shown on agriculture. Now, each and every parent is sending children to school to educate them. 

The present day parents feel that “they have been spoiled by not going to school and doing agriculture”. They feel that the future of their children should be well and they are educating their children by raising loans.

Health facilities?

Health facilities have improved. Diseases increased. There were no diseases earlier. Medical facilities were less. Earlier for major ailments people visit Government hospital at Chittoor (15 km). Now they are going to a private hospital, Appolo hospital at Aragonda and CMC Hospital Vellore.

Earlier, one bus was plying and three trips were made in a day. Now three buses are plying and for every hour a trip is there. Earlier, to travel in the bus people were not there. Now, traveling by bus has increased. Twelve years back, no one knows about motorcycle. Now there are more motorcycles.

Earlier people used to wait for bus to go to any place. Now, it is not the case. If bus is not there bikes are used.

Now women have more independence and freedom. Earlier they were taking breakfast (saddi) to the persons working in the agricultural fields and do household chores. Now from the getting up of bed it self, they are telling that they have to attend DWACRA activities and are going out side also. If any one ask ‘where you have to go? They inform ‘they are going to MRO office for DWACRA purpose’.

Earlier women used to take breakfast to the persons working in the fields in the mornings and do household chores. Now, they are going to MRO office to attend the DWACRA activities. 

Now women have freedom. Going to towns has increased for purchases. Because of that inconveniences are more than the benefits. Some couples take decisions collectively. 

(b)
Behavior of children towards parents?

Earlier children used to give more respect and affectionate to their parents and elders. Now children need only financial assistance from parents. What ever they require, it has to be provided Otherwise they go astray and indulge with bad habits. 

If parents treat children in a better manner, children would treat their parents still better. 

If elders mishandle children, affection wouldn’t be there and distance will be maintained. They always feel about the state of affairs. Hence, parents should be friendly with children. If Parents should have income and good behaviour there wouldn’t be problems with the children.

Treatment of aged parents? 

There is no change in the attitude of children towards aged parents now and earlier. Looking after the health and providing food to the aged parents depends upon the attitude of their children.  

The aged parents are put on the cart in the corridor of a house irrespective of the economic status of the families. However, looking after the parents depends on the outlook and behavior of children.

People were not aware of about the government officials except teachers and electric bill collectors. 

Earlier, Village Munisif was the sole person who used to look after the village matters. Now, the village secretary, Sarpanch (elected representative of people) and other officials visits the village but the work done by them is negligible.

There are more officials now for the village. But the extent of work done is less.

Influence of puberty and/or the girl's schooling on marriage age
Earlier, the age at marriage was 20 years and above for males and 15-20 years for females. Now, the age at marriage has increased and people are performing marriage for girls at or after 20 years of age. Even after puberty, people are sending their female children for studies.

How is the match found? What kind of groom and bride are looked for 


(caste, property, education, age, job prospects, etc.)? 

Earlier, during marriage settlement, parents of the bride used to know the past history of grooms family, capability and capacity of the groom, possession of property and the amount of dowry. Now, people are showing interest on groom’s employment status and the type of employment.

How frequent are about the marriage among relatives (uncle-niece, cousins)?

Earlier, most of the marriages were consanguous because the property will be with in the hands of blood relatives and will not go outside (manadi manake vuntundi). In the last 10 years, the consanguous marriages are getting reduced. Only uneducated people prefer consanguous marriages. The members of the FGD expressed that the people came to know the consequences of consanguous marriages and other medical complications. Hence, people do not prefer consanguous marriages. 

The participants narrated the history of a family with consanguous marriage.  G.V.Ranemma married her mother’s brother Mr.Govindasetti, at an early age of 10. They had two male children. The elder boy is mentally retards. He had mild polio attack at the age of two years. As no one came forward to give the girl to that boy, he married again a girl from his or her blood relatives at an early age. So far, they are not having children.

What are the other marriage expenditures and who pays for them?

Earlier the amount of dowry was less and if the dowry was Rs.15,000 – 20,000, it was a big amount (aha… oho… ane varu). Now the amount of dowry increased rapidly to lakhs and people are not satisfied (intena antu nnaru) even with Rs. 1–2 lakhs. The amount of dowry depends upon the qualification and employment of the groom and if the groom has professional qualification (engineering, medicine), the amount of dowry will be in the range of Rs. 10–15 lakshs.

Earlier there were three children on an average. Now two children became compulsory.

Even now also some people (one- percent) have strong opinion that god has given children and god will take care of them (naru posina vade neeru poyada).

Now some people used to think that if only two children are there, they can be taken care of well and could provide good education. On the other hand, if four children are there always there will be problems in rearing them.

Apart from all of these, people are giving importance for personality also. This is mainly due to the effect of cinema.

Earlier, consanguous marriages were more. Now it declined, as there is no much difference between castes. If the boy and girl like each other or in love, they get marry irrespective of the caste differentials. Even if Reddy or Naidu, or untouchable, bride/groom, both liked they are marrying. The consanguous marriages have declined and the inter-caste marriages have increased. 

Now where is the consanguous marriage? If both boy and girl like each other, they get marry, even if either one of them belong to different castes.

Earlier living conditions were better because there was no water problem. Earlier situations were good. Now day- by- day, the position of agriculturists is degrading.

Economic conditions?

There is greater change. Earlier people spent their times in one-way or other. Now people are suffering a lot and became worst. It is hard for some people to reveal their situation. Bore wells are getting dry. During the last 10 years there were no rains and income has declined.

Those who have water facility, mango trees are grown and they get income. Now mango trees also getting dried. Paddy is not grown because water is not sufficient. Even growing of sugarcane crop is also reduced. This year only ¼ of land is cultivated that too those who have bore wells. Most of the landed people are going (switched over) to commercial crops.

Only some families (about a quarter) used to send their female children to school mostly up to 5th standard. They stop their female children from school before attaining puberty. Now the educational facilities increased and most of the parents are sending their female children to school. People are of the opinion that, instead of keeping girls at home, they prefer to send them to school to attain some knowledge. Now education/schooling have become compulsory even for female children. 


During my schooldays, there are only 10-12 girls in the classroom. Now 50 percent of students 
are girls (OC- OM -IDI- aged 52 years)

Earlier, people used to see the groom’s/bride’s caste, tradition of family, property and education to some extent. Now education, job and dowry/property are the main things for settling the marriage. Other things are not important. (Udyogam, chaduvu, aasti mukyam. Migatha vishayalu aani akkara ledu)(OC-OM-IDI- aged 52 years)

Earlier nearly half of the marriages were consanguous. Now among all castes, no one prefers consanguous marriages. Every one is showing interest for dowry/property. If they go for consanguous marriages, they can’t get any property/dowry. They prefer other than blood relatives.

We have spent more on our male children. We have no property. We have to provide some property to our children. So dowry is necessary. If relatives are poor, we prefer girls to our son’s from other than our blood relatives. Working girls are preferable.” (OC-OM-IDI- aged 52 years)

Son is a source of help in the old age, because it is not a custom to live in the daughter’s house after marriage and life of parents will be in doldrums if there is no son.

The marriage was performed for males at or after 20 years of age and for females between 15-17 years of age. If girls were interested to study, parents used to send them to school up to 5th standard. Immediately after puberty, they were stopped from school, as the girls have to go by walk to neighbouring village (three k.m.) for high school. Even though parents were interested to send their daughters to school, they stop them because of the risk of untoward happening.

Before performing the marriage of a girl, parents look at the tradition, availability of facilities, manners of would be in-laws, and whether their daugter will lead a happy life in the grooms family or not. Parents ask the girl ‘whether the groom is liked by you are not?.’ Earlier, this was not the practice, if parents liked the groom and interested, they perform the marriage of a girl.

Earlier time was good. Rains were plenty and every year there were seasonal rains. Now even if we dug bore wells there is no success. The conditions have deteriorated now as compared to earlier and people feel the problem.

Economic conditions?

Economic condition has deteriorated now. One kilo of rice was purchased for Rs. two only in earlier days. Now the good rice is costing Rs. 18 to 20 per kilo. There is decline in earnings added to it there is draught. The things were better earlier.

Paddy was grown earlier. Now to grow paddy crop there is no water. For Sugarcane crop if watered once in a month it will grow.

Earlier, paddy, Ragi, Chilli and other food grains were grown. Now due to lack of water for crops all the things have to be purchased. Now sugarcane and mango gardens are more. Small farmers are migrating.

Housing conditions?

Earlier people were living in huts. Now government has arranged for costruction of houses. Hence, the village also developed. Group housing is sanctioned and for construction each house government has given Rs. 15 to 20 thousands and along with that amount people added some money and constructed good houses.

There is change in the food/ consumption pattern of people. With only one side dish was served people used to satisfy. Now civilization has increased and expenditure also increased. Morning tea is must. Earlier only teachers and landlords used to drink tea. But now every one is drinking tea.

Earlier one pair of cloths was there for each person. Now every one is having three to four pairs of cloths. By observing others various types clothes are being wear.

Earlier we used to go 5 kms to Aragonda village and studied. Even there was no elementary school in the village at that time. The primary school was started in 1956 and the classes were held in the temple because of building space. The temple has become school. Badi cante Gudi padilam. Then the Government has constructed a school building.

Health facilities?

There is change in the conditions of people. Now also there is no proper health facility. Government has come with a proposal to construct a hospital with 10 to 15 beds capacity and looked for a land. The then Municif of the village didn’t evince interest. 

If any disease occurs the local medicine was applied. There are two to three `local doctors’. For fever and other diseases the local medicine was given. Now people are going to the Mandal Head quarters and other places because of the availability of transport facilities.

Transport facilities?

Transport facilities were rare. There was no bus at that time. We have to walk 2 kms and catch a bus. The patient was taken to the hospital by bullock cart. Now, the bus facility is there.

Entertainment?

Earlier the epics and street plays were seen much people. Once in a year, the story of Mahabharatha was narrated during daytime and in the night they used to say the same story through enacting a play for half a month. It is continued now also. People used to go to the neibouring village in groups when ever such type of programmes are organized. Few people used to go to cinema to the tent situated at Aragonda village. Propaganda (Dandora) was made in the village about the new cinema that would be screened. The hero Rama Rao cinema had come and people used to go in-group of 10 members for the cinema. Now TV and Radio are the entertainment.

Earlier, women used to do their work and limited to the household activities. Now there is more freedom to women since the starting of Mahila Mandal in the village. They are in forefront in all walks of life. Now they are working as drivers, conductors, IAS officers etc. Since Indira Gandhi’s period, women got freedom and it increased from the NTR’s period.

Behavior of children towards parents?

Earlier, children used to obey their parents. Now the time has changed. If we say one thing they say a different thing and they make deaf year,

In educational aspects of children, parents are taking more care now than earlier. They are going to the extent of selling their property or raising loan to educate their children with the intension that they themselves were not educated and wanted that their children should be educated. When the marriage age comes, children get marriage according to their-own by love.

There is a boy and girl who worked as teachers in a convent. They are of different castes. The girl is reddy and boy is a Naidu community. The parents of a girl decline to accept the marriage proposal as the boy is from different caste. As the girl was vehement and inclined to marry the person she loved, finally the parents of the girl accepted her proposal, as they are not able to do anything.

Treatment of aged parents? 

In olden days elders were looked after well. Now, no one has concern towards elders and youngsters are making their own living arrangements. Hence, elders are making their own living.

Has the role of community leaders changed in the society?

Earlier as well as at present days, community leaders didn’t do much work for the development of the village. Now it is somewhat better. “The temple in which we are sitting now if not cared, could have ruined. Because of the interest shown by the community leaders and villagers it was renovated.” Compared to earlier days, now the developmental works are carried more. People are meeting for the good cause of the village development.

Earlier there was no development due to politics. Now it is somewhat better. Since Indira Gandhi’s period, the political leaders were actively working for the betterment of the village.

Influence of puberty and/or the girl's schooling on marriage age

Earlier, there were delayed marriages for males, and for females. Marriages of girls were performed after 2-3 years of puberty. There were some marriages even before puberty. Sending girls to school after attaining puberty was rare. Now days, sending of girls to school are common, and every one irrespective of caste, people are sending their daughters to schools even after puberty.

Earlier, there was no practice of taking the consent of bride/groom in performing marriage. Elder’s decide the marriage and boy/girl accepts their proposals. Now, it is changed. The acceptance of bride/groom is taken in deciding the marriage partner.

How frequent are about the marriage among relatives (uncle-niece, cousins)?

Earlier, out of every 10 marriages, 5-6 were consanguous marriages, due to the feeling of ‘not to loose the relation’ (bhandutvam pokuda dani).  Now, consanguous marriages have declined. Now, parents are giving their daughters in those houses where their daughters will lead a happy and comfortable life.

What is the expected dowry? 


What are the other marriage expenditures and who pays for them?

Earlier, there was no practice of dowry but there was a practice of bride price (ooli). People used to give some amount (about Rs. 100), rice, oil and other household requirements to the parents of bride at the time of marriage. The practice of dowry started in 1975 – 78.

Our marriage took place around 1960s. For my marriage, my parents gave Rs. 70/- ($1.50) and one bag of paddy to my wife’s parents. Now people are giving dowry based on their economic status, and it is in the range of Rupees thirty to hundred thousands.

How long after marriage does the couple start living together?

Earlier, if the bride didn’t attain puberty before marriage, she was not sent to her in-laws house. Only after attaining puberty she is sent. Now, marriages are taking place only after puberty and the bride is sent to her in-laws house with in fifteen days after marriage.

In some cases, culturally it is not a custom to give a birth with in a year of marriage, hence people used to send after some time. Some are practicing the same now also.

Earlier there were five to ten children in every family.

People did not think about the number of children they want. If couple had female children only, they don’t adopt sterilization until they beget a male child.

Earlier child mortality was high. There were no medicines to protect from diseases. People use ‘mantras and tantras’ only.

People used to think that it is god’s decision to have the number of children.

Earlier some people fear of sterilization and did not undergo sterilization. They think that children are assets. 

The reasons for less number of children are: If there were more children, it is difficult to bring them up. If there is one child, he/she can be given good education and develop the child. Thus, they adopt sterilization after one or two children.

People limited their family size because by having more number of children, they cannot educate and face difficulties and problems.

To deliver a child female has to undergo agony and bear pains. To avoid such problems as well as affection towards their wives, husbands also desire to have small family. 

By observing the posters and hoardings in the hospitals on the consequences of large families, people got education and adopted small families. There was no such education earlier.

Earlier there was more value for female child. Now male child has more value than female child.

If there is small family no one say any thing. On other hand if there is large family people heckle at them and scold them “Are you not having any knowledge?”

Now females are more in number thus some parents undergo Sex Determination Tests during pregnancy and if the sex of the fetus is female, mothers get abort the fetus.

Now even in our community (OCs) also parents practice the Sex Determination Tests and abortions.

Reasons?

Earlier there was discrimination in the treatment of female children and much importance was not given to them. Parents questioned the importance of education to female children and feel only male children should be educated. Thus only male children were sent to school.

Parents think what is the need of education to female child. She has to learn and do the household cores well. By educating female child whom she is going to uplift? Male child, if he has to bring money or read and put his signature, he should be literate. If he puts his thumb impression, people feel low about their status.

Now, the female child also be equal to male child and they educate their female children also.

How early do they earn?

Earlier female children apart from doing their own work, help in household cores. Male children by helping their father continue their education also.  

Earlier children play till 10-12 years of age and from 15 years onwards they work.

Parents have to educate their daughters till 10th standard or till the age of 15 years. Male children, if they study well, they could be educated till whatever the level they could study. It depends upon the status of parents to incur expenditure on studies of their children. But parents are spending more than they could afford and educating their children in private convents, colleges etc.,

Parents desire that their children should have government employment. Children should have good education and should become collectors, doctors etc., if they have education.

One saree was purchased and distributed to three children in earlier days. Now there is change. Whatever we purchased the cloths that are liked by our children.

Even though there was a school in the village, people felt difficult to educate their children. Now, every one is sending their children.

Earlier hospital was far away and was difficult to go due to lack of money. The natural medicine was used. Now also the hospital is far away. But people are going even for minor ailments.

The bullock carts were more. There was a tractor in other village at a distance of 2 kms. For any exigencies, the tractor was called for. Now the tractors are available in the village itself and buses are also plying through the village. There are other modes of transportation like motorcycles etc.

Now everyone is sending their children to school and some are studying even at marriageable age.

Earlier, age of groom was not a bar for marriage. People used to see mainly their caste and property. Now apart from the above, age, education and employment are the main criteria in selection of bride/groom.

Earlier, consanguous marriages are common in our community. Now, as compared to other communities, even today also people prefer consanguous marriages but to a less extent. 

Previously, there is a practice of bride price (ooli).

At the time of my marriage, my husband’s parents gave Rs. 30/- (less than $ 1.0) as ooli.

What is the expected dowry? 


What are the other marriage expenditures and who pays for them?

Now things have changed. Bride price is replaced by dowry. Now, even though groom is not working, dowry is demanded (minimum of Rs. 10,000 as cash) apart from the marriage expenses.

In the past, people were performing child marriages. Bride will stay in her parent’s house until she attains puberty. During that time, parents give training to the bride on all household cores. Currently, there is no such problem. Among all the communities, the girl is sent to in-laws house immediately after marriage, as marriages are taking place after puberty.

If couple does not want to have children, woman undergoes abortion. By administering Jilledu leaves, which are rotated on the stomach (Boddu meeda), by eating of raw papaya and the mixture of gingil and jaggery if taken with empty stomach, the fetus is aborted. Some women used other methods for abortion because of the fear of operation.

Now no one practices those methods because ANM visits the village regularly and if there is any problem she advises.

In earlier days as well as at present parents feel happy that if male child was born no celebrations were organized. Parents used to think that if there is a male child, he lit the funeral pyre as well as perform the last rites to the parents and continue the family name (heritage).

In this village also some parents used the Sex Determination Tests and have undergone abortion. Now it decreased and doctors are not revealing the sex of the fetus after Sex Determination Tests. After the birth of female child there is no practice of infanticide.

Reasons?

Earlier there was discrimination in rearing male and female children. How early do they earn?

In domestic duties female children help more from 10-12 years of age. Male children assist or contribute income only after the age of eighteen years.

Earlier, in our community some females were not married up to 20 years of age. Some people sent their children up to primary school. Even if any one has sent they were discontinued after attaining puberty. People didn’t send their children for higher studies, due to lack of high school facility in the village (4 kms). At present parents are sending their female children to school and it is difficult to know ‘whether the girl has attained menarche (puspawati ayindi), or not (lenidi). Now some girls are married at an age of 15-16 according to their penchant in our community and it is only one or two among OCs. Out of every 10 marriages 6 are taking place at an early age according to their will and wish. Some parents are performing even at an early age of 12 years.

Earlier, people used to see caste and other things ((kula gotralu) as well as find good matches (manchi sambadalu).

Consanguous marriages were highly prevalent. Boy and girl used to obey the words of their elders and parents in marriage matters. Now bride/groom are getting their marriage according to their wish.

Earlier, there was a practice of bride–price (ooli). People used to provide an amount of Rs. 50/-, two bags of paddy and other necessary things (manchi – chedu). The practice of dowry came into existence for the last 20 years. Now dowry is playing major role in the selection of the bridegroom. In our community (SC’s), if the groom employed, the dowry ranges from Rs. 40,000 – 50,000 in cash and 10 sovereigns (80 gms) of gold. If the groom is having some business or working as labourer, dowry is about ten thousand rupees and two sovereigns of gold apart from the marriage expenses.

Immediately after marriage the bride is sent to her in-laws place earlier as well as now.

Earlier couples had five to eleven children. We were 13 children to our mother. There are some who had 12 children. Now, there is no one is having more than one or two children.

Earlier paddy, ragi and sugarcane crops were raised. Now there is no paddy crop for the last 4 to 5 years and the extent of growing ragi crop also reduced. Now there are only garden crops.

Housing conditions?

Earlier there were huts and thatched houses with the roof of Palmyra leaves, sugarcane leaves and the hill grass. Now every one constructed buildings. Government sanctioned house sites and loans to small landholders, agricultural labourers, and scheduled castes and they built houses. The construction of buildings started in the last ten years. There fore there is change in the housing conditions.

Earlier, people used to consume flour/gruel of Ragi, and jonna and were healthy. Now due to consumption of rice, there is no strength. Earlier only landlords/agriculturists used to have tiffins in the morning as break fast and others used to take saddi. Now all are consuming tea, tiffin and other items for breakfast.

Health facilities?

Earlier diseases were less. If any one suffers with disease, people use to go to government general hospital at district headquarters and wealthy people used to go to private hospitals at Vellore, and Tirupati.

Earlier people used to walk two kms to catch a bus. If people want to go to hospital by bus, they used bullock cart to reach main road and then go by bus. Now bus is plying through the village. Street plays were played during festival days. Some people go to cinemas by walking 3-4 miles.

A group of 10 members learn street-plays, and perform 2 or 3 times in a year. People used to go to the neighboring village if any programmes are organized even by walking 2-3 kilometers.

A group of 2-3 members or those who are interested, irrespective of caste, go to the neighboring villages whenever the street plays were organized.

Earlier, children used to be fear of their parents. Now, the child is aged ten years, he/she is not heading the words of their parents and the children are not going to school, However, there are some children who obey their parents and go to school.

Earlier, the elderly people were looked after well and nurtured. Now, the attitude of some have changed and there are of the opinion that “if the elders survive there is no benefit or die there is no loss”.

In earlier days the elders of the village resolve the issues and do justice. Now also they are performing the same to some extent.

There is no help from the political leaders. Only to some people are getting their help.

The government officials did not do any thing in earlier days. Now days they are coming to the village and going. Influence of puberty and/or the girl's schooling on marriage age

Earlier,
 in our (SC) community marriage of girls were performed five years after puberty. It was rare to send the girl child to school. People, who are economically better off, send their children to school. Parents used to stop their girl child mostly after puberty. Now it is changed and every one is sending their children to school and continue studies even after puberty. The other caste people are performing marriage after ten years of puberty. Now, in our community, marriages of boys are performed in 18-20 years of age.

How is the match found? What kind of groom and bride are looked for 

(caste, property, education, age, job prospects, etc.)? 

Earlier, caste is the main criteria. Parents used to look mainly their (bride/groom’s) caste (aa jathulu, a a jathula varine pelli chesukone varu) people in performing marriage. SC’s used to live separately. Now people are not giving much importance to caste. Love marriages are increasing. If boy and girl like each other, even if they belong to different caste they marry. No one is observing the caste. Harijan’s are marrying the other caste people.

In olden days consanguous marriages were prevalent. But now in our community love marriages are common. Out of every ten marriages, one to two marriages are love marriages. If boy/girl are going to college, they choose their partner and marry. Further, People are showing interest on new relationships (bandutvam) and property, consequently, there is a reduction of consanguous marriages.

What is the expected dowry? 


What are the other marriage expenditures and who pays for them?

Earlier, there is a no practice of dowry. Even, both the parties shared the marriage expenses. The bride has to be given one sari (muhurham cheera) apart from Rs. 50-100/- and two bags of paddy as a bride price (ooli). In the place of bride price, the dowry has come into practice since 10 years. Now the groom’s families are demanding ten thousands and ten sovereigns (80 gm.) as dowry, even with out employment or job. Among  other communities, the practice of dowry came earlier than in our community.

Earlier, parents used to send their daughter to in-law’s place 10-15 days after marriage. Now immediately after marriage couples live by setting up a separate family.

Earlier women used local medicines. If the pregnancy were 2-3 months, the fetus would be aborted. The ‘Kardava’ (The water of cobweb) or the mixture of Gingil and Jaggery was taken with empty stomach for abortion. Some used other methods also. There were some who perform abortions in the village. The vick tied to a stick is dig in the juice of the cotton leaves and is inserted in the womb of a woman to kill the fetus. So that abortion will take place. Some women died due to such cruel methods.

Now there are no such methods. If there is any need, women contact ANM and she gives tablets or refers to the hospital.

Now people know the sex of the fetus by Sex Determination Tests and if the fetus is female they abort. Earlier people were not aware of Sex Determination Tests and also there were no such facilities. After birth of the female child, there was no practice of infanticide.

After the birth of children, parents have to see both male and female children equally as both are born to same parents. Thus there is no discrimination.

Earlier, 1-2 years after marriage parents send their daughter to the in-law’s house.  Parents educate and train the girl in household works and send them. Parents are looking for a working/employed groom and are not interested in consanguous marriages if the groom is not having any employment.

Some general information about the village may be gathered from printed sources (census data), but most information will be collected during the village survey.

The survey is not a household survey where the same set of questions is asked to a sample of village households. Many questions are simply descriptive (type of infrastructures, etc.).

No exact figure need be collected when the information is not readily available. Investigators must however ascertain the plausibility of estimates given (population estimates, irrigated land, migration remittances, etc.) by crosschecking from different sources.

It is mainly a qualitative survey, where information may be elicited from people belonging to all sections of the population. But the same questions need not be asked systematically and questions remain open: answers do not follow a given format and may stimulate further observations from the interviewees. 

Some village key village figures will be considered in priority to discuss given issues: teacher, ANM and other PHC personnel, panchayat members, religious leaders, landowners, trade unionist, shop-owners, community leaders, political figures, village accountant, etc. Women and elders are also an important source of information on tradition and change in the village.

Many issues relate to opinions and perceptions and investigators must therefore compare answers from different people (gender- or cast-wise, for example). Data collection will be much longer than for descriptive questions.

The last part includes the questionnaire for individual interviews followed by the questionnaires for FGDs.

(ar) What is the position of minority religious groups or dalits in the village? (number, occupation, economic condition, housing segregation)

(as) Who lends money in the village?

(at) Which are the leading political factions in the village? Caste and party affiliation.

(au) Are there cases of violence in the village (murder, rape, etc.)?

(av) Is violence against women common (beatings)?

(aw) Are there serious land disputes in the village?

Demographic change and perceptions

Background: family size used to be much bigger in the past, with often more than 3 or 4 surviving children and at least five pregnancies (sometimes followed by infant deaths etc.). Today, villagers have usually on average far less children (from 3 down to 2 according to places). In so doing, they have been influenced by the behaviour of other people.

Methodology: The same set of questions will be asked to many different people. The investigators have to identify key informants in the village; i.e. people who are articulate in their opinion and reflect the general sentiment of their peer (age, sex, caste) group. Informants have to come from all sections of the population, in order to offer various opinions. 

Contents: The questions will focus more on perceptions and opinions about family size than on actual facts. We are interested about the reasons given by people, but even more by their opinions about the behaviour of other people (in the past, in towns, in other communities). We want to know in particular how people see their behaviour in comparison with that of others, and if they may be influenced by some.

Discussion: The following sections will list the most important items to be covered, but the list is not exhaustive: investigators are welcome to collect other information on the change of family attitudes and perceptions. 

All the items to be covered have to examine different domains as described in the following table. 

· TODAY What people do today and why? (= The expected behaviour in the social group of the respondent). "during the last five years". Usually refers to the behaviour and opinion in the respondent's family and community

· YESTERDAY How different was it in the past and why? (especially in the respondent's family). "10 years ago or more".

· OTHER COMMUNITIES How different are the attitudes in other local communities and why? The stress here is both on forward groups, with "progressive" behaviour, and on the backward groups with "old-fashioned" behaviour. It is important to identify all groups whose behaviour is seen as different (ahead or lagging behind)

· OTHER VILLAGES Do the respondents see differences in other villages? How, why? Who is forward, who is behind?

· TOWNSPEOPLE How are different from villagers? What do people know of their behaviour? Why do people in town behave differently? Why would villagers emulate them?

· OTHERS Other people who are known to follow new ways (e.g. people as shown in movies or in TV serials). 

This means that the set of questions that follow refer to different situations: first, the questions will be asked about "today's situation in the village". Then, about the respondent's parents and grandparents (in the past). Then, the question will narrow down to the respondent's own family and his community. Finally, the questions asked will refer to other people and their behaviour: other communities in the village, other village communities, townsfolk and other people vaguely known (might be movie stars, religious leaders, politicians, etc.). Some of the questions listed below are of course not applicable and may be skipped.

Some respondents may often say that they "don't know" when asked about the behaviour of other people. Here, it is important to stress that selected respondents need to be articulate people, with opinions about a wide range of issues and even when they do not actually know, they may have some opinion about how people might behave in terms of family, marriage and the like. Investigators have to find the suitable persons for interview and use the right approach to collect opinions about the demographic behaviour of other people.

Focus group discussion (FGD)

Methodology: Preliminary individual interviews (section 15) may help to specify some items for the FGDs. Transcription may take place the same evening (translation in the HQ).

Contents: Mostly the same as previous section 15. However, time limitations for the FGDs (60 to 90 minutes) mean that some questions might skipped. 

The first two sections are mainly used to initiate the discussion. However, let's keep in mind that some subsections (Number of children, Family Planning, Children's future, Some of the main points again) have priority and should be covered by all FGDs.

Sample: Groups should be homogeneous by age-group (younger/older), sex, and socio-economic position (caste, class, land ownership, or wealth). When applicable, items may correspond to different domains: today in your family/community, yesterday, other groups etc.
